Industry Background

ver the last two decades, the Taiwan sporung goods industry has made a name for 1sell in the internaucnal

market. It is a major supplier of a host of products, including fitness equipment, golf equipment. mdoor sports

equipment, and water sports equipment. The industry s strong suit is its success in turning out new models ona
regular basis, an ability that impresses domesic and foreign buyers alike.

At present, Taiwan has about 700 registered sporting goods manulacturers, The majority of them belong to the Tarpei
Sporting Goods Association or the Taiwan Sportng Goods Manufacturers’  Association. Even though there 1s some
overlap, the former is made up primarily of trading companies, wholesalers, and distributors. while the later is restricted
to manufacturers. Each organization has about 350 members.

The US has traditionally been the leading market for Tawan-made sporting goods. In 1999, for mstance, US umports
of fitness equipment were worth U524+ million, or some 26% of total exports in the category. Other top buvers were
Japan, Hong Kong, mainland China, Germany. and France. Japan, the second largest destinanon for the 1slands sporting
g00ds, purchased US$5210 million worth of the industry's products, or 22% of overseas shipments. Hong Kong and
mainland China were listed together as third largest markets, each buying Taiwan sporiing goods with a value of US3106
million. Germany accounted for purchases worth US$45 million, a nise of 6% from a year ago. while France was the fifth
biggest buyer, placing orders worth USS3+ million.

Another new product is an exercise bike from Hsin Hwa
Casting featuring a generator, as well as a computer-controlled eleciromagnetic resistance system and a computerized
meter that displays exercise time. distance covered, speed, calories burned, watlage, and revolutions per minute. In
addiuon. ellipucal cross trainers and stair trawners from Yijo Sporting Goods Industrial come with advanced safety
designs, all of which are patented. A sensor in the bottom step, for instance, turns the power off automaucally when the
user 15 not able to keep up with the speed of the step. Another has a monitoring computer that emuts a sharp beeping
sound and an LCD that flashes a slow-down warning when the user’s pulse rate rises higher than normal.

The latest Tarwan-made golf equipment currenty offers innovative designs and advanced materials that have greatly
improved appearance and structure. Quistanding new products include Paderson s advanced metallic fiber composite
materials for high-end golf shalts; New [-So Enterprise’s iron holder, all-purpose golfer’s tool set, and the mini shoe
spike wrench; and Carsten Sports’ new golf bag series [earuring fashionable cloth strips. fiberglass and aluminum-alloy bag
stands, and colorful bag bases.

Manufacturers of hard-boat and soft-boot skates have diversified into the production of other items. such as
snowboards, skateboards, snake boards, protective equupment, and related parts and components. One leading firm in the
line is Playmaker. It now produces the five-wheel in-line skates that are preferred by professional racers.

Production of water sports equipment in Taiwan has improved tremendously aver the years. Manufacturers have
found new and better ways 10 use neoprene o Wrn out Innovative products at minmal cost, Some manufacturers have
even teamed up with foreign companies in order 10 acquire technologes needed for the development and production of
other neoprene products, such as gloves, swimming and diving suits, and protectors.

In order 10 mamtan competitiveness, compantes are increasingly being compelled to focus on higher value-added
products. Niche products, such as snowboards and scooters, which enable makers to take advantage of small-volume
production capabilities, are a particularly popular area of development.
