The 8th General Meetung of Res Arts (Internatonal Association of Residential Arts Centres) will take place from September
19th to September 23rd 1n Helsinks, Finland The meeting wall focus on the idea of Res Artis as a global network of art
centres, ttself being part of the ongoing globalisation process We will approach the theme from the perspective of the
wternational mobility and transnational cultural production The questions will be discussed by researchers, arusts and
representatives of residence organisations in lectures, addresses and workgroups As a Call for Papers, partcipants will
present thetr own views and expenences The operations of Res Artis and how they should be developed will be discussed
on several occasions through the congress

The keynote speakers:

Raimo Viyrynen 1s Director of the Helsinki Collegrum of Advanced Studtes at the University of Helsunki since 2002 He 1s
now on leave from a Professorshup of Political Science at the University of Notre Dame, USA He has also served as
Professor of International Studies at the Unuversity of Helsinkt and Dean of 1ts Faculty of Social Sciences In recent years,
Vayrynen has directed a large project on economuc, political, and cultural aspects of globalisation under the auspices of the
Finnish Navonal Fund for Research and Development. His publications on the topic in English include an edited volume on
"Globalisauon and Global Governance" (Rowman & Lattlefield 1999)

Laurens Schumacher has been the President of the Res Arts since the general meeting Los Angeles meeung in November
2000 During hus membezship (from 1995) he has been involved in ResArtis management affatrs, more specific as chairman
or the working group who developed ResArtis website He 1s the deputy director of the Jan van Eyck Academy, post
academuc centre for research and production 1n the fields Fine Art, Design and Theory, 1n Maastricht, the Netherlands Jan
van Eyck Academy has been member of Res Artis since the beginaung

Pekka Niskanen 1s a Helsinks based visual artist working with video His conceptual video-installations deal with questions
of idenuty Niskanen 1s an active member 1n artist-run organizations and has curated several exhibition projects He 1s also a
lecturer and participates in the PhD —programme 1n the Academy of Fine Arts in Helsinki

N’Goné Fall 1s a director of cultural projects and consultant of contemporary African art As the curator of the Dakar
brennal (Dak'Art) she has a strong network of African artists and artist centres. A Senegalese national, currently living 1n
Pans, she has previously also taken part of the specialist group of the Intergovernmental Agency of the Francophonse 1n
Pamns (being 1n charge of the evaluation of the MASA, Marché des Arts et du Spectacle Afnicain) N’Goné Fall 1s oniginally an
architect

Biilent Diken has been working since 1999 in Lancaster Unuversity, Dept of Soctology, UK His research topics are social
theory, urban sociology and immugration Formerly, he worked as a researcher in Aarhus School of Architecture (where he
also wrote “Strangers, Ambivalence and Social Theory") and 1n Copenhagen, Roskide Uruversity, the Dept of Geography
Oungunally Diken 1s an architect and town planner

The utle of the workshop speaks for itself, 1t indicates a term which has become rather exhausted but essential to
all world societies The workshop will debate the different views on the topics of globalisanon, mobility/stability, in
whose advantage/disadvantage globalisation 1s working, and weather globalisation 1s a new form for cultural
impenalism

Focusing on the visual culture and questioning 1ts power structure and socto-cultural status in a mobile and
globalized age, the workshop wall discuss the role of art and how 1t attempts to influence people’s taste and way of
thinking, and whether art therefore 1s poliucal, and which and whose poliuc 1t represents

The workshop talk will consider the discusston as a continuauon of Bulent Diken’s conference paper “Violence,
mobility and globalism”

Bulent Diken (see the description above as a keynote speaker)

Khaled Ramadan 1s an artist and Ph D Cand in Art hustory currently living 1n Copenhagen He speaks
and works actvely for the more democratic tmmugration policy 1n Nordic countries He has published
several articles about themes related to the artists and outsiders 1n Nordic society, e g Penpheral Insider
(forthcomung 2002) and an article 1 the book called We are All Normal (and we want our freedom) (2001)

3. Artists and Mobility issues: Three approaches
Workshop leaders artist Huseyin Alptekin, artist Pia Lindman and artist/curator Agnieszka Wolodzko

Huseyin Alptekin 1s an Istanbul based artist He leads a project and a space called "Sea Elephant Travel
Agency" which aims to stmulate artistic exchanges between relative periphenes and regions One of the
ongotng projects of the agency 1s "Jules Verne and the Black Sea", started 1n 2000 and aims to trace the
tmaginary itinerary of Jules Verne on the Black Sea by a laboratortum boat with the artists and 1nsututions
Alptekun is currently working on another project, enuntled B-fact- Black Sea, Baluc Sea, Barents Sea, and the
project focuses of artistic mobility, cultural exchanges and inter-regional sobidanty among the subaltern
topographies tn displacement vis-a-vis the centric discourses in contemporary visions

Pia Lindman s a visual artist iving and working in New York She will discuss through her forthcoming project
about the politics of mobility and cultural exchange “Cultural exchange usually 1s a prvilege of the educated
classes, while among working class 1t 15 seldom other than a necessity, which 1s the result of displacement by labour
markets Yet, cultural exchange among academia seldom engages radical renegotiations of cultural positions
Members of academua usually share a language based on their educaton Knowledge and ethucal standpounts,
however different, are still based on certain shared premises Thus I believe that talk of a harmomious global village
1s a redundant dream as long as we only promote cultural exchange on the levels of academta”

Agnieszka Wolodzko 15 an artist/wnter/curator from Gdansk, Poland She 1s focused on 1ssues of art 1n public
spaces, engaged art and art projects 1n a form of travel She’s one of the founders of the Gallery Wyspa and the
“Island Project” which both explored and made wisible the artists’ role 1n the city environment tn Gdansk In recent
years Wolodzko has worked wath the sssue of travelling “It’s ime to conclude from a fact that I travel so much, I
move from one place to another and can’t sit in peace Such a state s tining, frustrating and stressing, however
travelling has become my addict Like everybody surrendered to something, I often wonder why I am doing 1t, why
I am wasting my ume and money 1n thus way Of course the answer 1s not simple, I even don’t know 1f 1t's ever

posstble This 1s why I decided to act passively, to accept my habit wath all 1t’s consequences’
