As I told you before, |'Ecole Supérieure de Commerce International du Pas-de-Calais (ESCIP), is
an undergraduate School of Business, located in the North of France at a real crossroad for
Europe (an hour away from almost everywhere : England, Paris, Belgium, The Netherlands,
Germany...

We offer different interesting programs including a Business Administration program (totally
conducted in English) and our recognized program in International Business.

ESCIP specializes in training for international students in the area of international business. We
also place a strong focus on Business Languages, and our students are operational in at least
three languages. Our students have to achieve numerous and various internships all their
curriculum long. They are placed in competitive French or international companies (in their
specific field of interest for their 3rd and 4th year for instance). The internships give both our
students and international students the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the business
environment and allow them to make connections in the "working world", while practicing their
languages (French for some of our international students with an integration into the French way
of life).
