Symbol Tower

This Symbol Tower sym-
bolizes "Culture of Wood"
and constructed with lami-

nated red cedar. With a
characteristic spiral shape
of Fibonacci series, the
tower express people's
wish for growth and devel-
opment while harmonizing
with nature. The 45 meter
high tower can be seen
from away and serves as
a landmark as well.

Design Concept of the Symbol Mark

Lure of Hida is mountains. As I wanted to symbolize
this image as it is, I expressed the Chinese character
meaning "mountain” with three triangles, with associa-
tion of high mountains of Hida and the rhythmical
structure of roof of Hida Center. This is a classic but
still modern form, expressing the tradition and future of
Hida.

I did not draw each equilateral triangle with straight
lines but, assuming that line segments on both sides as
part of extremely long ellipse, drawn them a little
round, as an attempt to give the symbol mark a humane
and warm feeling. Such form is frequently seen in tra-
ditional thatched roofs, for example, and associated
with "Gassho-style houses". This has also been a high

technique of masters, created by making the center of a
flat surface a little higher, which is often observed in
Japanese traditional craftwork. I consider that this form
has simplicity and sophistication, which symbolizes the
traditional culture of Hida.

Colors of three mountains are brown, green and blue
from the right. Overall, I tried to convey a dignified
and sober image.

Brown represents the tradition and skills of Hida, green,
the rich nature of Hida, and blue, the spirit and ideals of
Hida. I hope that this symbol mark will be accepted in
Japan and abroad likewise.
