Good morning, Distinguished Guests, Ladies and Gentlemen:

As Director of the hosting National Research Institute of Chinese Medicine
and Chairman of the Executive Committee for the 12 ICOM, I would like
to extend to each and every one of you a hearty welcome. I am particularly
grateful to the many distinguished guests from Canada, Hong Kong, Ireland,
Japan, Korea, Nigeria, Romania and United States of America, for having
traveled long distances to be here.  Oriental medicines, including
acupuncture, Kampo medicine, Korean medicine, Chinese herbal drugs,
Ayuveda and Yoga of Hindoo, like other forms of so called alternative and
complementary medicines nowadays have been used in different parts of the
world for over hundreds or thousand years, long before the arrival and
general acceptance, with a relative young history of about a hundred years.
