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Trend of Narcotic in Republic of China in 2002
: A Progress Report

1. Introduction

The main source of narcotics in the Republic of China is from abroad. The
problem of narcotics has become increasing serious since the 1990s, and reached a
peak in 1993. However, this problem appears to be less worrying these years.

Heroin and Amphetamine were the most hazardous drugs in 2002. The quantity
of Heroin and Amphetamine seized in 2002 amounted to 86% of all the narcotics
seized that year. Such a percentage was about the same as the past. The quantity of
seized Cannabis in 2002 dropped to 0.4% of the total seizure, which marks a decrease
by 90% than the seizure in 2001. It shows that the market has shrunk to a great extent.
In addition, the rapid growth of neo-type developing narcotics and drugs in recent
years has made them a new source of threat and worries. The quantity of neo-type
narcotics and drugs, such as MDMA, Katamine, and Tramadol, was 13% of the total
seizure. This was also the largest quantity in the past few years.

I1. Statistics on drug crimes in 2002

i. Cases of narcotic-related crimes and number of suspects involved: there

were 56,207 cases nationwide in 2002, with a decrease of 20.5% than 2001.
Wherein 51,408 cases (91%) are related to drug use. There were 58,049
suspects involved in narcotic-related cases nationwide in 2002, which marked a
decrease of 19.5% than 2001.

ii. Number of persons convicted: 11,856 persons were convicted in 2002,
amounting to a decrease of 12.2% than the convicted in 2001. Wherein there
were 7,780 repeated offenders of drug-related crime. The rate of repeated
offence was 65.6%, which as roughly the same as 2001.

Number of inmates imprisoned in Taiwan prisons: In the year of 2002,
the number of inmates imprisoned in Taiwan prisons numbered 16,321
persons, which dominate 41% of the prison population (39,825 persons).

iv.  Quantity of narcotics seized: In 2002, 2,572 kilograms of drugs and
narcotics in the Taiwan region were seized, an increase of 24.6% than the
seizure In 2001. Wherein 601.6 kilograms of Heroin, 1,317.9 kilograms of
Amphetamine, and 126 kilograms of MDMA were seized. The Investigation
Bureau of the Ministry of Justice (MJIB) seized 1,123.67 kilograms of
narcotics and drugs in 2002, which amounted to 44% of the total national
seizure.

v. Sources of narcotics: Most of the narcotics and drugs seized i 2002,

am
Ko

ounting to 859.06 kilograms, came from mainland China (including Hong
ng and Macao). Other sources included Thailand, Cambodia, etc. Apart

from this, 352.68 kilograms of Amphetamine seized were produced and

ma

nufactured illegally in Taiwan.

I1. Drug Situation in 2002

i. Heroin
1. Amount of seizure: In 2002, 601.5 kilograms of Heroin were seized, an

increase of 66% than the seizure in 2001.

2. Narcotic sources: Heroin was mainly smuggled on land from Triangles to

Taiwan via Southeast China, Hong Kong or Macao. The other way of drug
smuggling is via countries on the Indo-China Peninsula, including Thailand,
Cambodia, Vietnam, etc.

3. Smuggling methods: Heroin was trafficked into Taiwan by fishing boats,

shipping containers, air cargo, postal services (express delivery), and
passengers. Wherein a majority of the seized amount of smuggled heroin is
dominated by shipping containers and fishing boats while there was a
significant increase in flight passengers carrying narcotics from Thailand.

5. Major cases related to drug crimes:

(1). In May and June 2002, the law enforcement agencies cracked two cases
involving Heroin smuggling. 120 and 79 kilograms of Heroin were
seized respectively, and suspects were arrested.

(2). In September 2002, the law enforcement agencies solved a drug
smuggling case wherein the drug trafficking gang attempted to smuggle
27 kilograms of Heroin by shipping containers from Cambodia. Three
suspects were arrested.

(3). In April 2002, the law enforcement agencies cracked a drug smuggling
case wherein the drug trafficking gang attempted to smuggle 60
kilograms of Heroin by shipping containers from Vietnam. Suspects
involved 1n this case were arrested. 8

ii. Methamphétamine '

1. Amount of seizure: A total of 1,317.88 kilograms of Methamphetamine
were seized in 2002, which marked a 7% decrease compared with the
seizure in 2001. The MJIB seized 769.92 kilograms of Methamphetamine, which
amounted to 58.4% of the total national seizure. '

2. Narcotic sources: Most of Methamphetamine came from provinces in the
coastal areas of China and the Philippines. There has been a trend of
relocating the Amphetamine factories to inland China or Southeastern Asian
countries since the Chinese government acted aggressively in drug
enforcement in the past two years. In 2002, the MJIB dismantled six
Methamphetamine factories, and in 2001 there were no Methamphetamine
factory be solved, the number indicates that a flow of these factories back to
Taiwan. In 2002, 638.54 kilograms seizures of Methamphetamine came
from Mainland China, 352.68 kilograms seizures of Methamphetamine
were produced in Taiwan region. '

3. Smuggling methods: Methamphetamine was trafficked into Taiwan by
fishing boats, shipping containers, air cargo, postal services (express
delivery), and passengers. Wherein a majority of the seized amount of
smuggled Methamphetamine is dominated by fishing boats and shipping
containers.

5. Major cases related to drug crimes:



(1). In November 2002, the law enforcement agencies cracked a
Methamphetamine factory. 240 kilograms of Methamphetamine, 98
kilograms of semi-finished products, and manufacturing machinery were
seized, and four suspects were arrested.

(2). In August and November 2002, the law enforcement agencies cracked
two cases involving Methamphetamine smuggling by fishing boats. 104
and 31 kilograms of Methamphetamine were seized respectively, and
suspects were arrested.

iii. MDMA

1. Amount of seizure: A total of 126.14 kilograms of MDMA were seized in
2002, which marked a 180% increase compared with the seizure in 2001.
The MJIB seized 80.82 kilograms of MDMA and a factory in 2002, which
amounted to 64% of the total national seizure.

2. Narcotic sources: More than 80% of the MDMA was smuggled from
Europe into Taiwan. In addition, new sources have emerged in Indonesia
and China where the production of MDMA has begun in recent years.

3. Smuggling methods: MDMA was smuggled by passengers, postal packages
and air express delivery.

5. Major cases related to drug crimes:

(1). In October 2002, the law enforcement agencies cracked a case
involving a group dealer selling MDMA in Taiwan. Some 220,000
MDMA were seized, and five suspects involved in this case were
arrested.

(2). In November 2002, the law enforcement agencies solved a case
mvolving selling MDMA smuggled from Japan. 35,850 MDMA were
seized, and five suspects involved in this case were arrested.

iv. Cannabis
1. Amount of seizure: A total of 11 kilograms of Cannabis were seized in 2002,
which marked a 90% decrease compared with the seizure in 2001.
2. Narcotic sources: main sources include China, Thailand, the Netherlands,
and USA.
3. Smuggling methods: Cannabis was smuggled by passengers, postal
packages, etc.

IV. Trends of drug and narcotic related crimes

Based on the ROC law enforcement agencies’ investigative data in recent

years, a majority of domestic narcotics are smuggled by fishing boats and
shipping containers; the rate of narcotics smuggled from the sea areas around
Chinese mainland, North Korea and Vietnam is increasing gradually every year
and reaches 70%. There is an ever increasingly close connection between
cross-border drug traffickers in China, Taiwan and Hong Kong. The current
trends of drug and narcotic related crimes are analyzed as follows:

i

Younger age groups and office workers increasingly involved with
narcotic crimes: in addition to conventional narcotics such as Heroine and

- Amphetamine, teenagers and office workers in Taiwan tended to abuse a

considerable amount of neo-type narcotics.

Increasingly diverse drug smuggling channels: in the past most of the
narcotics were smuggled to Taiwan via Thailand or China. However, drug
traffickers have gradually turned to the sea areas of Burma, Cambodia,
Vietnam and North Korea in recent years.

Amphetamine factories flowing back to Taiwan: Amphetamine factories
have been spreading into countries in Southeast Asia since the Chinese
government has been intensively enforced and aggressively prosecuted
Amphetamine factories from 2000. A great number of Amphetamine factories
in Taitwan were also cracked in 2002.

Dramatic increase of neo-type narcotic smuggling cases: there were
warning signs of drug abuse since the seizure of neo-type narcotics, such as
MDMA, Ketamine and Tramadol, in 2002 multiplied in terms of growth.
High ratio of recidivists: Statistics regarding the number of convicted
narcotic-related offenders and recidivists showed a rise from 15.7% in 1992
to 65.5% in 2002. The ratio of recidivists has topped at 60% in five
consecutive years.

V. Key Points of the ROC Government’s Anti-Drug Efforts and

Measures



i. Strengthening investigation of narcotic-related cases: more intensive and
aggressive investigation will be focused on the sources of supply,
international networks of drug smuggling rings, smuggling channels, and
reprocessing laboratories. To curb drugs smuggled into Taiwan, we shall
access and investigate into drug dealing networks through international
cooperation and information integration and analysis.

ii. Establishing and implementing an integrated anti-drug law enforcement
system: The main laws and regulations in related to drug crimes prevention
are;

A. The statute of Narcotics Hazard Control,

B. Money Laundering Control Act

C. Rules Governing Types of Chemical Precursors & Bulk Materials and
Rules of Registration and Inspection.

D. Rules Governing Controlled Drug Management

E. Organized Crime Prevention Act

F. The Management Rules of Research and Instruments in Medical or
Narcotic Studies

In order to perfect laws related to drug enforcement, the government

announced and implemented an amendment act to Money Laundering

Control Law with a supplement of sharing the confiscated. In addition, acts

such as Investigation by V-Man Law and a supplementary act regarding

controlled delivery to the Bill of Amendment (Draft) to Certain Articles of the

Statute for Narcotics Hazard Control have been drafted and were in the

process of legislation.

iii. Reinforcing the Coast Guard administration: in order to curb drug
smuggling via sea, the ROC government shall improve information services
and sea-based patrols to boost the performance of drug enforcement.

iv. Curbing the inflow of narcotics smuggled from China: we aim to
gradually establish communicative channels with the Chinese government to
exchange drug crime information, and set up the foundation of cooperative
enforcement. The other possibility is enhancing indirect cooperation with
China through international drug enforcement agencies to prevent drugs
smuggled from China to Taiwan.

v. Strengthening the investigation of neo-type emerging narcotics: the ROC
government regards the enforcement of neo-type narcotics, such as MDMA,
FM2, and Ketamine, as one of the most important enforcement issues at this
stage to improve social security. The law enforcement agencies will play
more aggressive roles in discovering and investigating narcotic-related
crimes to prevent the abuse of these drugs.



V1. International Cooperation

In order to prevent international drug smuggling efficiently the law
enforcements continue to establish contact channel with international drug
enforcement agencies, specially the countries which tightly in related with
R.O.C. of drug smuggled crimes, such as; DEA of American, AFP of Australia,
JPA of Japan, NSB of Thailand, NDP of Malaysia, CNB of Singapore, NBP of
Hong Kong. The main cooperation issues will focus on intelligence sharing,
technique exchange and joint investigation.

i. Joint international drug enforcement

1. In March 2002, the Thai drug enforcement agencies informed the MJIB that a
Thai flight passenger was suspected of smuggling narcotics. After a thorough
inspection of the passenger, the MJIB seized 1.46 kilograms of Heroin in the
passenger’s luggage.

2. In September 2002, the Hong Kong customs informed the MJIB that a
Taiwanese flight passenger was suspected of smuggling narcotics. After a
thorough inspection of the passenger, the MJIB seized 406 grams of Heroin
carried by the passenger around his waist and abdomen.

3. In the joint enforcement between the MJIB and Drug Control Div., National
Police Agency, Japan of the Japanese smuggler Mori’s case, the Japanese
police seized 16 kilograms of Heroin at Narita Airport in Japan in 2002. Four
offenders, including Mori, were arrested.

4. The MJIB and the Australia police cooperated in the joint enforcement of drug
smuggling in Hong Kong, Taiwan, and Australia. The Australian police
seized 100 kilograms of Heroin in Sydney in July 2003. Both the ROC and
Australian government released the news about cracking this case.

ii. International Meetings on Drug Enforcement

1. In April 2002, the CIB was invited to attend the 24th Intermnational Asian
Organized Crime Conference in USA. Topics for discussion between the CIB
agents and the criminal and judicial agencies around the world included how
to crack organizational and cross-national crimes.

2. In October 2002, MJIB dispatched its agents to the Seminar on Control of
Drug Offenses 2002 in Japan to discuss drug crimes in the world, particularly
in Southeast Asia.

3.'In July 2002, the Meeting on Sino-Japanese Cooperation in Drug Enforcement
took place in Taipei. Representatives from Taiwan and Japan discussed issues
such as drug crimes, illegal weapons and organizational crimes at the
meeting.

4. In February 2002, a workshop on security management in Kinmen and
Xiamen was held in Taipei. Representatives from China and Taiwan



discussed the possibilities of cooperation in preventing drug smuggling in
Kinmen and Xiamen.
iii. Exchange of Drug Enforcement Techniques

1. In September 2002, the Interchange Association (Japan) Taipei Office invited
MIJIB agents to Japan for a conference on drug enforcement and analysis
technique.

2. In November 2002, the MJIB dispatched agents to Australia for a training
program concerning enforcement agents' management and development, as
invited by the Australian Federal Police College.

3. In August 2002, the MJIB and US DEA held a workshop on professional drug
enforcement in Taipei.

4. The MJIB and US DEA began to cooperate in the drug (Heroin) source
analysis project in 2002.
