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Taiwan tourism ‘roadshow’
arrives in U.S. capital

With the government designating 2004 as “Visit Taiwan Year,” a delegation of
tourism officials, musicians, performers and chefs arrived in Washington D.C. on
Thursday to boost the image of Taiwan as a travel destination for the international
tourist.

Arriving in the U.S. capital, the third stop of a four-city “roadshow,” the
delegation, including the director-general of the government’s tourism bureau Su
Cherng-tyan, aims to convince local media and travel industry executives that Taiwan
is more than just a manufacturing hotspot.

The tourism bureau has adopted the slogan, “Taiwan, Touch Your Heart,” to rival
those put out by other Asian destinations such as Hong Kong and Malaysia, and the
government has set itself a target of doubling the number of foreign tourist arrivals to
Taiwan by 2008. Equi\)alent to an annual increase in arrivals of 12 percent, this goal
will be a “challenge” to achieve, Su cautioned, even though visitor numbers have
already rebounded from a collapse in inbound tourist numbers in the wake of the
SARS outbreak earlier this year.

Meeting with the media on Friday, Director-General Su expressed histhope that
international visitors to Taiwan will be touched by the friendliness and hospitality of
the island’s people. But, “it’s not so easy to be friendly in a way that appeals to the
foreign visitor,” said Su. Still, he is confident that all of Taiwan’s people will pléy a
role and “receive foreign visitors in a friendly way.” The bureau also plans to use the
Taiwanese aboriginal welcome greeting “Naruwan,” in the same way that Hawaii uses
the greeting “Haloha.”

The delegation certainly got off to a promising start in the U.S. capital on
Thursday, with the Han-Tang Yuefu Music Ensemble putting on a performance of
traditional Nankuan music, with accompanying dance by the Liyuan Dance Studio,
for over 2,000 guests celebrating the Republic of China’s “Double Tenth Day” at
Washington’s Grand Hyatt Hotel.

Further treats were in store for the press and members of the U.S. travel industry
on Friday with performances by the Ignite Fire Music Troupe singing a selection of
Taiwanese aboriginal songs, and Taiwanese cuisine cooked up by some of the island’s

most celebrated chefs.
With much of Taiwan’s traditional manufacturing shifting to bases in mainland



China and the island’s economy suffering from record levels of unemployment, the
government would like to see tourism play a greater role in Taiwan’s economy.

The government is putting its money where its mouth is, according to Su, and
has tripled the budget allocated to tourism promotion in the last two years. This
money is being spent on improving basic tourist infrastructure, providing incentives
for private tour and hotel operators to upgrade their facilities and services, and on
providing more English signage and tourist information, noted Su.

In Taiwan visitors can “expect the unexpected,” said Su. “There are no
mountains in Singapore, and we have better Chinese restaurants than Hong Kong,” he
said. Plus, the cultural heritage of Singapore and Hong Kong has been diluted by
colonial rule and destroyed in mainland China by the Communist Party. “If you want
to know the true nature of Chinese culture, come to Taiwan,” he said.

Taiwan’s national carrier China Airlines and Malaysia Airlines are also joining in
the latest promotion, according to Paul Cohen, with the Pacific Asia Travel
Association, offering special deals on flights between the United States and Taiwan.

Taiwan has never been so affordable, compared with travel to Europe or the
Caribbean, stressed Cohen, “you can see a lot more and buy a lot more,” he said.

As well as their current tour to the U.S. cities of San Francisco, Los Angeles,
Washington D.C. and New York, the delegation has already visited Seoul, South
Korea, and plans promotional campaigns in Japan, Hong Kong, Malaysia, Singapore
and the European cities of Amsterdam, Holland, and London, England.
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
