Students may make an appointment for tests and interviews after these documents have been submitted.

Application Time:
Applicants are strongly encouraged to apply as eatly as possible due to full enrollment at some grade

levels. Eligible students may be admitted before the end of third quarter. based on program availability.

Entrance Exams -

1. English, Math and Thai/Chinese tests are given. prior to admission. Admission is dependent on
entrance results.

2. Students whose native language is not English will be given an ESL test to determine their placement.
ESL students are accepted for grade 1-8 only.

3. Students with limited English skills will not be admitted to High School. High School entrance exams
include: English, Math and Chinese.

Placement

1. Placement is based on the number of years of schooling successfully completed by the student, exam
results, and his/her age. TCIS reserves the right, through its administrative and professional staff, to
determine the proper placement for new students. Testing, interviews and review of all pertinent
records are used to ensure that students are placed properly.

2. Final grade placement is determined by the Headmaster.

As a result of a very generous do-
nation from our retiring school board
chairperson, Ms Gina Tai, TCIS staff
in 1ts entirety was able to attend the
EARCOS 2002 Teachers’ Confer-
ence (ETC).

Upon returning from the confer-
ence, the exuberance of all staff mem-
bers compelled the shaiing of infor-
mation. The venue for in<crvicing one
another became the monthly two-hour
WASC meetings.

Various elementary and secondary
staff members presented in teams on
the following topics:

e Linking Science with Children's
Literature, presented at the confer-
ence by Dr. Ken Mechling:

Grade 4 teacher. Ms. Julie

Chankow. and kindergarten teacher,
Ms. Nancy Missiha, presented a dem-
onstration on using children’s litera-
ture with a crafts project to teach sci-
entific concepts to their students.

« Literacy in the Cyber-Age: Com-
posing Ourselves Online, presented at

the conference by Dr. Burniske:

Mr. Eric Stephens. a middle
school math and language arts
teacher, explained to our staff how
using “what” questions shut down
communication and inquiry and that
“\ley‘5questions do the opposite. Also
included was the strategy for teach-
ing the “why” list process to students
so that thé} can develop more mean-
ingful lin% of inquiry for a science
project, -Ehglish or social studies pa-

per, or similar assignments in other
curricular areas.

Overall, our staff was extremely
pleased to have had the opportunity
to attend the three-day conference.
Three of our staff members were also
able to attend the two-day AP English
Literature preconference with ses-
sions led by Mr. Lance Balla, while
seven of our focus group leaders at-
tended the WASC/EARCOS Focus on
Learning Accreditation workshop
presented by Dr. Marilyn George.

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Mr. Chairman, distinguished colleagues, ladies and gentlemen:

It is my great pleasure to be seated with all of you again and to share
some of my very specific experiences about a different aspect of
cooperation between universities in Southeast Asia. Earlier this afternoon,
we had the chance to exchange ideas on Competitive and Cooperative
Strategies of Higher Education as well as Regional Collaboration of
Universities in Southeast Asia. These very important topics are all set in
the environment full of difficulties, challenges, and opportunities
confronting all of us who can help to shape and to build the future of
Southeast Asia by providing a better education to our young generations
across this region. Given the fact that we have to listen to each other and
speak our minds in this very limited time, I can only emphasize on one
very distinctive feature of National Univesity of Kaohsiung, which is
most probably the youngest university among all the institutions

represented here.

When the idea of establishing National University of Kaohsiung was
conceived, we have one important thing in mind, which is to build a
higher education institution to support the Go-South Policy of the R.O.C.
government. And that policy remains, even when the governing political
party changed hands in the year 2000. This policy was to give guidance to -
the local traditional industries, which are thinking of building their
factories in foreign countries where operational costs are relatively low.
Apart from Mainland China where the same language is spoken, the
R.O.C. government has been encouraging our industries to set their eyes
on countries in South East Asia. It is against this background that we
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decided, after thorough consideration and lengthy discussion, to create a
College of Asia-Pacific Affairs. And the first department to be set up
under this College is the Department of Asia-Pacific Industrial and
Business Management. This department is unique in Taiwan, and it is
tailor-made for suiting the needs of co-operation between Taiwan and
South East Asia countries. Since its commencement, talented young
people both from Taiwan and foreign countries have been attracted to
attend this department, including the daughter of the Ambassador from
the Kingdom of Swaziland. In fact, the purpose of setting up this
department is to train those highly skilled managers of Taiwanese
companies doing business in Southeast Asia countries. Hence, the
language in which the courses are conducted here is bilingual. To be
noted, the overseas Chinese students admitted into this department are
treated on the equal footing with the local students. Such way of
education is different from those provided by other universities in Taiwan.
And the purpose of adopting this policy is to facilitate those overseas
Chinese students who received degrees from National University of
Kaohsiung to be recognized by the education authorities of their home
countries as fully qualified university graduates. It is hoped that
Taiwanese businessmen interested in following the Go-South Policy may
take such Department and College as the training base for their
employees and managers of all nationalities. What is more significant,
businessmen from South East Asia planning to cooperate with such
Tawainese counterpart may also find it useful to send their young people
over to Kaohsiung to study all the related courses on business and
industrial management provided by this department. In addition, this
department is on the course to invite, as visiting professors, some eminent
scholars from those esteemed universities from Southeast Asia. Based on
the above, some joint program will be established between this
department and its counter-parts from Southeast Asia universities. Hence,
students from distinguished universities in Southeast Asia will find it not
only useful but also convenient to stay for one or two years in National
University of Kaohsiung and then go back to their home universities to
finish the degree and to have their academic credits earned in National
University of Kaohsiung recognized by their home institutions.
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Coming back to the topic of this Panel, which is “Academic Cooperation
in Southeast Asia”, I find it most appropriate now to outline the emphases
of the teaching and academic research placed by this dcpartment, so as to
prepare the mind of those interested for cooperation between some
esteemed universitites in Southeast Asia as represented here and the
National University of Kaohsiung. There are five fields being identified
as the orientation of the Department of Asia-Pacific Industrial and
Business Management. They are “Regional and Industrial Economic
Analysis”, “Study on Chinese Economic Network”, “Business
Management for Multinational Coporations”, “Technology of Industrial
Management”, and “Information Management”. It is on these fields that
cross-border academic cooperation will be based. And the way to
implement such cooperation is through exchange of students and
professors in all related fields. What is most significant, National
University of Kaohsiung is planning to establish a triangular alliance
among Taiwan-Southeast Asia-Mainland China universities. Such
structure will be able to strengthen the curriculum of the joint program
and to effectively integrate both the teaching/researching resources of

these places and students from these places and beyond.
I sincerely hope to seize this precious opportunity to answer the inquiries

and listen to comments that may come from all our distinguished

colleagues. Thank you for your attention!
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Competitive and Cooperative Strategies of Higher Education in Taiwan
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1. Internationalization of Taiwan’s Colleges and Universities

Up to the year 2002, 44 of Taiwan’s 151 colleges and universities had already
established 89 cooperative relationships with their overseas counterparts in 17 countries.
As a result, the number of foreign students in Taiwan increased recently—from 5440 in the
academic year of 1992 fo 7331 in 2002, according to a survey conducted by the Ministry
of Education (MOE). In fact, because of our MOE’s encouragement policy and program
that began in the academic year of 1998, we now have over 10 thousand Overseas
Chinese (who are not foreigners) studying in Taiwan. Our MOE plans to raise the
enrollment rate of foreign students by 15% and that of Oversea Chinese students by 5%

each year.

So far, international exchange and cooperative programs with colleges and
universities abroad have been limited to visits and sponsoring conferences, symposia or
seminars. To boost the competitiveness of our colleges and universities in today’s
academic world, the MOE subsidized 50 of our colleges and universities last year with
279,353,000 NT dollars. In addition, in its 6-Year development project designed to
encourage colleges and universities to pursue excellence, the MOE has already approved
a subvention of 6.5 billion NT Dollars to 28 applicant schools and an additional 2 billion
to some prestigious universities that should help raise the academic level of our colleges

and universities in basic education.

Obviously, the internationalization of our higher education system has become a
matter of survival, an unalterable trend, especially after Taiwan has entered the WTO in
the year 2002. To ensure the success of internationalization, each university needs an own
required budget to operate and establishes an office to take charge of that operation. A
foundation for international academic exchange and cooperation, with 50% of its budget
funded by the MOE and the rest coming from donations of some universities was set up

last year.

2.Competitive and Cooperative Strategies of Taiwan’s Colleges and Universities in the

World Community



In the past twelve years, Taiwan has gone through a dramatic change in its higher
education. The number of colleges and universities, for example, has increased rapidly.
As a consequence, the quality of higher education has deteriorated. The quality of higher

education has become a matter of great concern to all of us.

According to MOE statistics, there were only 29 colleges and universities in
Taiwan in the year 1986. However, by the year 2003, the total number of colleges and
universities had reached 151, a nearly 5-fold increase in 17 years. As a result, the
admission rate to colleges and universities has jumped from a mere 30% in previous years
to more than 80% now. This popularization of higher education has caused concern
over the quality and competitiveness of our colleges and universities. Moreover, the
financial pressure on colleges and universities, especially on the newly established ones,
has become a matter of course. What makes the situation even worse is that our colleges
and universities now have to compete with their counterparts abroad after Taiwan has

joined the WTO and opened its education market to foreign educational services.

1) Competitive Strategies:

A nation’s productivity is strongly tied to the quality of its education. To maintain
Taiwan’s global competitiveness for generations to come, our colleges and universities
should pursue excellence in both teaching and research. As already mentioned above, the
MOE has already approved a subsidy of 6.5 billion NT Dollars to highly competitive
colleges and universities, especially to the so-called “research universities,” enabling

them to maintain excellent standards.

The increase in the number of universities has brought about a tightening of the
government budget, so the education authorities have begun to encourage mergers
between universities. Universities have also been requested to form strategic partnership
with each other and to share academic resources such as faculty, academic programs,

library, teaching and research facilities in order to enhance their competitiveness.

Although mergers between universities provide an efficient way to allocate
resources, it cannot be the only solution to the financial problems facing universities
today. Despite assurances from the government, depending on government funds as a
single source of finance is dangerous. Universities can seek out other sources of income,

form strategic plans to draw money from outside sources like companies from industries.

A world-class university usually has an outstanding academic performance and
diverse student population. International students and scholars not only raise the academic
standing of the universities; they also bring ideas from different cultures. Campus

diversity is hence promoted. To attract more foreign students and scholars to Taiwan,



Taiwan’s universities have taken steps to create an English-speaking environment by
encouraging students to learn English in certain standard and faculty members to teach in
English.

2) Cooperative Strategies:

International cooperation is even more important than competitiveness. The
strategic step toward international cooperation starts from forming alliances with foreign
universities. Some programs require students to study abroad for a period of time at
bachelor, master or doctor degree’s level and offer joint degrees. Universities promote
international cooperation by actively sending faculty and inviting foreign scholars to the

campus for short-term visits.

As mentioned above, the cooperation among local colleges and universities can
also lead to world-class universities. This can be achieved by sharing facilities, faculty

members, research funding, etc.

In conclusion, universities play a leading role in global competitiveness. Students
are expected to have global views, to be competitive and to achieve success after their

studies.
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
