Redstone Surprise Comes

As recently as last month, Mr. Kar-
mazin said Viacom’s board had consid-
ered whether the company needed to
get into distribution when the AT&T ca-
ble systems and DirecTV were on the
market. “We felt there was really no
reason for our company to own distribu-
tion,” Mr. Karmazin said in an inter-
view at the time.

On Monday, however, Mr. Redstone
said that while Viacom didn’t “need dis-
tribution for defensive purposes,” the
time might come “where we could de-
cide for the future growth of Via-
com we could add more distribution, for
example, cable systems.” Later, asked
by an investor to elaborate, he said noth-
ing was “happening today.”

Mr. Redstone said he wasn’t inter-
ested in buying EchoStar. “I don’t want
to be No. 2,” he said, noting that the
satellite-TV business is now dominated
by News Corp. Chairman Rupert Mur-
doch, who recently bought a controlling
interest in EchoStar’s rival DirecTV.

Inthe absence of its own cable or satel-
lite systems, Viacom finds.itself in tough
negotiations over what it can charge an op-
erator such as EcheStar. This tiff is particu-
larly hostile: EchoStar posted Mr, Kar-
mazin’s home phone number on its Web
site last weekend in response to Viacom’s
running a scroll on its channels telling
viewersthat EchoStar was going totake its
channels away from subscribers. Mean-
while, CBS and Viacom had to set up call
centers to field complaints, and they have
been suggesting to callers that they con-
sider subscribing to DirecTV or their local
cable operator. :

If the dispute isn’t resolved soon, Echo-
Star could face defections. Dish subscriber
Robert Pepe of Old Bridge, N.J., says he is
prepared to jump ship. “If they don’t fix
this, I will go to DirecTV,” he said, adding
that while he can get by without CBS, his
kids can't live without Nickelodeon.

Four years ago, Time Warner Inc.

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FCC Overturns Staffon Bono P'r(;f.amty

Amid an election-year attempt to sani-
tize the nation’s airwaves, the Federal
Communications Commission overturned
its own staff, and precedent, and ruled
rock singer Bono was indecent and pro-
fane when he used the phrase “f—ing
brilliant” at last year’s televised Golden
Globe Awards.

The agency also fined radio shock
jock Howard Stern $27,500 for a show
aired on a Detroit radio station.
Mr. Stern works for Infinity Broadcast-
ing, a unit of Viacom Inc. Another Infin-

ited. Mr. Copps, who has been outspoken

The FCC's new ruling on NBC comes
amid intense political and public pres-
sure and criticism of David Solomon,
chief of the FCC's Enforcement Bureau,
for an earlier ruling that Bono's exclama-
tion wasn't indecent in the context in
which it was used. The FCC stopped
ghort of fining Bono or General Electric
Co.'s NBC network and affiliates, which
aired the Golden Globes show.

rise, in part because the FCC has made it
easier to file them. The agency says
530,885 complaints have been filed in 2004,
all but 57 related to singer Janet Jackson’s
breast-baring during the Super Bowl. Last
year, the commission received 240,350 com-
plaints about 318 different radioor TV pro-
grams, compared with just 346 in 2002
stemming from 152 shows.

Efforts to crack down on racier pro-
gramming tend to be cyclical, often coin-
ciding with major elections or politically
or economically unsettled times. This
year, both the House of Representatives
and the Senate have held numerous hear-
ings on the matter and are in the midst of
passing legislation that would increase
the maximum indecency fine to $500,000
for each violation, up from $27,500 now,
among other things. The White House has
signaled its support of such measures.

Federal broadcast-indecency laws
ban discussion of sexual or excretory or-
gans and activities or other patently of-
fensive material from the hours of 6 a.m.
to 10 p.m., when children are more likely
to hear. The laws don't apply to cable TV
or satellite radio.

Even without the new legislation, the
FCC has boosted the dollar amount of
fines by beginning to assess $27,500 for
each indecent utterance and for each
station on which it was aired. In the
past six months alone, the FCC has lev-
ied more than $1.55 million in fines, $1
million of those against Clear Channel.
