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Introduction:

The Manila ACC Training Program provides a standardized program of instruction for each ATC trainee from entrance on duty, until certification for rating.

Training Objective:

At the end of the training, the controller will be able to control en route aircraft within the Manila ACC area of responsibility through procedural and through the aid of radar.

Qualification Standard:

Trainee must be currently assigned at the Manila ACC and must possess a current ATC license.

Overview

The Training Program consists of 2  parts, 

PART I   
Procedural Area Control Rating -  consists of 2 phases, the Theoretical Phase and the Practical Phase, and should be completed within a minimum of 48 weeks. 

PART II
En Route Radar Control Rating  consists of 2 phases as well (Theoretical Phase and Practical Phase) and should be completed within a minimum of 16 weeks.

Evaluation

Assessment of student assimilation shall be based on Criterion Tests, Practical Examinations, Supervisor’s check-out/interviews.
