THE NEXT meeting OF THE COUNCIL FOR TRIPS WILL BE HELD IN THE CENTRE WILLIAM RAPPARD on 25-26 October 2005.  the meeting will START AT 3 p.m. on tuesday, 25 OCTOBER.  given the need to enable members to focus on those agenda items more particularly related to the forthcoming hong kong ministerial conference, it is suggested that other items be taken up to the extent available time permits.  it is the chair's intention that discussions in the formal session be completed in two half‑day sessions.

3. any member wishing an additional item to be placed on the agenda is invited to inform the secretariat of this sufficiently in advance so that a revised airgram can be issued ten calendar days prior to the meeting.
