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Background: 

A new role of the Legal Metrology has been sought among international activities in order to achieve metrological controls on distributions of goods and information across borders. The word ‘Traceability’ has been acquiring a symbolic position in the global mutual recognition of testing data as one of the important bases of the metrological confidence. In this aspect, legal metrology is a supplier of measurement confidences to the market, and also legal metrology is a customer of measurement traceability to the scientific measurement standards. We, as metrologists, have to establish a good linkage between legal metrology and scientific standards so as to fulfill the new task in the global market. Actually substantial actions are needed in the field measurements that include even industrial measurements as well as national measurement standards for legal purposes because traceability may possibly be delivered from private sectors as well. 

Working plan:

1. To clarify demands from legal metrology to scientific metrology. What kinds of ‘Traceability’ are sought for Legal Metrology?

2. To make surveys technological problems in each metrological fields. 

3. To distribute information among member economies concerning actual models of how to achieve Traceability for certain case of measurements. 

2006/2007 Working plan: 

1. To make a survey among the APLMF member economies concerning actual ‘traceability’ situation in each legal metrology fields.

2. To make a report of the survey results, and deliver to the member economies.
