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貳、會議地點：法國巴黎
參、與會人員：趙榮台研究員兼副所長
肆、會議目的及過程：

七月二日（星期一）
早上舉行開幕式並通過工作安排，丹麥的Prip先生擔任主席並稱本次會議將著重在：一、檢討生態系做法 (Ecosystem Approach, EA)的應用情形；二、氣候變遷和生物多樣性保育的鏈結；三、2010靶標的作業情形，例如透過全球植物保育等行動在達成目標上的進展。他強調SBSTTA 12的角色，即在於將政策設立加速轉型為改善執行力。

大會通過議程和工作內容，推舉Turkmenistan 的Shirin Karriyeva為Rapporteur;分別推舉格瑞那達的Linus Spenur Thomas和澳洲的Annemarie Watt為第一工作小組和第二工作小組的主席；並推舉泰國的Chaweewan Hutacharern和丹麥的Christian Prip為全體大會的共同主席。

Prip主席首先報告如何改善科諮會議的科技討論，他特別強調科諮機構應加強在科學社群、政府和相關組織間贏得更廣泛的肯定，並認為應強化與氣候變遷和其他生物多樣性議題的合作。接著全體委員會聆聽了從上次科諮會議(SBSTTA 11)以來的相關會議報告，討論新浮現的｢生物燃料｣議題，並檢討｢生態系做法的應用情形｣。在新議題上，生物燃料 (biofuel)浮現枱面。主席指出Burean決定詳細討論液體生物燃料的生產和生物多樣性的關係。許多國家的代表紛紛就此發言，有些國家認為目前並無充分的知識瞭解生物燃料生產究竟是否會影響生物多樣性，另一些國家認為應依預先防範原則仔細評估其影響，而生產生物燃料的國家（例如巴西）則認為生物燃料的優點勝過其缺點，生物燃料的生產不會導致毀林，但會減輕溫室效應，並解除貧窮。此一議題引起激烈討論。讓人無從預測大會可能的結論，有人認為CBD不應在此一議題上打轉，應該儘量避與現有貿易規範重複努力。之後巴西等國強烈主張新議題應該經過一定的程序和廣泛的諮商才能將新議題提到SBSTTA和COP的議程中，最後大會通過了一個提出新議題的程序和條件建議（詳見UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/12/L.7），提交下次大會COP9討論。
七月三日（星期二）
全體委員會花了一整天討論｢深入檢討生態系做法的應用情形｣和｢全球植物保育策略的執行情形｣兩案。早上10時至下午1時繼續討論昨日未盡的生態系做法。之後有三個GSPC的報告，FAO的Linde Collette首先提出GSPC進展最少的是靶標2（初評所有已知植物的保育現況）、靶標4（至少有效保育全球10%的各個生態地區）、靶標7（全球就地保育60%的受威脅植物），她建議應該加強GSPC聯絡人和其他部門間的聯繫，並加強能力建設。

屯特大學（University of Twente）的Jon Lovett提出是否需要新的GSPC靶標(target)氣候變遷等新出現的問題，影響了植物多樣性。他提到Gran Canaria DeclarationⅡ、IPCC 4th Assessment Report與靶標5（重要植物地區）、靶標6（受威脅物種）的關係，並指出5個熱點的氮沈降量 (nitrogen deposition)顯著增加，而全球的氮loading也日益升高，因此建議兩個新的靶標，即靶標17：氣候變遷及靶標18：氮沈降量 (nitrogen loading)。UNEP世界保育監測中心 (UNEP-WCMC)的Neville Ash以收集了量化的資料評估GSPC的執行狀況。量測進度是為了政策和管理的需要，因此必需設定靶標和指標來衡量進度。部分GSPC的靶標和2010次靶標可做比較。開發指標有賴資料（例如物種的現況、紅皮書清單以及指數Sampled Redlist Index他認為可以用現有的工具（例如評估、案例和資料庫）做為追蹤進度的指標 (詳www.plants2010.org)。
七月四日（星期三）
早上全體委員會討論｢深入檢討生態系做法的應用情形｣和｢全球植物保育策略的執行情形｣兩案。下午第一工作小組討論｢千僖年生態系評估｣和｢全球生物多樣性展望｣兩案。第二工作小組則討論了｢生物多樣性與全球變遷｣、｢乾旱和半溼潤土地｣兩案。
七月五日（星期四）
早上全體委員會討論｢深入檢討生態系做法的應用情形｣和｢生物燃料｣兩案的建議草案。下午第一工作小組討論｢千僖年生態系評估｣和｢全球生物多樣性展望｣的檢討，第二工作小組討論｢生物多樣性與氣候變遷｣、｢乾旱和半溼潤土地｣兩案，討論延續至傍晚。
七月六日（星期五）
早上第二工作小組針對｢乾旱和半溼潤土地｣、｢生物多樣性氣候變遷｣的建議草案進行討論。另一個聯絡小組 (contact group)則討論了｢生物燃料｣的建議草案。下午開大會，並通過了SBSTTA 12議程的八項建議案，送交《生物多樣性公約》第九屆締約國大會審議。
本次科學專家會議設有壁報展，壁報展的主題是在「氣候變遷下浮現的生物多樣性保育議題」。此一主題指出「生物多樣性」和「氣候變遷」彼此密切的相關性，例如氣候變遷下的全球暖化、海平面升高、雪和冰帽的消失、極端氣候事件的頻率和強度增加等都會改變棲地，從而影響生物多樣性。另一方面，任何保育的行動和永續使用生物多樣性的行動都能提高生態系因應氣候變遷的彈性，並降低氣候變遷的影響。換言之，生物多樣性在減輕氣候變遷的影響和調適氣候變遷上，舉足輕重。

此次的壁報展分為四大部分。第一部分討論「氣候變遷對生物多樣性的影響」，有20篇報告；第二部分討論「利用生物多樣性調適氣候變遷」，有8篇報告；第三部分討論「避免毀林、土地利用、土地利用改變和林業 (Land use, Land use change and Forestry, LULUCF)」，有6篇報告；第四部分討論「生物多樣性對減輕氣候變遷影響的貢獻」，有5篇報告。這39篇報告中，許多都頗有見地，其研究方向是長期生態研究的好題材。
此外，本次大會還有訓練課程以及許多小型聚會 (side event)。一如過去，這些小型會議都是中午休息或傍晚大會結束後舉行。本次大會有41個小型聚會（詳附件），本人參加其中5個，獲益良多，例如七月三日「深入檢討入侵物種」的小型聚會中，公約秘書處提到國際動員的困難，但仍有部分國家積極處理入侵種的問題。帛琉 (Palau)的代表上台報告時指出，他本人最早開始研究農業雜草，2001年開始成立臨時工作小組，處理入侵種。2004年銜總統之命成立國家級入侵種委員會。他公開表示台灣資助帛琉的入侵種委員會10萬美金，帛琉代表在國際場合表彰台灣在協助該國防治入侵種的貢獻，固然令人感動，反觀我國的入侵種管理竟然沒有國家級的委員會，實在汗顏。此外，透過此次會議得知新成立的IMOSEB (International Mechanism of Scientific Expertise on Biodiversity)，這是個尋求生物多樣性專家諮詢的機制，它已經進行過歐洲、非洲和北美洲等三大洲的諮商，即將進行亞洲的諮商，我在前一天IUFRO的小型會議結束後正好碰到該機制的執行秘書Didier Babin (Didier, babin@gis-itb.org)，他表示希望我們能夠主動與他聯繫，參與諮商過程。
伍、參訪活動：無。
陸、心得與建議事項：

1. 本次會議就一、生態系做法的應用 (Application of the ecosystem approach)；二、深入檢討「全球植物保育策略的執行情形」；三、千僖年生態系評估的啟示和發現；四、從編輯「全球生物多樣性展望」第二版的過程中所得到的經驗；五、「全球氣候變遷」和「生物多樣性」彼此支援行動的整合建議；六、在「乾旱和半溼潤土地」加強評估2010生物多樣性靶標的指導原則；七、生物多樣性與生質燃料生產；八、確認、考量新浮現議題的過程等達成8項決議，這些決議將送交下一次《生物多樣性公約》締約方大會審議。

2. 本次會議亦通過「科學、技術和工藝諮詢附屬機構第13次會議」於2008年2月於羅馬的世界糧農組織 (FAO)舉行。議程和工作包括深入審查農業生物多樣性和森林生物多樣性的執行情況；防止和減輕某些活動對特定海底生境的影響，以及海洋保護區的生態標準和生物地理分類系統；外來侵入物種國際標準協商進展；濕地保護區指定標準的最新發展，精簡生物多樣性公約與公約濕地間的工作和統一國家報告架構；保育及永續利用生物多樣性的新問題。

3. 持續追蹤《生物多樣性公約》的發展，包括科諮機構會議的討論議題，將新的概念、做法納入國家永續發展的策略執行。
4. 本次會議檢討了｢生態系做法｣的應用，結果顯示生態系做法並未有系統地應用在減少生物多樣性的喪失上，然而全球各地均有生態系做法的成功案例。在台灣，僅有林業部門應用｢生態系做法｣（即｢生態系經營｣），其他部門（例如農業、漁業、水資源管理）對「生態系做法」完全沒有碰觸，相較於亞洲中南美及非洲一些開發中國家，我國在這方面的進展已屬落後。建議相關部會挑選一或數個計畫，試行｢生態系做法｣，並組成委員會追蹤試行進度，檢討得失，以達成2010靶標。
5. 農委會林務局已將｢全球生物多樣性展望｣第二版的摘要翻譯完畢，建議透過此一翻譯發展出更多的宣導資訊，將生物多樣性相關資料、現況、趨勢以及其保育及永續使用的進展納入環境及開發教育，以徹底減緩生物多樣性消失的速率。
6. ｢全球變遷｣和｢生物多樣性｣已然成為全球最重要的兩個環境議題，兩者的互動在可見的未來會受到更大的注視。｢全球變遷｣對｢生物多樣性｣的正面或負面影響、影響的程度及結果；生物多樣性對消弭全球暖化的貢獻，我們的瞭解和知識都相當有限，因此應該加速科學研究，此外，上述兩者的互動需要長期的研究與監測才能明白，故與｢長期生態研究｣息息相關。建議國科會、經濟部、農委會、內政部、環保署加強鼓勵此一領域的科技、社會、經濟研究發展，其他相關管理部門則可透過｢生態系做法｣、｢調適性經營 (adaptive management)｣的過程累積知識。
7. ｢千年生態系評估｣已在全球各地產生影響，國人對此評估卻頗陌生，建議相關單位收集該評估的重要數據、評論、結果、建議，納入生物多樣性行動方案。
8. ｢生質能源｣在近年成為舉世注目的替代能源。不過，其對｢生物多樣性｣的功過尚無定論，各國都在收集相關資料，我國亦當如此，建議國科會及相關部會鼓勵此一領域的研究，同時評估其對環境的正面和負面影響。

In recent months, it has become increasingly acceptable to talk about geo-engineering as a legitimate response to climate change. Geo-engineering refers to the intentional, large-scale manipulation of the environment by humans to bring about environmental change, particularly to counteract the undesired side-effects of other human activities. In August 2006 a Nobel-prize winning scientist at the Max-Planck-Institute for Chemistry, Paul Crutzen, called for active research into the use of “sub-micrometer”-sized sulfate-based aerosols to reflect sunlight in the stratosphere in order to cool the earth. In April 2007 Richard Branson and Al Gore refueled interest in geo-engineering with the announcement of a $25 million global science and technology prize to encourage a viable technology to remove greenhouse gases. At least 9 national governments and the EU have supported experiments to spread iron particles on the ocean surface to nurture plankton and sequester carbon dioxide. One commercial carbon trading company will begin iron fertilization in the ocean near Galapagos in May 2007. This side-event will examine current geo-engineering proposals and their implications for biodiversity, particularly in the global South.

This harmonization has only just begun, and must form the main thrust of what happens next in the evolution of the Ecosystem Approach.

The governments of Europe have committed to delivering the sixteen targets of the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation (GSPC) by 2010. The European Plant Conservation Strategy (EPCS) was developed in 2001 by the Planta Europa network and Council of Europe as a regional response to the GSPC, and is due for completion in 2007. The implementation of the EPCS has been reviewed in preparation for the Fifth Planta Europe Conference to be held in Romania in September 2007, where a new strategy will be developed to facilitate the continued implementation of the GSPC up to and beyond 2010. This side event will be used to celebrate the successes of the EPCS and highlight the key issues identified in the review process that will need to be addressed in the new strategy to ensure more effective and comprehensive implementation of the GSPC at national and European levels. These include the need for a new EPCS but with fewer targets that are more aligned with the GSPC targets, the inclusion of more actions on climate change, ecological corridors, the ecosystem approach and sustainable management, and clearer information on national implementation strategies. The review has also illustrated the urgent need for an effective on-line clearing house mechanism to report and monitor progress with target and highlight good practice or methodologies.

Despite the fact that Parties re-affirmed and strengthened the CBD’s moratorium on GURTs in 2006, public and private sector researchers are expanding and refining research on a new generation of “suicide seed” technologies. Current research is being undertaken for the purpose of biological containment – to prevent transgenes in GM plants from spreading. The same research is simultaneously advancing genetic seed sterilization. Researchers are now developing “reversible transgenic sterility” – GURTs that will allow the farmer or breeder to restore the seed’s fertility by applying an external chemical inducer. Other new GURT technologies are designed to excise transgenes from a GM plant at a specific time in the plant’s development, or to kill a plant with “conditionally lethal” genes. This side-event will examine research on “dual-use” GURT technologies that are being developed for biocontainment of GM crops and trees. Will the new generation of Terminator technologies function for the purpose of biocontainment? What impact on biological diversity, smallholder farmers and the CBD’s programme of work on GURTs?
