IDNC WORKING GROUP MEETING

The IDNC WG was tasked by the ICANN Board to develop and report on feasible methods to introduce a limited number of non-contentious IDN ccTLDs, associated with the ISO 3166-1 two-letter codes, to meet near term demand, while the overall policy is being developed. The IDNC WG has developed a draft methodology for the fast track process which recommends a three-stage methodology comprising:  preparing to enter the fast track which includes identifying script and language; due diligence; and delegation process.  This meeting of the IDNC WG will discuss the latest iteration of the draft paper scheduled to be published before Paris.

 Discussion of the   fast TRACK MODALITIES 

The fast track modalities for IDN ccTLDs came up during the Los Angeles meeting in October, 2007. This envisages to develop and examine the feasibility of introducing in a timely manner and in a manner that ensures the continued security and stability of the Internet, of a limited number of non-contentious IDN ccTLDs, associated with the ISO 3166-1 two-letter codes.  An IDNC Working Group constituted with Members from ccNSO, GNSO, GAC, ALAC and SSAC. On Feb 1, 2008, the IDNC WG posted a discussion draft of the initial report for public comment. In developing feasible methods the working group was required to take into account and be guided by the overarching requirements of stability and security; IDNA protocols and IDN guidelines; input of the technical community in respect to implementation of IDNs; and current practices for the delegation of ccTLDs.

DISCUSSION ON JOINT PROJECT AGREEMENT (JPA) MID TERM REVIEW ASSESSMENT AND POST JPA ARRANGEMENT.

 The Joint Project Agreement (JPA) is a continuation of a series of agreements between the Department of Commerce of United State of America and ICANN to facilitate the transition of the technical coordination of the management functions related to the Internet domain name and addressing system (DNS) to the private sector.  The National Telecommunications and Information Administration (NTIA), on behalf of the Department of Commerce, recently conducted a mid-term review of the Department’s Joint Project Agreement (JPA) with the ICANN. Although views during the midterm review represent diverse perspectives, there was general consensus on the need to preserve the security and stability of the DNS and the recognition that ICANN is the appropriate technical coordinator of the Internet DNS.  ICANN has made significant progress in several key areas, but most participants agree that important work remains to increase institutional confidence through implementing effective processes that will enable: long term stability; accountability; responsiveness; continued private sector leadership, stakeholder participation; increased contract compliance; and enhanced competition.  It is important to note that the Internet Assigned Numbers Authority (IANA) functions contract was not part of the JPA mid-term review. GAC intends to discuss the present JPA MTR assessment and future arrangements for the technical coordination of Internet resources.
