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Constitution and By-Laws

As amended on 10 July, 1978 at the 2" World Safety and Accident Prevention Congress, Singapore;
and on 11 September, 1989, at the WSO Regional Conference for the Americas, Warrensburg, Missouri, USA;
and on September 15, 1991, at the WSO Regional Conference for Americas, Houston, Texas, USA;
and on October 22, 2000, at the WSO Conference in Waco, Texas, USA.

World Safety Organization

Article 1 - Name

The name of this organization shall be the WORLD SAFETY
ORGANIZATION (WSO).

Article II - Purpose

The purpose of the WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION is to
internationalize the safety and accident prevention movement
and spread as widely as possible throughout the world the
benefits of practices, skills, arts and technologies of safety and
accident prevention and further implement the objectives of this
Constitution and by-laws. Protection of people, resources,
environment and property will be the major thrust of all WSO
activities and programs.

Article 111 - Address

The official Headquarters of the WORLD SAFETY
ORGANIZATION will be in the United States of
America. The physical address of the WORLD
SAFETY ORGANIZATION (WSO) is the United
States of America will be at 106 W Young Avenue
Suite G, Warrensburg, Missouri, USA; the mailing
address will be PO Box 518, Warrensburg,
Missouri 64093, USA.

All listings in informational literature of the
WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION will include
the original founding of the WSO was in the
Philippines Islands in 1975, following the First
World Safety and Accident Prevention Congress.

Article IV - General and Specific Activities

Section 1. General. The general activities of the WORLD
SAFETY ORGANIZATION are those necessary to
carry on its purpose as stated in Article Il above.

Section 2. The Specific activities of the WSO are as follows:

Item a: Establish offices, procure and provide
personnel and facilities to evaluate, correlate and
disseminate all technological, practical and
theoretical expertise for all nations of the world to
share for development and implementation of
procedures and programs for the protection of
people, resources, environment and property.

Item b: Encourage all nations of the world to found
and develop professional safety organizations
where none exist. To provide incentives and
support to professional safety organization
currently in existence. To encourage nations
having highly skilled professional safety
organizations to share their expertise with other
nations needing aid and assistance.

Item c: To conduct safety and accident prevention
congresses on local, regional, national and
international basis as often as possible, and to
provide results of the same to all nations of the
world and to the United Nations.

Item d: To promote all aspects of professionalism
and expertise in the safety and accident prevention
professionals and their associated disciplines in
areas of professional certification, continuing
education, and other areas necessary to maintain
acceptable levels of professional expertise.

Item e: To coordinate various functions, activities,
operations and related works with other
international bodies and organizations.

Item f: To implement the objectives of the WSO as
stated above in Articles I - IV, and to implement
and support such other actions as are necessary for
protection people, resources, environment and
property.

Article V - Membership

Membership in the WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION is
open to all individuals and agencies/entities that are involved in
the safety and accident prevention movement to protect people,
resources, environment and property, irrespective of race, color,
creed, ideology, religion, social status, sex, or political beliefs.

Section 1. Memberships are classified as follows:

a. Original Incorporating Members
b. Affiliate Members

c. Lifetime Members

d. Institutional Members

e. Sustaining Members

f. Associate Members

g- Honorary Members
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Section 2.

Section 3. Brief definitions ofthemembership classifications:

a. Original Incorporating  Members - those
individuals who signed as members when the
Articles of Incorporation and the Constitution and
by-laws of the WSO had been promulgated and
submitted for registration.

b. Affiliate Members - safety, security, public
health, hazard, risk, loss and accident prevention
professionals performing full time activities in
these ficlds. Affiliate members are those persons
who are or have been ful time practitioners in the
above mentioned fields.

c. Lifetime Members - members who have paid the
necessary lifetime membership fee for continuing
participation in WSO activities.

d. Institutional Members - organizations,
corporations, offices, entities, agencies and other
bodies directly or not directly involved or connected
in safety activities, hazards, risks, loss prevention
and other related matters, which are interested in
these fields or activities.

e. Sustaining Members - Individuals, companies,
corporations, organizations or other entities who
contribute at least a $1000 per year to the
operations of the WSO.

f. Associate Members - individuals connected with
the safety and accident prevention movement in
their work or who are interested in safety
(including students, interested citizens and other
adults).

8. Honorary Members - honorary membership
shall be awarded after the necessary research and
studies on the qualifications of those concerned.

Article VI - Council of Advisors

The Council of Advisors shall be composed of professional
individuals with the expertise in safety and accident prevention
and associated disciplines on national and international levels.
This council of advisors shall serve as an advisory and resource
group for all activities of the WORLD SAFETY
ORGANIZATION. All past presidents of the WSO will become
Members of the Council of Advisors at the end of their term of
the office. Persons serving on the Council of Advisors will
serve at the director of the Executive Action committee,
confirmed by the WSO Board of Directors.

Article VII - Board of Directors/Ofﬁcers/Executive Action
Committee

The Board of Directors, Officers, and the Executive Action
Committee of the WSO shall some from the general
membership and shall serve for aterm of two (2) years. (Ifre-
elected they may serve no m ore then three (3) consecutive item).

Section 1. Item a. The Board of Directors shall be composed
of not less than twenty-one (21) members. The
Board of Directors shall elect from thejr own
members the individuals to hold offices on the

Board.

Item b: The Executive Action Committee shall he
composed of the President-Director General, the
Vice President»Deputy Director General, the Chief
Executive Officer and the Immediate Past
President-Director General of the WSO.

Section 2. The Executive Action Committee shal] appoint,
from the members of the WSO, individuals to serve
in specific capacities or positions as needed. These
designees will also continue to serve as general
members of the WSO Board of Directors along
with the remaining members of the Board, who

have not been assigned specific duties of positions.

Article VIII -
Officers/Directors:

Duties and Responsibilities of

The functions, duties and responsibilities started in brief
generalized forms are hereby enumerated:

Executive Action Committee:

a. To aid and assist in effecting more rapid action
and response to all segments and elements of the
WSO, the Executive Action Committee shal] be
composed of the current Presiden t-Director General
WSO, the Vice Presi, dent-Deputy Director General,
the Chief Executive Officer of the WSO World
Management Center, and the immediate Past
President-Director General (WSO). In the event
one of the individuals is unable or unwilling to
serve on the Executive Action Committee, the
President - Director General under powers granted
by Article VII, Section 2., Subsection a.,
Pparagraph 2 may appoint a member of the WSO
Board of Directors to fulfill the vacant position
until normal attrition and movement of officers of
the WSO fills the position.

b. It will be the responsibility of the Executive
Action Committee to provide expeditious and
ongoing guidance and assistance to al] segments
and elements of the WSO through the staff and
facilities of the World Management Center of the
WSO.
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¢. When decisions or actions on the WSO policies,
programs, appointments and other major
operational and administrative matters are required
between meetings of the WSO Board of Directors;
the Executive Action Committee shall have the
authority to take such actions on behalf of the WSO
Board, provided a quorum of % (75%) agrees to
such actions. In the event of a split decision/vote
(50%/50%), the vote of the current President
Director General will be accepted as the deciding
actor.

d. When needed policy making or other important
decisions or actions of the Executive Action
Committee shall be ratified, changed or canceled at
he first official Board of Directors meeting
ollowing any of the above cited actions.

e. It shall be the responsibility of the Members of
he Executive Action Committee to hold uppermost
in their minds, the actions and decisions; the good
name, well being and professional
status/functioning of the WSO without regard to
personal prejudice, gain or thought of remuneration
of any kind.

Section 2. Principal Officers

Provides effective and productive leadership for
WSO in its worldwide activities.

Performs all functions and responsibilities normally
endowed to the position of designating and
establishing worldwide committees and divisions,
commissions and interim officers of the WSO.

Directs the implementation of all policies and
coordinates projects of the WSO with all the
Executive Vice President-Regional Directors.

Conducts regular communications and coordination
meetings with the officers and officials of the
WSO.

Presides at international meetings and congresses
of world-wide significance and scope.

b. Deputy President-Deputy Director General

Assumes the worldwide position of number two
person in the WSO Takes over the presidency in
cases of incapacity or disability of the President-
Director General and sees to it that all policies of
the WSO are properly executed and implemented

Assists the President in all matters pertaining to the
latter’s responsibilities and functions.

Performs other functions and responsibilities as
may be delegated by the President from time to
time.

Article X -

For the purpose of electing future Board of
Directors, all original incorporating members,
institutional members and affiliate members are
entitled to cast their votes either in person or by
mail as follows:

a. Original incorporating members - one (1) vote
each

b. Institutional members - one (1) vote cast by duly
appointed representative

c. Affiliate members - one (1) vote each

The General Membership shall meet, whenever
possible, at least once in two years at places
designated by the board of Directors. These
meetings shall, as much as possible, be in
conjunction and meetings or conferences on safety
and accident prevention.

A special general membership meeting may be
called by two thirds (%s) of the Board of Directors
or by request of 51% of the WSO voting members
expressed in writing.

The Board of Directors will meet, if possible, two
(2) times a year, but not less than once a year.

For a WSO Board of Directors meeting, one forth
(V) of the Board of Directors constitutes a quorum.
Less than the quorum of the Board of Directors
actually and physically present may be considered
constituting a quorum provided those Board
Members present are equipped by sufficient number
of proxies to conduct business and provided further
that the Board members present unanimously adopt
to waive the quorum.

Onethird (¥5) of the general membership constitute
a quorum provided, however, that those members
physically present are equipped to proxies of at
least 51% of the qualified voting members to
transact and approve business for those absent.

The Agenda of all Board Meeting shall be sent to
each and every director and officer at least sixty
(60) days before the date of the meeting and shall
contain the specific items of business where the
necessary actions of the Board are indicated. The
proxy of the director or officer may then be
returned immediately by mail or fax to the WSO
Secretariat in case he or she cannot attend such
meetings.

Ownership of Property and Funds

The WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION shall have exclusive
ownership of all properties and funds which accrue to it, either
through purchase, donation or solicitation. Disposal of such
properties and funds shall be disposed of in accordance and

Amendments

The Constitution and By-Laws of the WORLD SAFETY
ORGANIZATION may be amended in the following manner:

The Constitution and By-Laws of the WORLD
SAFETY ORGANIZATION Board of Directors,
which has the required quorum/proxies, etc.

A petition bearing signatures of a minimum of 10%
of the general membership shall be submitted to the
WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION Board of
Directors along with the proposed amendment.
The Board of Directors must then vote to accept or
reject the amendment after consideration of the
proposed amendment for not less than 60 days or
more than 120 days from the date of submission.

Any individual who is a member of the WORLD
SAFETY ORGANIZATION may submit to any
member of the Board of Directors of the WORLD
SAFETY ORGANIZATION a suggested
amendment to the Constitution or By-Laws of the
WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION. The
member of the Board of Directors to whom the
amendment is submitted must then forward the

suggested amendment to the Chief Executive
Officer of the WORLD SAFETY
ORGANIZATION who will then forward copies of
the suggested amendment to all members of the
WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION Board of
Directors for consideration and comment. If
members of the WORLD SAFETY
ORGANIZATION Board of Directors has decided
that the amendment does not Wwarrant consideration
then the suggested amendment will be returned to
the originator without action. In the event the
originator of the suggested amendment decides the
suggested amendment still warrants action that
person may collect a petition of 10% of the
WORLD SAFETY ORGANIZATION general
membership and the suggested amendment then
becomes a proposed amendment and action under
Section 2 above is required.

Any Amendments to be considered by the WORLD
SAFETY ORGANIZATION Board of Directors at
a scheduled board meeting must be in the hands of
the members of the WORLD SAFETY
ORGANIZATION Board of Directors at least 60
days prior to the scheduled board meeting.
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
