Chemical Safety Services

   TAIWAN Office plays a major role in amendment and promotion of the globally harmonized system of classification and labeling of chemicals (GHS), and UN Strategic Approach to International Chemical Management (SAICM) in Taiwan. A national GHS inquiry center, with the support from the Council of Labor Affairs (CLA), was set up to provide services to industry. 
High-tech Safety Services

   TAIWAN Office’s performance-based design of smoke control systems, aimed at reducing smoke damage and extending the precious emergency evacuation time limits, are adopted by many newly constructed clean rooms of 12’’ semiconductor, 7G TFT-LCD and solar cell factories. And many of them have adopted the technique developed by TAIWAN Office in performing the mandatory process safety analysis requirement of Article 26 of the Labor Inspection Law.
