First of all, I’d like to thank Director General Battistelli for
inviting us to beautiful Dijon and arranging this stay for us. This
is my first-ever visit to France and first foreign trip since
becoming TIPO’s Director General last year. Taiwan and France
are separated by over 10,000 kilometres, two points that look
quite vast on a map, but we have overcome this distance to stand
here together at the same point today, ready to begin a new page
in our working relationship.

With the rise of knowledge economy, intangible
intellectual property rights have replaced traditional capital to
become vital resources for corporate business management and
economic development of countries in the world. Taiwan
nationals now rank third in the number of obtained patent rights
by foreigners in the United States, trailing only Japan and
Germany. In 2007, Taiwan ranked eighth among non-EU

~nations in the number of patent applications and patents granted

from the EPO. Taiwan ranked 17th worldwide in the number of
design applications and 18th worldwide in the number of
registered trademarks from the OHIM. Last year French
nationals sent our office 378 applications for invention patents,
79 for design patents and 617 for trademarks. This ranks France
eighth in total cases submitted to TIPO. ‘

Industrial boom in recent years has br,dught about
unprecedehted growth in patent and trademark applications in




[image: image4.png]Taiwan. TIPO received over seventy thousand patent
applications last year alone and an average of sixty thousand
trademark applications a year. We not only endeavor to upgrade
examination quality and reduced processing time, but are also
active in establishing international networks with major IP
offices in the world. Currently, we have established examiners
training networks with EPO, OHIM, USPTO and JPO.

Among EU’s national IP offices, the INPI was the first to
sign an MOU with TIPO in 2004. I can report to you now that
before arriving in France, I met with Director General Cervino
of the Spanish Patent and Trademark Office to sign a
cooperative MOU between TIPO and SPTO on Septembef 3.
This agreement was signed using the working format of the
MOU previously signed by TIPO and INPIL

These MOU agreements not only strengthen cooperation
between our offices, but also help improve patent and trademark
applications between our two countries, which in turn helps
promote trade and investment.

According to conclusion of our last INPI-TIPO meeting, we have
completed the following activities:
Officials from INPI and French Customs stationed in Beijing
came to Taiwan in March 2006 for a sympos.ium on border
control measures and skills for authenticating French brand
name products. This symposium was a big success,
attracting about 200 officials from TIPO, IPR Police and
Taiwanese customs.
Last October, INPI sent Mr. Jean-Baptiste Barbier to speak
at TIPO’s 2007 Taipei Symposium on Trademark
Infringement in Taipei. During the symposium, Mr. Ngo
" Thien Nam, INPI’s IP coordinator at the French embassy in
Beijing,A also visited TIPO to exchange opinions on
INPI-TIPO related issues.
Besides these activities, last October, a delegation from French
Cultural Bureau visited TIPO for discussions on copyright
matters; in March of this year, TIPO invited a French civil law
expert, Dr. Andre Lucas, to visit and speak on French IP laws and

® Since President Ma was elected on March 22 this year,
to recover the cross-strait relations has been always on
top of his agenda. Efforts have been made since then
including resumption of Taiwan-China dialogues in
June, launching direct weekend charter flights on July
4, followed by further relaxation of restrictions on
Taiwan’s foreign investment to China as well as
reducing the thresholds for security and mutual fund
companies to invest in Chinese financial market.
Situations across the straits have been immensely
improved.

® TIPO and SIPO have maintained communication
channels in the past few years. High-level officials
visit each other’s office every year. I personally had
visited STPO twice in the past two years.

® To help settle IPR disputes across the straits, we both
well recognize the importance of dialogues. Therefore,
in this coming November, Taiwan and China will
co-sponsor patent, trademark and copyrights forums,
