Opening 

Mr. Kim, chairman of AFACT, opened the meeting by inviting the Deputy Minister of Korean Ministry of Knowledge Economy.  Mr. Dong-Guen Lee, Deputy Minister of Korean Ministry of Knowledge Economy, delivered a warm welcome remark followed by a hand-shake with the each of StC members and HoD.

After the Deputy Minister left the room, the chairman started convening the meeting with kind welcome message and consequent mutual introduction of participants.  

Adoption of Agenda

The draft agenda was adopted with one change.  With the request of vice-chair, Mr. Khan, the first item of the agenda on organizational matters, which is the ratification of Saudi Arabia’s application for new membership, was to be handled right after the adoption of the agenda to facilitate Saudi Arabia’s proper representation in the meeting.  

Review of the 25th AFACT Plenary Meeting Minutes

The Plenary reviewed and noted the meeting minutes of the 25th AFACT Plenary with no change.

AFACT Status Report 
Dr. Yueh, AFACT Secretariat, provided update on the current status and activities of AFACT, including membership, STC structure, JWG status, future meeting hosts, promotional activities, 2008 Yearbook publication and website maintenance.  The Plenary noted the report.
UN/CEFACT Progress Update

Mr. T A Khan, UN/CEFACT Vice-chair, report on the progress in UN/CEFACT with the focus on the newly initiated “eBGT (electronic Business, Government and Trade),” which is an eighteen month task of UN/CEFACT to strengthen its program of work with faster delivery of its standards and instruments.  Mr. Lim, UN/CEFACT Rapporteur for Asia, reported on the UN/CEFACT Forum progress with the highlight on the major forum activities and deliverables was well as future work schedule.

Organizational Matters
① Ratification of New Membership Application: Saudi Arabia
The chairman proposed to ratify the approval of Saudi Arabia’s application for new membership and the Plenary unanimously agreed.
② Ratification of eAC Transition to AFACT
The chairman proposed to ratify the approval of eAC transition to AFACT and it was also unanimously supported by the meeting.

③ Election of Two HoD StC Members
Upon the request of the chairman, vice-chair Mr. Khan went through a consultation on AFACT HoDs’ interests in being elected as HoD StC members.  Mr. Khan reported that Iranian HoD expressed his interest in running for the second term and Vietnamese HoD also expressed interest in being elected as a StC Member.  The chairman proposed to elect the two candidates and the proposal was supported by the Plenary. 

④ Plan for the EDICOM 2008 and Conjunctive Event
AFACT 2008 Secretariat reported on the plan for the EDICOM 2008 on 16th and a conjunctive BPM conference on 17th.   
⑤ Plan for the 27th AFACT Meeting
Mr. Khan reported India’s plan for the 27th AFACT meeting.  The StC Mid-term meeting is planned to be held in Goa in April and annual meeting in New Delhi at the end of October or early November next year. 

AFACT Roadmap TFT Report and Discussion

The plenary noted the report made by the TFT facilitator and approved the recommended actions accordingly as follows:
The positioning and role of AFACT should be focused on capacity building support, coordination of standard and promotion.  The term of “coordination of standard” is elaborated to be that AFACT intends to promote global or regional standard and provide guidance, by taking into account regional requirements, on the use of standards developed by global bodies, including regional extension, profile, customization or operation through project mode.  This is intended to be achieved through harmonization and interoperability of trade facilitation and e-Business.
For the external relations, AFACT will continue its efforts on further collaboration with APEC, ASEAN, PAA, UNESCAP and SAARC. 
For the organizational improvement at the JWG level, the three committee models (Domain, Interoperability and Support) is to be installed in principle and further work on the program of work and role of each committee as well as categorization of the existing JWGs will be done by taking more time
For the organizational improvement at the AFACT Secretariat level, two models (existing rotational model and new permanent model) were proposed and compared.  The AFACT will go through the option of preparing relevant RFEOIs for both models.  Then, if there is an application for only either model, that model will sustain.  Otherwise, if there are applications for both models, the application for the new model will be selected.
In the case of strategic work direction, AFACT will further work on the issues of international supply chain data harmonization, UNeDocs, single window and e-Government Interoperability Framework. 
As the next step, the TFT asked for the termination of TFT at the next StC Mid-term meeting in India after taking care of the decisions made at the 26th AFACT StC and Plenary meetings.  The TFT would complete the Roadmap document in the as-is version by integrating only the decisions made at the 26th AFACT StC and Plenary meetings.  The Roadmap document would be approved inter-sessionally.  The specific tasks defined in the Roadmap document would be handled by the groups to be created upon the request of the Steering Committee.   
Any other Business

Mr. Itoh raised an issue on UNLOCODE for AFACT members’ attention. Mr. Khan proposed that this work to be transferred to TWG and AFACT members to visit UN LOCODE website for further details. 

Review of the 26th AFACT Plenary Meeting

The meeting noted the report made by the AFACT 2008 Secretariat.  The clean and complete meeting minutes is to be circulated to the AFACT members for review in a week and the draft is to be approved inter-sessionally. 

Hand-over of Host Token and Closing Remarks

The chairman handed over the AFACT Host Token to the next host of the AFACT meeting, India. With the expression of extended gratitude, the chairman closed the Plenary meeting at 6PM on the date of October 15, 2008.

	Resolution 1: The TFT should define the scope of AFACT tasks and conduct consequent budget estimation. ► TFT to further work on this matter
Resolution 2: The TFT should identify the candidate(s) from STC members or TFT members to conduct stocktaking of members’ initiatives. ► AFACT Secretariat to conduct this task 
Resolution 3: The StC should install a standard procedure for eAsia Award so that it can be implemented in the processing of next eAsia Award in India in 2009. ► A TF to be form to develop such a standard procedure by the end of this year, composed of AFACT Secretariat, India, Thai HoD and TFT facilitator.
Resolution 4: The TFT should prepare a scheduled plan for JWG transition and instruction for JWG to embark on transition process. ► TFT to integrate the agreement together with further details. 
Resolution 5: The TFT should develop RFEOI (Request For Expression Of Interest) documents, both for the existing model and newly proposed model, that specifies the requirements of new AFACT Secretariat. ► TFT to prepare the RFEOIs by the end of November for community review. After completing the community review, the RFEOIs would be issued to all the members with the set proposal deadline of March 15, 2009.  The submitted proposals will be evaluated in the 27th AFACT StC Mid-term meeting. 
Resolution 6: The TFT should define the term “coordination of standard” by next StC meeting. ► TFT to integrate the agreement to the Roadmap document.
Resolution 7: The TFT should carry on the further work on Single window, while Thai HoD to check with Dr. Somnuk for further work on e-Government Interoperability Framework. ► Further work to be developed.
Resolution 8: AFACT will further review on the progress of UNeDocs before adopting it as a program of work, while Japan HoD to assess the value and potential of UNeDocs in the AFACT platform. ► AFACT will closely follow the development in this area.
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
