	Brief Description of Project:

The purpose of this project is to build capacity in the area of competition policy which will contribute to the implementation of “APEC Principles to Enhance Competition and Regulatory Reform and Structural Reform” that was presented by CPDG (renamed as CPLG in 2008). In addition, this project is also expected to contribute to “Structural Reform in APEC economies” and progress both the “APEC Structural Reform Action Plan” adopted by the APEC Ministers Meeting in 2003 and “Leader’s Agenda to Implement Structural Reform (LAISR)” adopted in 2004. 

In consideration of the continued support and demand for training by APEC member economies following completion of the “APEC Training Program on Competition Policy”, Japan proposed the “APEC Training Course on Competition Policy”. The policy was aimed at providing the staff of competition related authorities with a clear commitment to a program of training on an annual basis between 2005 and 2009 and was approved by CPLG, SELI and BMC.

This is a project proposal for the budget of 2009 that will complete the scheduled five-year Training Course on Competition Policy which is detailed in the table below:

Details of the Project Proposal

Project Design
Project Objectives

1) Describe briefly how this project directly responds to the priorities set by APEC Leaders and Ministers and/or the vision of the host economy. Please make reference to the relevant parts of APEC documents. 

In the 2003 Minister’s Joint Statement, Ministers stressed their determination to continue pursuing structural reform that will support trade and investment liberalization and assist APEC economies in realizing the benefits of trade and investment liberalization and facilitation, contributing towards the achievement of the Bogor Goals. In addition to this, Ministers adopted “APEC Structural Reform Action Plan” as a unified framework for helping build economies’ capacity to undertake structural reform by coordinating and promoting current and future work in APEC. 

Leaders have stressed the importance of promoting structural reform in APEC as an effective means to raise economic efficiency, enhance consumer welfare and ensure sustainable growth (see Leader’s Agenda to Implement Structural Reform (LAISR) and the Ministerial Meeting Joint Statement, November 2004). Furthermore, LAISR set out competition policy as one of the priority areas of APEC’s structural reform.

The APEC 2008 Leaders’ Meeting has agreed that “our Leader’s Agenda to Implement Structural Reform (LAISR) is a central element of APEC’s agenda, integrating the three pillars of trade and investment liberalization, business facilitation, and economic and technical assistance and cooperation. We reiterated the fundamental importance of tackling ‘behind-the-border’ barriers to trade and investment in the creation of well performing, resilient and robust economies.” 
Competition policy is one of the most essential factors to tackle “behind-the-border” barriers to promote structural reform in APEC as an effective means to raise economic efficiency, enhance consumer welfare and ensure sustainable economic growth.   This APEC competition policy training course is aimed to help reduce the gap between developed and developing member economies on the implementation of competition policy and enforcement of effective competition laws.
The previous four training courses have provided all member economies a chance to examine the following competition issues: 

(1) Abuse of Dominant Position, Organization and Function of Competition Agency; 

(2) Regulation of Business Combination, Competition Advocacy;

(3) Competition Policy and SMEs, Effective Implementation of Competition Policy and Law;

(4) Challenges for Cartel Cases in Domestic/International Markets, Competition Policy and Industrial Policy.       

Through these discussions, member economies exchange experiences and information on competition issues, implementation of competition policy and law, establishment of effective competition authority, and enforcement of competition law.  The training courses strengthen the implementation and enforcement of competition policy and law, help achieve the goal of structual reform, and, more importantly, ensure the achievement of the results on free and open trade and investment, which is the ultimate goals of the APEC.   

This proposed fifth training course held in Chinese Taipei shall conclude this series of training course and focus on the issues of vertical restraints and interrelations between competition policy and consumer protection policy.  The training course will continue the previous effort in direct response to both the “APEC Structural Reform Action Plan” and LAISR and intend to contribute to capacity building for competition related authorities in APEC member economies. 

2) Describe the key objectives of the project – usually no more than three

The main objective of the project is to contribute to “APEC Principles to Enhance Competition and Regulatory Reform”. To achieve this, the key objectives of this program are:

· to fulfill the 2008 APEC theme of “reducing the gap between developed and developing member economies” by providing technical cooperation and assistance on competition policy especially for developing economies;
· to protect the result of free trade and investment by sharing legislation as well as enforcement experiences concerning competition policy  and law; 
· to build capacity on competition policy by better utilizing the accumulated APEC knowledge and expertise, especially in developing economies.

Through the training course, the participants are expected to:

· Learn the knowledge on vertical restraints and interrelations between competition policy and consumer protection policy thereby enhancing their enforcement on competition and consumer protection laws to ensure market competition; 
· Exchange information and broaden their knowledge on members’ respective competition policies thereby enhancing common understanding on competition issues in the APEC region; and 
· Implement competition policy and law more effectively thereby ensuring free market competition to achieve the Bogor Goal of free and open trade and investment.
3) Assessment. With reference to each objective in paragraph 2), provide the current status and expected end-of-project target, so that the success of the project can be measured over the short and medium term. Through the training course, in the short term, the participants are expected to:

· continue the discussion on regional competition issues as the last four training courses to gain an awareness of recent policy directions that will assist member economies in their endeavors to develop sound competition policy and law; 
· gain an increased understanding for introducing, strengthening or further developing competition law, especially on vertical restraints and consumer protections issues; 
· develop an improved capacity for the responsible agency to administer and enforce the competition law in member economies; and

· develop an improved understanding of the pro-competitive, anticompetitive and competitively neutral effects of vertical restraints; 
In the longer term, the achievement of this project’s objectives will be measured by the extent to which it contributes to “Structural Reform” in member economies, and in particular developing member economies, that may reach Bogor’s goal of free and open trade and investment by fostering a competition culture and effective enforcement of competition law and policy.

4) Explain who the intended beneficiaries of this project are.

The authorities that are in charge of enforcement of competition policy and/or law as well as officials in charge of deregulations and consumer protection policy will directly benefit from the training course. The participants will acquire a general update on current trends together with specialist and technical knowledge on competition issues for vertical restraints, relationship between consumer protection and competition policy and law. More broadly, the project will provide flow on benefits to consumers in those economies where markets have benefited from the promotion of free competition.

5) Describe precisely the expected project outputs. Describe how these outputs will benefit the targeted beneficiaries.

Presentation materials from the Training Course will be disseminated to all participants for future reference. Participants will obtain skills, knowledge and information from other economies through discussion and presentations designed specifically to build capacity. This will assist APEC economies to encourage a competition culture, more effectively enforce competition law and develop policy and undertake regulatory reform.  Breakout sessions will be used in this training course as the previous four training courses to ensure a full participation in discussions for all participants thereby maximizing the result of the training course. 
Through a series of training courses and previous training programs from 2002, trained economies have studied competition policy/ law in detail and have been adopting it to their domestic policy/ law.  For example, Indonesia and Thailand which introduced competition law in 1999 are now enforcing the law vigorously.  Economies such as Singapore, Viet Nam and China newly introduced competition law after 2002, and economies such as Malaysia, Philippines and Hong Kong are on the process of introducing competition law.  Training courses help economies introduce adequate competition laws and help them enforce the law properly.

6) For applications under the TILF Special Account: Describe briefly how this project will contribute to the APEC Trade and Investment Liberalization and Facilitation (e.g. relevance to specific parts of the Osaka Action Agenda).

The key purposes of the Training Course are to provide technical cooperation and assistance, and to build capacity through the sharing of knowledge and information on competition policy for APEC member economies. This project aims to increase consumer welfare and to ensure the proper functioning of market mechanisms in the Asia-Pacific region by enhancing the competitive environment. These objectives are the same as the objectives of the Osaka Action Agenda on competition policy and 2008 Leaders’ Instructions on tackling “behind-the-border” barriers to trade and investment. Therefore, this project will facilitate trade and investment liberalization and is an appropriate project for funding from the TILF special account.

          Relevant parts in Osaka Action Agenda are as follows:

“Osaka Action Agenda (2002 updated): Part One, Section C, 8 COMPETITION POLICY

OBJECTIVE: APEC economies will enhance the competitive environment to increase consumer welfare in the Asia-Pacific region, by (c.) improving the ability of competition authorities, though enhanced capacity building and technical assistance, to better understand the impact of globalization and the New Economy.

GUIDELINES: Each APEC economy will: (b.) enforce competition policies and/or laws,…, to ensure protection of the competitive process and promotion of consumer welfare, innovation, economic efficiency and open markets; (c.) disclose any pro-competitive efforts undertaken; (d) implement as appropriate technical assistance in regard to policy development, legislative drafting , and the constitution, powers and functions of appropriate enforcement agencies; and (f) undertake additional steps as appropriate to support the development of the New Economy and to ensure the efficient functioning of markets.”

Linkages

7) Which other APEC fora have been consulted about this project and what were the results?

CPLG as APEC sub-fora has recognise the necessity of this type of capacity building program and its importance in the liberalization and facilitation of trade and investment through structural reform. This training program has held four training courses in Philippines, Thailand, Singapore, and Indonesia respectively in the last four years. Both CPLG and EC have supported to carry on the fifth training course and to conclude this training program. 

8)  Active Participation Describe how the intended beneficiaries among APEC stakeholders –APEC fora, governments, private sector and civil society, men/women- will participate in the planning, implementation and evaluation of the project.  

Government officials, especially competition agency’s staff having responsible for competition policy in their economy, will be invited to the Training Course as a speaker, an active participant or a trainee. 
Officials from consumer protection agency are also welcome to participate in this training course.  They will be requested to present their valuable experience and knowledge of competition policy and regulatory reform. In addition, staffs from international organizations and academics who research in the field of competition policy will be invited to the Training Course as speakers or moderators. However, the main focus of the Training Course will be on the government sector as policy makers.

9) Project influence Describe how this project might contribute to any current or completed projects or activities in APEC or elsewhere. Why is APEC the most appropriate institution to fund the project?

This project is designed to build capacity among relevant authorities in respect of competition policy and consumer protection policy in APEC developing economies. The project can also help APEC member economies learn more about business conducts between upstream and downstream, and interrelations between competition policy and consumer protection policy and benefit to all consumers. In this way it will contribute to the work of the SELI that calls for early implementation and the development of cooperative projects in capacity and institutional building through cooperation on competition policy and law. It also supplements similar activities by other organizations and developed economies.

APEC is the most appropriate institution to fund this project because of the benefits the training course can bring about in respect of trade and investment liberalization in Asian-Pacific region. Free competition in markets, which is a key focus of the Training Course, can contribute to the promotion, attraction and liberalization of trade and investment in the Asia-Pacific region. 

Methodology

10) Describe the project’s methodology. Break down the project implementation into discrete functional steps over time with the associated outputs clearly specified. Identify the principal risks involved in each step if any, and explain how they will be managed. Risks may include major delays and failures, expected cooperation not materializing, etc.

A three-day training course will be held in Chinese Taipei, co-sponsored by Chinese Taipei and Japan in August 2009. Experts from International organizations and the academic sector will be invited to take part as speakers or moderators. Active participants are encouraged to make a presentation. Participants will include government officials from competition policy, consumer protection policy, and/or regulatory reform agencies, academics with a specific interest in the subject matter, international organizations that advocate competition as well as consumer protection regimes. The specific topics of the individual group sessions will be set by Chinese Taipei and Japan on the basis of ideas of member economies in due course.  Small (breakout) sessions are used in this training course to ensure a full participation in discussions for all participants thereby maximizing the result of the training course.  From our experiences of the previous training courses, it is very effective and useful, through presentations in small sessions, to share knowledge and experiences among participants, and discuss among them the way to solve the common issues they have in each economies. 

Since this is the last training course of the 5-year training program, the CPLG Convenor, to conclude the program, will chair the last session on the third day to review the program and discuss other possible program/development in the future. Broadly, the Training Course will address the following themes:

As further guidance on what topics might be considered under the broad general themes, the following issues are raised as areas for consideration as topics that individual group sessions might discuss.

Vertical restraints 

Vertical restraints can be procompetitive, anticompetitive, or neutral. Vertical restraints frequently are procompetitive since they often give rise to efficiencies that enable a firm to compete vigorously in a market through cost savings that can be passed on to consumers. There are, however, occasions where vertical restraints harm consumers and competition by creating or maintaining entry barriers to particular markets. 
This training course will look into how we should assess whether a vertical restraint is anticompetitive or not. Many jurisdictions have grappled with this question, and the emerging consensus seems to be that determining whether a vertical restraint has, or likely will, harm consumers and substantially lessen competition requires detailed consideration of the restraint’s impact upon the relevant market(s).  This training course will focus upon how to do that analysis.
One point this training course will stress is that vigorous competition in a market benefits consumers yet often involves a firm capturing market share at the expense of its rivals.  It would consequently be a mistake automatically to equate such conduct with harm to competition.
Another issue this training course will consider is the argument some have made that the analysis should take into account whether the vertical restraint involves conduct that is inconsistent with behavior that might be expected in a competitive environment.
Proponents of this view contend that strategies that a firm would not be expected to engage in within a competitive market,  for example, engaging in tie-ins which lower profitability in the short term but with the longer term of recouping losses after rivals have been eliminated, should be prohibited.  Advocates of this view note that the point at which a firm’s actions results in consumers losing out in the long-run can fairly be characterized as being where the firm’s actions are no longer improving efficiency in the market.
Competition and Consumer Protection Policies and their Interrelationships
Both competition and consumer protection are concerned with enhancing consumer welfare. Competition is said to achieve this goal through well functioning markets that deliver lower prices, better products and services and greater choice for consumers. These benefits are derived indirectly from the effects of competitive forces whereas consumer protection is often seen as more directly intervening through legal prohibitions of certain types of conduct and the guaranteeing of basic consumer rights. 

The term “consumer protection” is broad and can sweep in deceptive advertising, product safety, fraudulent marketing schemes, food and drug regulation, consumer education, standard setting, regulation of professionals and the adjudication of consumer disputes. For the purpose of this training program, “consumer protection” would be defined as laws that prohibit acts and practices, including deception, misrepresentation and consumer-related fraud, that distort the manner in which consumers make decisions in the marketplace. Such laws are related to the exercise of consumer choice that competition laws seek to promote. Other aspects of consumer protection may be too unrelated to the work of this program.  

Laws prohibiting misleading and deceptive conduct are generally perceived as consumer protection. However, in a very real sense they are also competition protection because they ensure that the competitive process is not distorted by firms enticing consumers to purchase its goods or services on the basis of inaccurate information. Similarly, laws outlawing price fixing are usually considered to be competition laws but they are in another sense directly concerned with protecting consumers from anticompetitive price rises. We will discuss if there is any useful distinction between the two regimes in this training course.  

In addition to focusing on exploring the complementarities and divergences in the goals of competition law and consumer protection laws, the training program will also include concrete examples of enforcement cases and advocacy.
11) Which APEC member economies will participate in each component of this project and what contribution are they expected to make?   

All APEC member economies are expected to participate in the training course. CPLG representatives from APEC member economies will be invited to participate and be encouraged to actively take part in the activities of the training course by making a brief presentation on the issues.

The project will finance up to two active participants to travel from each eligible APEC developing member economy including Chile, People’s Republic of China, Indonesia, Malaysia, Mexico, Papua New Guinea, the Philippines, Peru, the Russian Federation, Thailand and Vietnam. Other developed member economies are expected to actively participate as attendees and/or experts, speakers, or lecturers at the training course.

Gender Concerns

The training course will be open to both men and women. Invitation will be circulated to all APEC member economies, with the expectations that, in principles, the ratio of male and female participants shall be 50 to 50.  Indeed, the percentage of women participants in the previous training courses were about 50%.  Many of the economies in the CPLG have women as their competition policy officials, and women will contribute more in the development of competition policy. The involvement of women in this project is expected at all stages from planning, managing, and organizing through to implementation and participation. As an equal opportunity will be provided to all APEC members, speakers/lecturers/experts may also be women from member economies and this is encouraged. To ensure female representation the PO may select particular women experts as speakers/lecturers. The training course will be held and organized by a project team that includes women for the express purpose of cultivating women as core personnel in the field of competition policy. The training course is expected to contribute to the enhancement of the social status of women.
14) Show how the objectives of the project provide benefits for women. The objective of the project will benefit women since gaining experience in competition policy will improve their capacity to better understand and be involved in policy making to promote the delivery of sound and stable competition policy. This would further promote the already growing numbers of women entrepreneurs. The project’s results will be published and disseminated to all without gender bias.

a) Funding for speakers and participants who are government officials: The project aims at facilitating government officials’ policy making in competition policy. Therefore the participation from government entities is very important and will contribute to the tangible outcomes of the training course. Governments of developing member economies lack funding to cover the expenses of their nominees that will attend and make a presentation at the training course. The project is therefore seeking to fund the cost of attendance by these government officials and waive any fees that would otherwise be payable.

b) To invite and fund non-APEC speakers/experts/lecturers: Individual international experts/speakers/lecturers from the OECD and other non-APEC economies should be invited to share their expertise, experiences and best practices with APEC, particularly on competition policy. In Leader’s Agenda to Implement Structural Reform (LAISR) which was adopted by Leaders in 2004, Leaders have stressed the importance of promoting structural reform in APEC as an effective means to raise economic efficiency, enhance consumer welfare and ensure sustainable growth.  LAISR set out competition policy as one of the priority areas of APEC’s structural reform.
The APEC 2008 Leaders’ Meeting has agreed that the LAISR is a central element of APEC’s agenda and has recognized the importance of developing a program of practical support for member economies including capacity building initiatives in LAISR areas including Competition Policy.
APEC Work Plan on LAISR towards 2010 (LAISR 2010) which was adopted in 2005 said that in 2010, stocktake of APEC’s progress on structural reform will be conducted, so it is very important and urgent to hold a capacity building program in 2009.

Relevant parts in “A New Commitment to Asia-Pacific Development” adopted in 16th APEC Economic Leaders’ Meeting are as follows:
