摘要

國立臺南藝術大學鋼琴伴奏合作藝術研究所專任助理教授洪珮綺及張詩欣，獲教育部顧問室「人文教育革新中綱計畫--人文領域人才培育國際交流計畫」之全額補助，先於98年3月底前往美國喬治亞州亞特蘭大市，參加「美國全國音樂師協會2009年會」，活動內容包含 : 專家學者演講、不同音樂主題之研習課程、名音樂家音樂會、學生比賽及優勝者音樂會、大師班教授、專題討論會、樂譜/書籍/影音品展賣會…等等。 年會行程結束，二位教師接著受邀至同州之哥倫布斯州立大學 (Columbus State University)，於該校音樂院舉辦大師班以及鋼琴四手聯彈音樂會，並進行教學參訪及資料蒐集。
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目的

美國全國音樂教師協會 (Music Teachers National Association) 自1876年成立後，逐步成為美國及國際音樂界公認之優秀教師進修組織，其年會系列活動更是倍受重視 (美國全國音樂教師協會簡介請見附錄一) 。  洪珮綺及張詩欣二位教師基於受97年4月訪台之資深鋼琴合作藝術家巴爾博士鼓勵 (她正為該年度MTNA 終身成就獎得主)，理解自己身為台灣留學返台第一代鋼琴合作藝術專業人才之責任重大，故決定一改被動式地等大師們來台施教，而「主動出擊」前往鋼琴合作藝術已然在內建立穩當地位的該協會年會，希望在個人頻繁的國內外音樂會演出之外，更能吸取新知、增加學術性研討之內涵與智識，力求增益本身教學能力與保持寬廣國際視野。

過程

二位教師先行通訊報名成為美國音樂教師協會之國際會員後，研習行程安排主要包括三部份: 

一、於美國時間3月27日飛抵喬治亞州亞特蘭大市。自28日起參加「全國音樂教師協會2009年會」之系列活動，活動內容包含 : 專家學者演講、不同音樂主題之研習課程、名音樂家 (如Margo Garrett) 音樂會、學生比賽及優勝者音樂會、大師班教授、不同學生年齡群之個別討論會、樂譜/書籍/影音品展賣會 …等等。 因應同一時段內該協會在不同場地皆安排不同精彩活動，而鋼琴合作藝術專業教師本身實須多面相接觸與研習，故年會期間，洪、張二人採白天齊赴、或分赴參與之方式，竭力收集資訊、聆聽學習，夜間再交換訊息與討論所見所思。(2009年會活動行程請見附錄二)

二、4月1日年會活動告一段落，二人轉赴喬治亞州另一大城哥倫布斯 (Columbus)，二位教師先於哥倫布斯州立大學 (Columbus State University) 之音樂院 (Schwob School of Music) 合作進行一場小型鋼琴合作藝術大師班教學，隨即在該校音樂廳 (Legacy Hall) 演出四手聯彈音樂會；二項活動前後之曲目安排、師生間互動是為本行程中另一型式之國際音樂學術交流。(四手聯彈音樂會節目單請見附錄三)

三、4月2日至回國前，二位教師更行積極地分別於Schwob音樂院、波士頓新英格蘭音樂院 (New England Conservatory) 之圖書館進行鋼琴合作藝術領域資料蒐集，以及參觀其音樂院相關課程之上課情形、聆聽音樂會演出，從中充分吸取借鏡教學及演出經驗。

以上三部份之行程活動內容剪影請見附錄四。

心得及建議

透過此次積極參與「美國全國音樂教師協會2009年會」之諸多豐富研習活動，以及受邀至哥倫布斯州立大學 (Columbus State University) 舉辦大師班以及鋼琴四手聯彈音樂會，洪、張二位教師蒐集到許多音樂教學與研究之新資訊，以及相關書譜影音資料等，對日後個人教學或協助鋼琴合作藝術專業課程設計均有直接助益；期間，結識他校領域相關教授們，交換分享教學經驗，也替日後相互邀訪、進行另一次國際交流留下伏筆，可視為無形之後續性效益。
「鋼琴合作藝術」在國內尚屬新興學門，而本校鋼琴伴奏合作藝術研究所為臺灣首創且目前唯一研究此領域之獨立系所，在許多專業教學與知識訊息傳遞上仍須不斷吸收及學習歐美國家之寶貴經驗，以使此所之發展能更符合時代的潮流與國際音樂市場的趨勢。 繼本次國際活動與交流後，師生們從中分享、吸取諸多經驗，除將更不懈地加強自身專業能力外，會努力尋求、創造另一次國際交流機會，相信必能幫助推動國內社會大眾及教育界對「鋼琴合作藝術」此專業之重視。
