o aspects of mentoring including transitional mentoring for new professionals to peer 

coaching  
o aspects of leadership, reluctant leaders, developing leadership skills 
o practical workshops on developing skills for progression 

 
In addition there will be a visit to Salaborsa Library followed by the conference dinner.  Salaborsa is a 
monumental palace located inside Palazzo d'Accursio, the ancient seat of the Bologna municipality.  
Ancient ruins dating back to the VII century B.C. can be seen under its glass pavement. 
 
Bologna is in Emilia Romagna, the food capital of Italy, come and enjoy the local food within the peaceful 
setting of the cloisters of Santa Cristina.
