Guests, Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is a great pleasure for me to co-chair with Chairman Maddock the 23" Joint
Conference of the ROC-Australia and the Australia-Taiwan Business Councils. On
behalf of all the members of the delegation from Taiwan, I would like to express our
heart-felt appreciation to all our friends in Australia for the warm hospitality extended to
us. [ would also like to express our appreciation to two very distinguished guests from
our governments, the Hon. Anthony Byrne and Representative Gary Lin, who are taking
time to share their views with us at this joint conference. In addition, I would also like
to thank the Taipei Economic and Cultural Office in Australia for its support and
assistance in coordinating arrangements for this joint meeting. And of course, my
deepest appreciation goes to Chairman Maddock and his team for their efforts in

organizing this year’s event.

For many years, Taiwan’s economic relationship with Australia has been close,
active, mutually complementary and mutually beneficial. Australia is one of the most
important trading partners of Taiwan in the Asia-Pacific region, and ranked as Taiwan’s
10th largest trading partner for the year 2008. According to our customs statistics, our
two-way trade reached US$11.76 billion in 2008, showing an impressive growth of
25.7% from 2007. In the face of the global financial crisis and recession, Australia's
economy and financial system has demonstrated considerable resilience with a quick
recovery that outperformed many other countries. Now with the global economy
gradually picking up, I am convinced that there is great potential for further expansion of

our bilateral trade and investment.

The first topic to be discussed in today’s conference is “Investment and Finance
Opportunities in the Post-GFC Environment”. As the financial sectors across the
Taiwan strait are seeking closer cooperation, the signing of an MOU  on Cooperation in
Financial Supervision does not only benefit both sides, but also opens up a new window

for business opportunity to other countries’ financial sectors. In addition to the signing of

the MOU, both sides are contemplating the signing of the ECFA, while many of
Taiwan’s trading partners are integrating economically in the region. I think our
government’s efforts in linking Taiwan with Mainland China by ECFA will further
deepen cross-strait economic and trade relations, will prevent Taiwan from being
marginalized in regional integration, and will raise Taiwan’s global competitiveness.
In that context, there will be a growing number of investment and finance opportunities

between the business communities of Taiwan and Australia in the near future.

The other two topics are “Clean Energy for a Low Carbon Society” and “Major
Energy Infrastructure Development”. Australia has been an important trading partner
and indispensable energy supplier to Taiwan. Australia is the most reliable energy
supplying country in the world given its political and economic stability, good quality,
plentiful reserves and disciplined business ethics. I think Taiwan will continue to rely
upon Australia in this respect for many, many years to come. To meet the rising demand,
energy infrastructure development is becoming a critical challenge to many countries, as
there is a need to find reliable, environmentally acceptable, sustainable and affordable
energy supplies. The increasing use of fossil energy resources has a significant impact
on the environment, especially when it comes to the issue of global warming. As the
effects of global warming continue to unfold, the world faces serious environmental
challenges that cannot be ignored when focusing on reviving global economic growth
and developing a sustainable economy. Looking ahead to a low-carbon future, there are
many things to be done, many tasks to be carried out. Australia and Taiwan can work
together to explore emerging business opportunities as we move towards a resilient and

sustained low-carbon economy.
I hope that our joint meeting today will help foster closer and better overall

substantive relations between our two countries. Ladies and gentlemen, thank you once

again for your participation in this annual event.
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
