1. Welcome and introduction 

Meeting called to order at 9:30 a.m. by Prof. Jie Zhang, President of the AAPPS. Prof. Zang gave his opening remarks and welcomed all the members and observers for their participation.

2.  Quorum

The presence of 9 council members out of 15 represented a quorum; the council meeting and voting are therefore valid.

3. Approval of Agenda

The agenda was approved with a revision of next OGM. 

4.  Approval of the Minutes of the 21st Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the 21st Council Meeting held in Kuala Lumpur on January 12, 2009 were accepted as correct but a discussion was raised about three-person group for the Bulletin issue and minor amendments were made to the documents accordingly.

 

5. Status Report from the Secretary of AAPPS 

The Status report should be made by Prof. Xue, Qi-Kun, who was absent and President Jie Zhang mentioned that Qi-kun was in the USA for APS meeting. 

6. Report from the Treasurer of AAPPS 

The treasurer’s report was presented by Ms. Dong-Mei Gu with a summary of financial status report of AAPPS and the record of membership fee payment. Ms. Gu added that for at least two years, New Zealand and Indonesia did not pay for membership fee. The appendix 1 provided details for reference.
 The report of accounts were as follows: (1)Tokyo account was already closed and the money were wired to Beijing; (2) Taipei account remained for Bulletin and (3) Malaysia account would be closed and wired to Beijing account as soon as possible. Prof. Namkung recommended that money should be wired separately.

7.     Report on the AAPPS Bulletin

The status of the AAPPS Bulletin was reported by Prof. Ching-Ray Chang on behalf of Prof. Pauchy Hwang (see appendix 2). After the presentation, President Zhang stated that Prof. Pauchy Hwang made it clear that he would resign from the Chief-Editor of AAPPS bulletin after eight-year service. China had made serious discussions of the future publication plans for AAPPS Bulletin. President Zhang added that the financial support was a crucial for China to consider whether they could take over the duty. China proposed a conditional operating plan of AAPPS Bulletin for discussions. Japan societies remained to keep the same level of contribution was a prerequisite for China. 

Physical Society of Japan also proposed a transition plan for the future of AAPPS bulletin; JPS suggested that delivery of hard copies should be limited to the important readers. For the general public, the readers should download pdf version from the Web. JPS also raised their concerns about the operation mechanisms of the AAPPS and JPS. Their comments regarding the involvement of other major physical societies in AAPPS were added. 

President Zhang summarized the discussions among the councilors and also the observers: Both Japanese societies showed their concerns about the future of AAPPS bulletin and they would bring back the issues and discuss with their members about the future operation of AAPPS Bulletin. CPS would take over the duty of AAPPS bulletin on the condition that continuous financial supporting from JPS and JSAP were assured. Taiwan Physical Society and KPS would provide contingency plans for the future operation. Bothe KPS and Taiwan Physical Society would send their plans to all council members for consideration within a month. 

Emphasis was made that AAPPS should improve their communication system and networkings with the member societies. AAPPS should be accessible to most members of the each members societies. All member societies would constantly support the AAPPS Bulletins when the situations improved.

Prof. Won Namkung and Prof. Ching-Ray Chang proposed to salute Pauchy for his great contribution for past eight years and all councilors accept the motion.

8. Reports on Divisions

Prof. Aki Takabe reported his recent activities of the proposed Division in Plasma Physics and his contact to the EPS and APS. Aki Takabe also mentioned that AAPPS should strengthen the functions and the roles of their Divisions. Prof. Takabe added that this action can enhance the interactions among the member societies. Both EPS and APS had a lot of professional Divisions and all of them were functioning well. The roles of Divisions would make AAPPS to be more active and this role will be never replaced by the Bulletin and website. Prof. Takabe also suggested that AAPPS should form an executive committee and hold annual conferences for the Divisions. This will serve both the professional and educational roles for Physics community.  To make AAPPS become a third poles as APS and EPS do, Divisions could serve as driving force and should be implemented as soon as possible.

Prof. Namkung Won proposed the motion to adopt by-law of Divisions as it is and Prof. Chia seconded to the Motion. The motion was adopted without any objection from the presented councilors (appendix 3).
9. Discussion on APPC11

President Zhang proposed to have APPC 11th to be held at Shanghai in November 14-18, 2010 and the conference site will be in Shanghai Everbright conference and Exhibition Center. The first call-for-paper would be circulated soon and deadline of abstract submission was set on Sep. 15, 2010. The registration fee would be US 600 for regular members and US 300 for students. The local organizing committee would identify proper SCI journal to publish the invited and contributed papers of the APPC 11th.  The announcement would be made along with the call-for-paper.

10．Website report

11. Reports from Member Societies 

(1) Pakistan Physical Society: Prof. N.M. Butt from Pakistan was introduced to the Council Meeting as an observer. He is from Preston Institute of Nano Science and Technology, Preston University, Islamabad, and ex-president of Pakistan Physical Society. He was invited to speak on behalf of Pakistan Physical Society. He mentioned that Pakistan Physical Society was found at 1970s and had two annual meetings. Nationwide speaking, the members of the society amounted to around 200 to 300. The administrative committee formed by Chair, Vice-Chair and members. Pakistan Physical Society is very interested to join the AAPPS.
