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摘要
「國際訪客計畫」(IVLP, International Visitor Leadership Project)由美國國務院 (United States Department of State) 贊助、規劃的專業交流計畫，計畫涵蓋的領域包括智慧財產權保護、文化資產保護、都市環保、緊急事故管理、農業及食品安全、財經政策、外交政策、新聞媒體等等，美國政府希望透過這個計畫提供訪問者豐富的參訪經驗，進而增進訪問者對美國的瞭解。
本次行程係為國際訪客計畫(IVLP)之團體計畫(Group project)，參訪主題為全球相互依存(Global Interdependence)，期使各國能進一步瞭解美國社會、政治及經濟部門如何調整、因應新一波的經濟挑戰，以及未來美國政策走向。
本次計畫由美國國務院委託Graduate School, International Institute負責辦理，同時協調美國各州之民間非政府組織(NGO)，依訪問主題配合安排相關事宜。參訪期間為3月1日至3月19日，參訪城市包括美國首府華盛頓DC、北卡羅來納州的Raleigh、密西根州的Kalamazoo、印第安那州的Elkhart、加利福尼亞州的Sacramento、San Francisco，以及夏威夷檀香山。參訪單位包括政府及民間機構，如美國國會研究處、貿易代表署、財政部、金融委員會、商會、投資局、東西文化中心等。
本參訪行程有助於了解美國政府部門及政策，以及增加與國外人士接觸的機會，了解他們的想法。建議未來繼續派員參與美國在台協會(AIT)的邀訪行程，以增進對美國的了解及擴展國際視野。 
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壹、目的

美國在台協會以及美國政府，為了促進美國與台灣人民之間的相互瞭解，相當鼓勵與台灣人民之間的教育及文化交流活動交流，以建立信賴、信心以及國際合作。「國際訪客計畫」是美國政府的專業交流計畫，計畫所涵蓋的領域包括智慧財產權保護、文化資產保護、都市環保議題、緊急事故管理、農業及食品安全、財經政策、外交政策、新聞媒體等等廣泛的重要議題，美國透過這個計畫提供訪問者豐富的參訪經驗，包括專業會晤、文化活動，進而增進訪問者對美國的瞭解。 

「國際訪客計畫」(IVLP, International Visitor Leadership Project)由美國國務院 (United States Department of State) 贊助，每年邀請世界各國約5,000人前往參訪，訪問人數最多的國家(地區)為伊拉克、俄羅斯及中國大陸。我國係由美國在台協會(American Institute in Taiwan, AIT)向美國國務院推薦計畫參加人選，經國務院審查通過後，安排赴美參訪。本次計畫由美國國務院委託Graduate School, International Institute負責辦理，同時協調美國各州之民間非政府組織(NGO)，依訪問主題配合安排相關事宜。
「國際訪客計畫」(IVLP)可分為個別計畫(Individual project)及團體計畫(Group project)兩種型態，本次行程係為IVLP之團體計畫(Group project)，參訪主題為全球相互依存(Global Interdependence)，期使各國能進一步瞭解美國社會、政治及經濟部門如何調整、因應新一波的經濟挑戰，以及未來美國政策走向。本次參訪計畫共計有來自澳洲、中國大陸、菲律賓及台灣的官員、記者及國會議員共5位，此行有助於了解美國政府的政策與社會文化，並與各國代表進行意見交流。

二、重要參訪內容

(1) 國會圖書館國會研究服務處

國會研究服務處(Congressional research service, CRS)的前身為「立法參考署」（Legislative Reference Service），該署設立於1914年，當時主要功能在為國會議員提供圖書參考服務，直到1970年更名為國會研究服務處後延續至今。美國國會研究服務處是美國國會圖書館(U.S. Library of Congress)下的獨立機構，研究人員大多服務多年，經歷豐富，主要任務為提供國會議員多方面的服務，包括出國訪問的資料、問政資料及議題研析，特別是分析各議案的可行性，並評估其可能產生的影響。CRS其所發表之研究報告常引起各國專家學者的廣泛討論與重視。CRS報告大多機密，只有少數對外公開，外界可透過opencrs.com這個網站獲得所需資訊。此外，國會圖書館是全世界最大圖書館，協助CRS進行資料收集。
(2) 美國國會

美國國會分為眾議院(House of Representatives)、參議院(Senate)，眾議員(Congressman)總數為435名(各州議員人數按人口比例)，任期2年，每2年全面改選，可無限期連任。參議員(senator)總數為100名，每州2名，任期6年，每2年改選三分之一，亦無連任限制。開會期間，任何議員都可以提出新的立法，例如眾議院收到新的立法提案後，把這個提案送交和這個立法有關的委員會(Committee)或小組委員會(Subcommittee)，讓小組成員對草案進行審議。

委員會成員可以對提案進行修改，再投票決定是否贊成這些修改。如果這項立法沒有在委員會審議階段得到批准，這項立法的壽命即告結束。

得到委員會多數贊成通過的立法將被送到眾議院全院，在眾議院院會中讓全體議員對立法進行審議，辯論和投票。這項立法在眾議院全院表決通過後，將送到參議院審議。如果參議院對眾議院的立法有修改，這整個修改後的立法必須再送回眾議院審議。

如果兩院希望能制定一項新的法規，他們必須擬定一個兩院統一的版本。兩院在這個過程中必須做出很多妥協，解決雙方的分歧。參議院和眾議院通常透過所謂的會議委員會(Conference Committee)來解決雙方的歧異。會議委員會是由眾議院和參議院的部份成員組成，他們坐下來審查兩個不同的版本，雙方就分歧進行談判和妥協，讓兩院能達成共識。

會議委員會的成員達成共識後，同一個版本的立法草案將會分別在眾議院和參議院表決，如果立法草案在兩院都得到通過，這項草案將送交給總統，請總統簽署，成為法律。總統可以否決國會通過的任何法案，但是一項法案只要在參眾兩院均獲得三分之二多數通過，國會就可以推翻總統的否決。
(3) 聯邦、州、地方政府的關係

美國政府區分為三層結構：聯邦政府、州政府以及地方政府(federal, state and local government)，強調地方自治，各級政府有各自權限，州政府及地方政府也都類似聯邦政府有參、眾兩院。聯邦政府的權力和職責範圍由憲法規定。屬於聯邦政府的權力包括：州際貿易、國防、造幣、移民及入籍、以及與外國簽定條約等，目前聯邦政府最大的責任在國防。

此外，各個州也都有州憲法，主要職責是為州內居民提供與日常生活相關的多種重要服務，其中包括：確保教育資金來源、建立和維護交通運輸網、設立州立大專院校，以及負責公共安全。

州政府不是聯邦政府的下屬單位，各州享有自主權，沒有服從聯邦政府的憲法責任。但是，當州憲法或州法律與聯邦憲法或聯邦法律相牴觸時，州憲法和州法律服從聯邦憲法和聯邦法律。
州政府一般具有與聯邦政府相同的結構：每州有一名經選舉產生的州長，有一個獨立的司法體系，以及一個由民選產生的立法機構。

地方政府是指市、縣、鎮或學區以及特別選區的政府，基於各州憲法或法律的不同規定，地方政府的職權可包括行政管理或稅務。
(4) 研究三角園區(Research triangle Park, North Carolina)
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北卡羅來納州的「研究三角園區」（Research Triangle Park）成立於1959年，位於Raleigh北卡州立大學(North Carolina State University)、Durham的杜克大學（Duke University）以及教堂山（Chapel Hill）的北卡大學（University of North Carolina）3所著名的大學聯結而成的三角地帶，佔地2仟多公頃，有100多個研究機構，包括隸屬於政府的研究機構與民間企業的研發部門，每年投入的研發經費約20億美元，員工超過40,000 名，是美國最大的研究園區。主要的產業聚落包括農業生技、尖端醫療、傳染性疾病、綠色科技、國防科技、互動遊戲及電子教學。
設立於1994年的研究三角區域夥伴(The Research Triangle Regional Partnership, RTRP)，最前身是Raleigh-Durham Association(RDA)，一開始只是要發展Wake, Durham and Orange這3個郡(county)，但因為經營太成功，便擴展到Chatham, Durham, Franklin, Johnston, Orange and Wake這6個郡，並將RDA更名為Raleigh-Durham Regional Association(RDRA)；1994年11月再度將範圍擴大為涵蓋Chatham, Durham, Franklin, Granville, Harnett, Johnston, Lee, Moore, Orange, Person, Vance, Wake , Warren等13個郡，RDRA則更名為RTRP。RTRP這個公私協力的組織(public-private partnership)，主要的任務是加強協調政府與區內企業、教育研究機構的合作，以維持園區的競爭力。RTRP設有委員會，包含56個成員，主要是來自園區週邊的13個郡(county)的代表；這13個郡共有200萬人口、100萬的勞動力。園區最新的5年經濟發展策略(2009-2014)，目標為創造10個工作機會、提升投資環境、基礎設施及生活品質。

(五)加州灣區(California Bay Area)
加州灣區主要包含San Francisco, Marin, Napa, Sonoma, Solano, Contra Costa, Alameda, Santa Clara and San Mateo 等九個縣及101個市，區內包括舊金山(San Francisco)、奧克蘭(Oakland)及聖荷西(San Jose)三大城，高科技中心矽谷(Silicon Valley)也在其中。灣區共有700萬人口，為加州第2大及全美第4大都會區。
灣區的經濟產值約3,000億美元，與其他國家相比，位居全球第24位；每人GDP位居世界第一。灣區的優勢在於高科技產業，重要產業包括電子、醫藥器材、生物科技、交通建設及綠色科技。灣區的經濟成就傲人，主要係因該區在以下項幾方面居優勢： 
－國家實驗室、企業與個人研究實驗室，以及知名研究大學的密度居全美最高。
－在法律、醫藥及工程方面的研究所課程，排名居前10名的課程數目為全美最高。
－創投公司的密度居全球最高，美國32%的創投基金投資在灣區。
－專利數量居全美最多，每位員工的專利數量居全球大都會區之冠。

－灣區居民擁有研究所及專業技能學位的比例居全美最高，人力素質為全美最優。
－財星500大企業數量第二多的地區，僅次於紐約。

－經濟生產力全美最高，為全美平均值的兩倍。
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灣區經濟機構委員會(The Bay Area Council Economic Institute)是一個集合政府、企業、勞工及教育界的公私部門協力組織(public-private partnership)，其中的兩大機構夥伴是灣區委員會(Bay Area Council)與灣區地方政府協會(Association of Bay Area Governments,ABAG)。灣區經濟機構委員會長期從事於競爭力、經濟發展、生活品質、全球化、科技、公司治理等經濟議題的研究與策略分析，致力於維持、提升加州及灣區的經濟活力及競爭力。灣區經濟機構委員會設有董事會(Board of Trustees)，由企業界、勞工界、教育界、科技界、公益業、社區及政府所組成，負責監督灣區經濟機構委員會的運作。
經濟機構委員會的代表特別提到加州的創制過程(initiative process)對預算配置的影響。美國加州採行公民投票，其中創制權(initiative)主要指由人民直接創制法案後交付公民投票。舉行公民投票，從連署、提案、宣傳到投票等創制程序的費用驚人，並不是一般民眾所能承擔的，故有切身利害關係的利益團體常成為加州公投的主要推動者。他們投入大量人力、財力讓法案通過，最後受益的也可能只是利益團體，而非一般大眾。雖然創制案未必會成功，但是創制程序(initiative process)卻給政黨及州政府造成外在壓力，而且創制案一但通過，州政府必須執行，這可能排擠了其他原先規劃的預算支出，最常受到影響的為教育及醫療方面的預算，這反而對一般大眾不利。 
 (六)富國匯豐貿易銀行(Wells Fargo HSBC Trade Bank)
富國銀行成立於1852年，總部位於加州舊金山，為美國西部提供信貸服務的優質企業，儘管面臨亞洲金融風暴來襲，2008年10月富國銀行以151億美元買下美聯銀行 (Wachovia)，2009年富國銀行的業績更是領先其他同業，主要原因為富國銀行避開高風險房屋貸款業務。稅後淨所得(net income after tax)高達123億美元，高於摩根大通的117億、美國銀行的63億、美國銀行公司(U.S. Bankcorp)的2.2億、花旗的負16億；資產報酬率(ROA)0.97%，亦高於美國銀行公司的0.82%、摩根大通0.58%、美國銀行0.26%、花旗的負0.09%；壞帳比例為2.71%，僅高於美國銀行公司的2.3%，但低於美國銀行的3.71%、摩根大通的3.85%、花旗的4.56%。目前，富國銀行為全美第四大銀行，僅次於美國銀行、摩根大通及花旗銀行。
富國銀行是美國唯一專注於國際貿易的全國性特許銀行，身為國際金融業務的主要提供者，富國銀行致力於協助企業拓展全球商業活動，提供客戶各式各樣的國際金融服務，以滿足企業的需求。此外，富國銀行為需要海外融資的美國企業，提供以海外抵押為基礎的國內擔保信貸，以協助企業在不影響國內發展潛力的情況下進行海外擴張。
(七)東西文化中心(East-West Center)
總部設於夏威夷檀香山的東西文化中心，係於1960年由美國國會提議成立的一個教育及研究機構，希望藉由設立一個學習、研究及對話的平台，增進美國、亞洲及太平洋地區人民與國家的相互了解，以及強化美國與亞太地區之間的關係。東西文化中心由美國政府出資，以及來自個人、企業、基金會、民間機構及政府等提供多方面支持，為一個獨立、公共及非營利機構。過去50年來，東西文化中心與國際間57,000個政府單位人員、學生、各界參與者，以及750個國際機構建立溝通網絡。東西文化中心另有一個辦公室設於華盛頓特區，主要著重於美國如何因應亞太地區崛起的相關研究。
根據東西文化中心的資料，2007年美國的國際學生中，高達52%來自亞洲，對經濟的貢獻達80億美元，學生主要來自印度、中國大陸、南韓、日本及台灣；亞洲學生人數較2001年成長16%。此外，2007年，夏威夷的亞洲人口比例最高，達39%；其次為加州，比例為12%；再其次為紐澤西州的8%。

(八)亞太安全研究中心(Asia-Pacific Center for Security Studies)
亞太安全研究中心（Asia-Pacific Center for Security Studies, APCSS）為美國國防部所屬智庫，位於夏威夷檀香山，乃依據國會決議，於1995年9月由美國政府出資成立的機構，中心共有127位成員。「亞洲安全研究中心」除了進行區域研究，也是會議及學術交流中心，並透過此中心擴大美國與亞太各國間的軍事及民事交流，促進彼此間瞭解。中心的主要任務之一係為培育亞太地區行政官員，並增進專業知識及相互交流，以期提升此一地區的聯繫、溝通與安全合作管道。APCSS舉辦各種短期研習課程，亞太地區國家及美國本身參與研習人員總計已近4,000人，台灣外交部、國防部等單位均曾派員參加此類課程。
(九)參訪美國在台協會

本次參訪期間，國務院安排與美國在台協會(AIT)華盛頓辦事處經濟組組長Francis F. Ruzicka會晤，美方主要提及以下重點：金融海嘯的發生，促進美國檢討金融制度；台灣遭受莫拉克颱風重創後，美方派遣直升機來台協助救災；海地地震時，美國同意台灣方面的請求，讓台灣貨機在美國領土加油，以利快速前往海地救災，這是台美斷交以來，我國軍機首度過境美國本土；台灣進口美國牛肉引起反彈，影響台美貿易暨投資架構協定（Trade and Investment Framework Agreement, TIFA）雙邊對話的進展；美方同時詢問關於兩岸簽署ECFA的進展，並表示樂見兩岸持續良性互動。

參、心得與建議

一、繼續參與美國國際訪客計畫
國際訪客計畫(IVLP)係由美國國務院編列經費，邀請各國人員前往參訪，俾增加各國對美國政府制度及政策之瞭解，並培養雙方良好互動關係。美國在台協會(AIT)所安排的邀訪行程，訪問機關與同行人員皆由美方決定，雖然所訪問的機構未必與自己的業務有絕對關聯，但仍可藉此了解美國政府部門及政策方向，以及增加與國外人士接觸的機會，了解他們的想法。建議未來繼續派員參與美國在台協會(AIT)的邀訪行程，以增進對美國政府的了解及擴展國際視野。 
二、公私部門協力 (PPP)有助於達成政策目標
北卡羅來納州的「研究三角園區」(Research Triangle Park)之所以發展成功，除了有人才、資金及技術的種種優勢外，負責推動該區域發展的研究三角區域夥伴(The Research Triangle Regional Partnership, RTRP)這個公私部門協力 (public-private partnership, PPP)組織當然公不可沒。同樣地，加州灣區(California Bay Area)亦設有結合政府、企業、勞工、教育界的公私部門協力合作組織，即經濟機構委員會，主要致力於維持、提升加州及灣區的經濟活力及競爭力。
當政府在發展產業或推動公共服務時，勢必得投入大量經費與人力，由於政府財政預算有限，加上民間部門對參與公共事務的意願強烈，展現出的績效也常比政府機關更具有效率。於是公私部門協力(PPP)則成為政府借助民間的力量，共同合作達成政策目標的模式。公私部門的協力合作，並不是否定傳統公部門或私部門的角色，而是透過私部門的力量，減輕政府的負擔，並有助於提高政策的執行效率及品質。
在台灣，由於政府人力、財力有限，公私部門的協力合作模式已經進行一段時間，公營事業民營化、民間參與公共建設、政府服務委外經營，都是明顯的例證。公私部門協力合作重點不在於減輕政府的負擔，而是積極引進民間的能量，以更快達成組織所設定的目標。為了促進更多更有效的公私部門協力合作模式，政府宜提供民間參與的誘因；強調合作雙方權利義務平等，避免上對下的態度；促進彼此的溝通信任，建立雙贏的夥伴關係，都將有助於公私部門協力合作的成功。
三、中國大陸研究的重要性

在參訪過程中，可深刻體會到美國政府及智庫對中國大陸的重視，投入了很多資源在了解大陸，廣泛與大陸進行交流。很多參訪機構的人員訪問過大陸，或在大陸設有據點，或與大陸有合作關係，此外，他們對大陸的諸多議題表示興趣，如人民幣匯率、美國對大陸的貿易逆差、食品安全、二氧化碳排放、網路自由度、民族主義、政治接班人、高鐵建設，甚至包括作家韓寒。反觀台灣，面對中國大陸的崛起，我們對它的了解似乎還不夠廣泛、不夠深入，中國大陸版圖龐大，在國際的舞台又日趨重要，我們有必須投入更多的資源研究中國大陸。此外，由於中國大陸的變化十分快速，政府積極推展兩岸良性互動的同時，也有必要透過安排專題演講、影片或是書籍，讓公務人員可更深入了解今日的中國大陸。

Over 225 current and former heads of government and state and many other distinguished world leaders in the public and private sectors have participated in the International Visitor Leadership Program. 

Program Administrator: Graduate School, International Institute

The International Institute was established within the Graduate School in order to provide professional training and educational services to government agencies, U.S. government employees with international responsibilities, international organizations and non-governmental organizations throughout the world. International Forum on Globalization (IFG)

Bowfin Submarine and Museum (the ticket booth here is where you will purchase tickets to other sites at Pearl Harbor as well), U.S.S. Oklahoma Memorial, Battleship Missouri Memorial, and the Pacific Aviation Memorial.  For lunch, there is a snack shop at the Arizona Memorial Visitor Center, Sliders Grill (serving burgers and hot dogs) at the Battleship Missouri Memorial, and Laniakea Café (serving fool meals) at the Pacific Aviation Memorial.  ***A map of the Arizona Memorial/Bowfin visitor area and a map of the Pearl Harbor sites have both been included in your program folder***

The USS Arizona Memorial, now part of the World War II Valor in the Pacific National Monument is operated by the National Park Service. Admission is free and tickets are distributed on a first-come, first-served basis for timed programs to the memorial beginning at 8:00AM, with the last ferry leaving at 3:00 PM.  Please note, there may be a wait.  The Memorial closes promptly at 5:00 PM.

USS Bowfin Submarine Museum and Park is a member of the Pearl Harbor Historic Partners, four separate organizations that cooperate in telling the story of the attack on Pearl Harbor and the history of the War in the Pacific.  The park is divided into 2 sections, the museum, and the submarine itself.  Admission for both the museum and the submarine is $10.  Admission for the museum only is $5.  The Park closes promptly at 5:00 PM.

Battleship Missouri Memorial - Pier Foxtrot 5, Pearl Harbor - See the Mighty Mo, veteran of three wars and the site of Japan's surrender at the conclusion of the Second World War.  Walk the decks of one of America's most formidable warships, and imagine the power of her nine 16-inch guns. General admission is $20 with various tour options that can be arranged at the time of ticket purchase (at USS Bowfin ticket booth).  A shuttle runs in front of the USS Bowfin Park to take visitors to the Missouri.  The Memorial closes promptly at 5:00 PM.

The USS Oklahoma Memorial is also part of the World War II Valor in the Pacific Mational Monument, and operated by the National Park Service. It is located on Ford Island, just outside the entrance to the Battleship Missouri Memorial. Admission is free.  The Memorial closes promptly at 5:00 PM.

Pacific Aviation Museum - Pearl Harbor, located on Ford Island in the original hangers that survived the attack that brought America into the War in the Pacific.  The museum features a fantastic array of vintage aircraft, many fully restored and others being prepared for future display. Flight Simulators, the Museum Store, and the Laniākea Café help make this a must-see stop on your visit to Pearl Harbor.  Admission is $15.  The Museum closes promptly at 5:00 PM.

The Pacific Tsunami Warning Center (PTWC)

As the primarly operational headquarters for the Pacific Tsunami Warning System, PTWC provides warnings for Pacific basin teletsunamis (tsunamis that can cause damage far away from their source) to almost every country around the Pacific rim and to most of the Pacific island states. This function is carried out under the auspices of the UNESCO/IOC International Coordination Group for the Pacific Tsunami Warning System. A few destructive teletsunamis are generated each century by great earthquakes around the Pacific rim. Such tsunamis can propagate across the entire Pacific in less than 24 hours, and cause widespread destruction along shorelines located thousands of miles from the source. With ever-increasing population and development along most coastlines, there is a corresponding increase in risk. The last destructive teletsunami occurred in 1964 following the great Alaska earthquake.
