Title of Project:
Study of Best Practices in Teaching and Learning Languages in APEC Economies: Lesson Study Applications
Brief description of Project : its purpose and the principal activities (including when and where) :
This project aims to:
Share the concept and examples of Lesson Study, through a DVD Workshop, as a realistic and effective approach for in-service primary and secondary school teachers’ professional development in the area of language teaching in order to promote higher proficiency in shared languages for the good of economic life and development among the APEC member economies; and collaboratively apply and evaluate the Lesson Study approach for the pragmatic teaching of languages among the APEC member economies.

Principal Activities:
In order to achieve the goals of the project, activities will be implemented in three phases.

Phase I  
A DVD workshop on Lesson Study will be prepared for distribution among key language educators and/or primary and secondary school language teaching groups (mainly upper primary and lower secondary) in APEC member economies in order to share the concepts and means of applying this approach to language teachers’ professional development. In addition to describing the approach, a sample Lesson Study of a real-life English lesson in one of the APEC economies will be featured. (January 2009-January 2010)

Phase II 
Each co-sponsoring APEC member economy will engage in promoting the Lesson Study project and developing at least one language teaching Lesson Study in their economy and corresponding DVD. (January 2010-July 2010) 

Phase III 
An APEC Symposium on Lesson Study in Language Teaching will be organized in order to share teaching approaches and lessons learned for developing effective and practical language teaching across economies. The symposium will be co-hosted by Chinese Taipei, the Lead Shepherd’s Office and SEAMEO RELC in Singapore, 19~21 April 2010.

高成效、有效率且資源豐碩：「課堂研究」使教師們能幫助彼此更加專業Productive, Efficient, Resourceful: Lesson Study Helps Teachers Help One Another Grow Professionally

由12個亞太經濟合作組織〈APEC〉經濟體來的語言教師及研究者當作切身實踐者，提出極佳的正面回應報告，顯示「課程研究」對語言教師來說是有助專業發展的一項活動。上述報告於2010年APEC曁東南亞教育部教育組織〈SEAMEO〉的區域語言中心〈RELC〉之「Language Education: An Essential for a Global Economy」首次合作的國際研討會「課程研究組」中發表，該研討會於四月十九至二十一日於新加坡舉行。
Language teachers and researchers from 12 APEC member economies brought fascinating reports of positive practitioner responses to Lesson Study as a professional development activity for language teachers. Lessons Learned from the Lesson Study Project

	Name :Dr. Li-Jiuan Lilie Tsay

	Lesson study has been used in Japan for more than one hundred and fifty years. It involves a group of teachers working collaboratively to prepare a single lesson in detail. Co-funded by the Asian-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) Lesson Study Group and Taiwan’s Ministry of Education (MOE), this project was conducted in 2009 for the purpose of finding out whether lesson study can be implemented in different levels of schools, including primary, junior high and senior high schools. This project is comprised of two phases implemented in three schools from three different levels of education. This paper focuses on the implementation of lesson study in senior high school. In the first phase, English was the subject experimented, and Chinese for the second phase. After careful consideration, a vocational school of senior high level was chosen because to increase vocational school students’ levels of interest in learning has long been a challenging task for many educators. Language learning is not regarded as being as useful as other practical subjects and thus has long been neglected. Results revealed from both the quantitative and qualitative components of the research showed a remarkable improvement in students’ interest in learning both languages. The whole processes of the two stages in this project seemed simple. However, it actually cohered with what Lewis (2002) and Watanabe (2007) had stated--the process may seem easy, the culture is difficult to share among teachers of teaching the same subjects. 



	Dr. Tsay has been involved in the teaching field for more than 15 years. Currently she works as an assistant professor in Ming Chuan University, Dept. of Applied English in Chinese Taipei. Her expertise falls in the teaching and training for public speaking occasions. Besides teaching, Dr. Tsay has also engaged actively in publishing. Her recent interest in the research of Lesson Study has been heavily related to the improvement of teaching practice.

	    The goal of this example is to stimulate second graders’ intrinsic English learning motivations through enjoyable and reproducible activities. The improvements in learning and teaching activities included acquiring and reviewing new vocabulary through PPT slides, learning new patterns with a cartoon character, playing challenging pattern games with a toy and doing homework through on-line games. 

    Although the number of the participants and the discussion format of the lesson study were not ideal, the improved activities based on learning rather than teaching attracted the students’ attention. 

    In the second stage of sharing the implemented experiences to another teacher, the outcome of applying the lesson study in teaching fourth graders Mandarin was also remarkable. Owing to the clear teaching procedure, the student-teacher-interaction was improved. The students also showed their appreciation for the classroom activities on the feedback survey.

	Lydia Chang is an English teacher at Taipei Municipal Gu-ting Elementary School with over 20 years of classroom experience. She is also a senior editor of English textbooks for elementary students in the Taiwan area.

	Building on ongoing experimentation and reflection on intercultural language learning as an orientation to language learning, this example of Lesson Study in Language Education in Indonesian language teaching in Australia focuses on developing students’ intracultural awareness, developing interaction that recognises that people from different linguistic and cultural backgrounds may see the world in different ways and considering issues of identity. The teacher reflects on themes including: “building the field”; student-centred-ness; activities that encourage both problem-solving and helping students to see that they make value judgments; students’ realisation that Indonesians may have different ways of socialising; the concepts she wishes to communicate; and identity. The researcher reflects on the role of the two languages; the role of teachers and students in collaborative interaction; intercultural language learning as both communication and ongoing analysis of students’ experience of language and culture; and the need to focus on the processes of interpretation and meaning-making in collaborative learning, teaching and research.

	Angela Scarino is an Associate Professor of Applied Linguistics and Director of the Research Centre for Languages and Cultures in the School of Communication, International Studies and Languages at the University of South Australia. Her research is focused on intercultural language learning, language assessment and teacher education. Her most recent publications include:

Lesson Study 2: Brunei Darussalam + China

	Pupils: Year 6A (29 pupils) and Year 6B (28 pupils)
Lesson: Working out word meaning from context.

Goals of the Lesson:

1. The learners will work out word meaning from content to develop independent learning strategies.

2. The learners will develop meta-cognitive skills.
Reflection:

   We developed a research lesson on the topic of “Working out word meaning from context”. We chose this topic because from my experience, I observed it is a struggle for most second language learners. I realized the higher ability learners were able to apply skills to work out the meaning of words but the rest have difficulties in doing so. The pupils have the tendency to rely solely on rote learning. This will become a continuous practice which will cause them to lack strategies to cope with new vocabulary in answering questions or text that requires deeper comprehension.



	   To achieve the goals, we tried to design a lesson base on ‘fun and learning’ activities. During the lesson, the pupils were concentrating and on task most of the time. The pupils responded actively to the poem and other activities as they encountered “alien words” e.g. kanick and forink and tried to make out the meaning from context.

   Usually, the pupils tend to be quiet when there are strangers in the class. But they were so engrossed and participated actively in the lesson. They tried to explain their answer which was a very good beginning for developing their meta-cognitive skills. The target pupils were actively involved in the lesson and learning process evidently took place. This shows in the post test given to them.

   The lesson was successful but we encountered some problems:

1. Limited time to elicit pupil’s explanation for their answer. 

2. Bilingual is inevitable to reach the goals of the lesson.

Lesson Study 3: Hong Kong-China + Indonesia

	In this lesson, the Learning Study approach is adopted as a mean for in-service English teachers’ professional development. Learning Study has been developed to support both curriculum and teacher development in Hong Kong. Using the Learning Study approach, six primary school English teachers in Hong Kong completed the project to study pupils’ use of pronouns. Based on the pilot test and pre-test result, they found that pupils have a lot of confusion on pronouns and the most important learning difficulty was that they didn’t know how to use appropriate pronouns in certain contexts. Guided by the Variation theory, the teachers collaboratively design a research lesson focusing on pupils’ learning difficulties and carried out four cycles of lessons. In between each cycle, the teachers discussed on the way to improve the lessons based on the data collected from the post- test immediately carried out after each research lesson.

	After the project, it was found that not only had pupils’ learning of English pronouns improved, but the teachers were also empowered in their professional growth. They developed a widened conception of English teaching, a better understanding of pupils’ learning and they were also engaged in an initiative in terms of the collaborative organization of innovative pedagogic activities leading to a greater control of their professional practice. 

	Dr. Ko Po Yuk is the Acting Director of the School Partnership and Field Experience Office of the Hong Kong Institute of Education. She is also the Director of the Center for Learning Study in the Institute. 	The goal of the study on the implementation of lesson study is to know the voice of teachers on the implementation of a lesson study. The study involves three teachers who participated in a lesson study project. The study shows that while the teachers have common problems as they had in the usual English learning teaching in Indonesia they have more hopes and beliefs in the success in the learning teaching using the lesson study approach. The three teachers see the chance for a better cooperation of the teachers involved the project. The cooperation enables the teachers to distribute their teaching assignments, share burden and problems, give peer feedback, and learn from each other. The teachers also see the chance for quality improvement. The project provides the 'best' teacher for each classroom topic, better material preparation, learner-centered problem solution, continuous improvement, and wider improvement impacts. They see a lesson study project as a promising way for English learning teaching process improvement.

Lesson Study 4: Korea + Malaysia + New Zealand + Peru

Setting: A public school in Bucheon City located just outside Seoul

Target Unit: What’s This? 

    This is the first time that my students meet English as a compulsory school subject although some of them have already been exposed to English through various forms of private education. The unit in focus was chosen according to the school curriculum which was developed based on the national English curriculum. The students have just finished the first unit of the textbook in which they learned a couple of simple expressions such as “Hello, I’m Minsu”, and “good-bye”. 

    In this unit, the students continued their learning of simple vocabulary and everyday expressions. In particular, the unit introduced expressions for asking and answering the names of classroom objects (i.e., “what’s this?”, “It’s a pencil.”) and for giving and respond apology (i.e., “I’m sorry.”, “It’s okay.”)

     During the lessons, I tried to include a variety of activities (e.g., games and role plays) and visuals (e.g., video clips and flash cards). The students loved games, especially, hopscotch which we played to practice new vocabulary words. However, I realized that too much competition in playing games could discourage students to speak since they are afraid of losing points by making mistakes. 

    I also noticed that some students, especially those who didn’t have any prior English learning experiences were having hard time understanding me when I spoke English and I decided to use both Korean and English as the means of instruction although TEE (Teaching English in English) is a big push in Korea right now. I think although it is very important to expose students to English as much as possible, input should be at the same time comprehensible. 

    Some students also had difficulty pronouncing English sounds/words, so I allowed them to write the pronunciations of words in Korean on their notes or flashcards. I know some teachers may not like the idea. However, given that the national curriculum doesn’t introduce reading and writing until 4th grade, it is necessary to allow students to use Korean to record the sounds. Otherwise it will be hard for them to remember the words. 

    Finally, diverse backgrounds and proficiency levels among the students also led me to differentiate my instruction and create different materials for different students. I feel particularly responsible for those students who don’t have any access to English outside school. For them, my class will be the only source of exposure to English and thus I like to try my best to help them hear and speak English as much as possible in class by engaging them in many games and activities.

	Dr. Sunhee Choi is an assistant professor at Jeonju University. She received her MS and PhD from the University of Southern California in TESL and Language Education, respectively. She has been involved in developing elementary school English textbooks, both paper and digital formats. Her areas of interest include teacher education, teacher cognition, and second language writing instruction.

	Mr. Chanwoong Kim is a teacher at Yakdae elementary school in Bucheon city. He’s been teaching for more than 12 years now and at the moment he is in charge of the department of curriculum, instruction, and research in his school. One of his areas of interest is how to integrate information technology in teaching. He’s has been actively involved in initial teacher training programs for native English speaking teachers.

	    The Teaching Comparative Adjectives in a Malaysian Classroom lesson study project focused on the teaching of comparative adjectives for Year 3 pupils (age 9).  It was conducted in a government primary school.  The goals of the lesson are to understand and follow simple instructions, to know different forms of comparative adjectives, and to perform a simple chant.

    The project involved a researcher from the Ministry of Education, Malaysia and three English language teachers from Taman Putra Perdana National Primary School in Selangor, Malaysia.  Three Year 3 classes chosen for the project were quite similar in terms of pupil characteristics to enhance research reliability. The three classes were homogeneously Malay in ethnicity and comprised of mixed ability pupils.

    The leading teacher in this project found it very useful to have input from the observers to better improve her lesson plan. She also discovered that Lesson Study gave her an opportunity to think deeper about her teaching methods and strategies. In the course of discussing with her colleagues, she was able to come up with more ideas to improve on her class instruction and teaching practice.  

     The teachers also noted some apprehensions with the implementation of Lesson Study. It would require some thought on the administrative side in terms of minimizing disruption to the daily schooling environment. In order to observe each other’s classes, teachers would have to ensure that their daily teaching time-tables do not clash.  It is not easy to find a suitable time whereby other teachers are free to observe.

	Goal:  to engage and motivate students to use German meaningfully.  To let go of the teacher role and allow students to use the language and observe their progress.

    The teacher reflected that she had been spending more time talking to the students than giving them opportunities to use German themselves.  When they did use German it was to practise certain forms and the students quickly became disengaged. 



	    After reflection and discussion of observed lessons with a facilitator from the Teacher Professional Development in Languages (TPDL) project, the teacher set herself the goals of using simple, comprehensible German for most social, instructional and classroom management language, starting the students on the task of using the new language very quickly so there was maximum opportunity for students to use German, and assessing the learning of every child formatively and rigorously.

    She found that by maximising the students’ opportunities to hear and use the language, and providing them with the language to negotiate meaning, the students were engaged in using German for most of the lesson and she was free to listen to each student to assess their success on the learning intentions.

Classroom setting:  A Year 6 class who study German formally for 45 minutes per week.  The students are of mixed ethnic and linguistic backgrounds and are learning in an English medium state school.  For most of the class English is not their first language.

	Lesson Study Applications to Language Teaching in the Philippines

    This lesson study in language education aims to practice collaborative approach in teaching and learning, and give and receive support from colleagues towards learning improvement. Also, it specifically intends to develop effective lesson plans in teaching students the skill in getting main idea of a text.

    The lesson study (LS) has involved two education program supervisors from Department of Education-Philippines and five teachers of English in Casimiro A. Ynares Sr. Memorial National High School (CAYSMNHS), an urban high school in the Province of Rizal. The lesson plans were prepared for first year students of CAYSMNHS. Ms. Cherrylou D. de Mesa served as facilitator of the LS group.  

    From the identification of focus skill to preparation of lesson plans, the LS group accomplished all the tasks as a team. The group had extensive discussion in identifying the focus skill, topics and learning strategies for each lesson plan. This process has proven to every member that lesson study is an effective scheme in improving learning outcomes through collaborative lesson plan preparation particularly for complicated topics.  

	    Classroom teachers involved in the LS group welcome the lesson study as another scheme that can facilitate development of innovative ideas in teaching-learning and addressing instructional concerns. In the Philippines, lesson study is synonymous to methods such as learning action cell (LAC) and mentoring program which involve small group of educators/teachers.  

	Ms. Nenita Olairez is an Education Program Supervisor II for Elementary English of the Department of Education-Cordillera Autonomous Region (CAR) in the Philippines.  She has earned Doctor of Philosophy in Educational Management in Baguio Central University. She is now involved in the preparation of CAR Lesson Guides in English with Integration to Social Studies for Grades IV-VI. 

Ms. Cherrylou D. de Mesa is an Education Program Supervisor II for High School English of the Department of Education-Region IV-CALABARZON in the Philippines.  She is a graduate of Master of Arts in Education Major in Administration and Supervision.  She writes modules, curriculum documents and session guides in English language teaching.  She authored workbooks for second language learners of English.

Lesson Study 6: Thailand + USA

	     This presentation is based on the course I taught, English for Agriculture 1, for first year students of Maejo University. They came from vocational colleges and registered in a 2-year program for a bachelor’s degree. I did a class survey by adapting Horwitz’s BALLI instruments and Gardner’s attitude and motivation questionnaires.         

    Based on the survey and their educational backgrounds, I considered my students low achieving students. In addition, my class was large with nearly 60 students. Every time I teach, I find interesting things in my students and in my teaching. I realized that the course descriptions did not fit their needs; they really wanted to master English but did

	not know how to start; and they loved to learn bit by bit in a repeated patterned way. 
    More interestingly, I found out that their personal life affected their learning greatly. I needed to be ready to explain certain things (such as vocabulary and grammar structures) and unexpectedly as well to be a personal consultant. Sometimes I thought they already knew items, but often times they did not. I expected them to do certain things but they ignored these. It seems that the students’ expectations and mine did not match. 
    Even though I have been teaching this course and these types of students for many years, I discover that teaching them is a professional challenge. Yet, teaching them is like creating a work of art that is unique and rewarding.

	Jirada Wudthayagorn is an assistant professor at the Faculty of Liberal Arts and a Director of Maejo University Language Center in Chiang Mai, Thailand.  She won a Royal Thai Government Scholarship for her Ph.D. in foreign language education from the University of Pittsburgh, USA.  Her research interest is language assessment.

	This presentation will focus on a project by the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL) that provides models of appropriate  standards-based teaching practice for the K-16 language teaching profession in the USA. 四、參觀新加坡Angla-Chinese School心得分享
在亞洲國家中，新加坡是唯一採取雙語政策，並以英語為第一官方語言的國家，但各族學生均需學習母語，做為保留傳統文化的媒介。新加坡居民以華人、馬來西亞人及印度人為主，多種種族的背景，是構成語言多樣化的因素之一。新加坡小學前3年的課程主要以語言學習為主，之後學生依考試成績及雙語能力分流至「普通雙語課程」、「擴大雙語課程」及「單語課程」，並在小5年級及6年級時依成績修習3種語言分流課程：EM1（英語和母語均為第一語言程度）、EM2（母語為第二語言程度）、EMO（母語以口語型式學習）。中學則依小學離校考試成績，將學生分流進入「特別」（special）、「快通」（express）及「普通」（normal）課程，特別及快通課程學生學習2種語言，4年級結束時參加考試，通過者可進入大學預備學校就讀；能力較差的普通課程學生，可在通過初試後再學習一年後參加考試，通過者可一樣進入大學預備學校就讀，其他學生可參加職業訓練或直接進入就業市場。
在新加坡教育部學校司之安排下，我們與馬來西亞教育部課程發展組之研究及評量科副主任Chin Mei Chin博士於4月22日上午參觀新加坡當地最好的公立學校之一：Angla-Chinese School(英-中學校)參觀其英語教學。由新加坡教育部學校司首席特級教師黃黛菁、該校英語系主任Morgan Zhou及新加坡華文教研中心延晶陪同參觀及講解，我們在該校小學6年級的課堂上實地觀察其英語教學的實況，其教師及學生問答全部以英語進行，學生為已經過分流篩選的資優生，英語程度極高，教師在課堂上要求學生輪流以英文口語表達某一些以圖片顯示的情境，藉此培養學生觀察力、組織力及口語表達能力，教師並更換不同的圖片及題目讓學生鍊習，學校則利用段考及期末考時再測驗學生的學習成果。特別值得一提的是，該名教學在課堂初開始時及結束前，均播放美國歌唱比賽節目:「American Idle」非裔美人之流行音樂及舞蹈片斷，以提高學生學習興趣。
該校雖為公立學校，但設備不亞於私立貴族學校，學校擁有最先進的硬體設備，如各種運動場及電腦設備等，在該校任教之教師亦皆一時之選，擁有新加坡最好的大學學歷及教學訓練，讓人不免感歎新加坡真是「菁英教育」，最好的學生只要能通過考試，不分家境好壞，皆能以付極少之學費得到最好的設備及教學資源。

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肆、重要心得與建議

    在每個經濟體裡，研究者和教師們組成小組，共同計畫、執行及評估在單一或多語言教室中「課程研究」所帶來的效果。此一研究組由中華台北教育部及APEC共同贊助，每個會員體都會報告其計畫進度、所遇經驗及過程中所學。在多數會員體中，教師及研究者所組成的小組，都利用當地教育體系的現有架構去執行這項活動。

    In each economy, researchers and teachers teamed up to plan, execute and assess a Lesson Study in one or more language classrooms. In the Lesson Study Track, sponsored by the Chinese Taipei Ministry of Education and APEC, each member economy reported on the process they followed, experiences encountered and lessons learned along the way. In most member economies, the teacher/researcher team made use of existing structures in the local education system to implement this activity. 
    參與的教師給於非常正面的回應。雖然該項計劃一開始看來像是不可能的任務，但在完成且有眾人檢討時，教師們很快就發現該項共同研究的價值及所帶來的喜悅。研究者及決策者也發覺，該模式對提升在職教師的專業發展方面極有效率。只要教師們願意，都可在自身所任教的學校或鄰近的學校參與該計畫，如此能降低因成本考量而限制參與受訓教師數量的現象。

    The response on the part of participating teachers was overwhelmingly positive. Though the project appeared formidable at first, once it was accomplished and everyone was reflecting on the study lesson, teachers quickly recognized the value and joy of collaboration. Researchers and policy makers realized the efficiency of this model for promoting in-service teachers’ professional development. As many teachers who are willing, can participate in or near their local schools, reducing the need to limit expensive in-service training courses to just a few school representatives each year.

    在所有會員體完成報告後，「課程研究在語言教學中的應用」討論活動中激盪出許多想法。參與者規劃出「課程研究」後續合作潛在研究主題。其中包括(1) 「課程研究」對於教師角色、教師學習和教師表現的影響；(2) 「課程研究」在大學教育的應用；(3)探究會員體中推廣「課程研究」的最佳方法；(4) 「課程研究」合作計畫中文化所扮演的角色，及在合作、教學和學習過程中，各文化的影響。

    In fruitful discussions on Lesson Study Applications for Language Teaching at the end of the member economy presentations, participants identified potential themes for projects to follow-up on collaboration in Lesson Study. These include: (1) Effects of Lesson Study on Teacher Role, Teacher Learning and Teacher Performance; (2) Lesson Study Applications for University Teaching; (3) Exploring Best Practices for Promotion of Lesson Study Throughout a Member Economy; and (4) Role of Culture in Lesson Study Collaborations, and Influence of Culture on how we Collaborate, Teach, and Learn.
