	Objective:  What does the project seek to achieve?

The objectives are listed as followed:

1. Assist member economies to establish control scheme of ear infrared thermometer

2. Share the knowledge on the legislation, standards and regulations between different economies and harmonize with each other in metrology or health.

3. Make our participants get to know more about verification, calibration and type approval for Infrared Ear thermometers.

4. Use the results in the discussions to establish the OIML and ISO/IEC standards and thus wipe out the trade barriers.

Relevance: How does the project meet the priorities of your forum and APEC as a whole? Why should APEC undertake this project? 

In 2007, the HTF was renamed the Health Working Group (HWG) and identified the following areas as priorities: 

· Preparedness for and response to public health threats, including avian and human pandemic influenza and vector borne diseases.

· Improving health outcomes through advances in health information technology.

Infrared Ear thermometer has been wildly used to screen patient during the outbreak of HIN1 flu and SARS. The main target of this project is to assist APEC member economies in developing common understanding about the current standards and regulations on Infrared Ear thermometers and to meet the HWG’s priorities mentioned above.
The advantages of Infrared Ear thermometer is faster (it only takes about one to three seconds), safer, and easier to use. By applying this training plan, we can share the Infrared-Ear-thermometer-related regulations (or standards), the metrological control, and the need (seminar, training, etc) among member economies and thus make patients screening more complete.
