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	Progress Report of Legal Metrology Activities in Indonesia
Directorate of Metrology (DoM) is one of Government organization who has a responsibility of the authority in conducting the legal metrology activities in the Republic of Indonesia. Referring to the Ministry of Trade of the Republic of Indonesia Decree number 01/M-DAG/Per/3/2005 on the organization and structure of Ministry of Trade, DoM has main effort on drafting and regulating the policy, standardization, technical assistance, supervision, and evaluation on legal metrology. 

The vision of Dom is to establish the effective and efficiency of legal metrology system in order to increase the competitiveness of domestic products and services at global market and also consumer and producer protection.

1. Legislation

1.1. Implementation of ASEAN Common Requirement for Pre-packaged Products

The technical regulation for quantity of prepackaged products is revising in line with ASEAN Common Requirements for Pre-packaged Goods.

1.2. Expansion legal metrology activities by municipal/city governments

By the issued of Government act on Government Functions  Sharing among Central Government, Province Government, and Municipal/City Government, recent legal metrology activities was also held by Municipal/City Government in particular re/verification services where previous is done by Provincial offices.

1.3. Verification of kWh Meters and Water Meters by Third Parties.

In aiming to boost the re/verification services for measuring instruments which have large number such as kWh meters and water meters, Indonesia was plan to develop the verification system of kWh meters and water meters that can be done by participating the third parties testing laboratory. Some mechanism and technical requirements is also prepared.

This training course was organized by Directorate of Metrology in collaborating with APLMF and Metrology Training Center of Ministry of Trade of the Republic of Indonesia. The training course was held on 7 – 10 June 2010 in Bandung, Indonesia.
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
