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Roadshow eyes US investment

Taiwan is hoping to attract US investment in a one-week roadshow beginning on
Saturday, the Council for Economic Planning and Development (CEPD) said yesterday.

The seven-day roadshow includes three investors conferences in New York, San
Francisco and Los Angeles, with 40 enterprise visits, the council said.

“We hope the roadshow will convince corporations in the US to invest more in Taiwan,
as well as build strategic alliances with local companies,” Council for Economic
Planning and Development Minister Christina Liu (Z[{&#4[1) told a media briefing.

The roadshow is targeting investment in five main industries — biotechnology and
international medical, green energy and electric vehicles, high technology, culture and
creative sector with digital content, and land development and hotels — from related
corporations in US, Liu said.

Other than encouraging investment from the US, the roadshow has arranged 40 visits to
corporations in the US, including Google, Facebook and Oracle Corp, for participants to
tap into their experience, Liu said.

“We expect to be the bridge urging cooperation between the two sides, while helping
clients interested in investing in Taiwan to enter Taiwan’s financial market at the
soonest,” Citibank Taiwan Ltd (57&7{L}iE) chairman Victor Kuan (& F%) said.

This is the third overseas roadshow by the CEPD since the council launched the “Invest
in Taiwan” project in August last year. The council led the first roadshow to Singapore
in November and held the second one in India in February.

More than 100 participants — including industry representatives and government
officials — are participating on this trip, the most among the three roadshows, Liu said.

Liu did not specify the the roadshow’s investment target, but she said the “Invest in
Taiwan” project has attracted investment interest worth more than NT$1.1 trillion
(US$38.39 billion) in potential capital from the second half of last year to the first
quarter of this year.

At a separate forum yesterday, pundits said the government should relax its controls on
investments from China to attract more global private equity investors interested in
Chinese markets to consider investing more in related Taiwanese companies.

“The government should increase the maximum limit for Chinese corporations to invest
in Taiwan from the current limit of 30 percent,” China Development Industrial Bank
(FFERHEE T 2E$R7T) senior vice president Dennis Chiang (JT.7E%%) told a media
briefing.

The government should also clarify the definition of capital investment from China,
ruling out investments from Chinese with a company listed in a third country, Chiang
said.
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Most private investors interested in Taiwanese companies are from Japan, especially in
the retail industry, Chiang said.

“The Japanese investors believe more in Taiwan-based companies than China-based
ones,” Chiang said.

However, Taiwan should see itself as the core of Greater China instead of limiting itself
to the smaller Taiwanese market to lure more investment from abroad, said Tony Luh
(FE&$S), a founding managing director at DFJ DragonFund China (12" &t5E Rk (=7

San Francisco firms embrace CEPD delegation

Taiwan's efforts to solicit business in San Francisco have been met wild with
enthusiasm from local companies, said Christina Liu, chairwoman of the Council for
Economic Planning and Development (CEPD), which is currently leading a delegation
visiting the United States.

“I've never seen anything like this before,” Liu said.

San Francisco was the group's second stop in the United States, which was the third leg
of the CEPD's globetrotting business solicitation trip.

CEPD held an investment symposium in the Golden Coast city on May 18, drawing a
myriad of participants who formed a long queue outside the venue well before the start
of the event.

During the symposium, Liu delivered a keynote speech asking U.S. businesses to come
to Taiwan, which she said was their best partner in Asia.

The delegation has already scored successes during this trip, she said. For example,
Orbcomm has signed memorandums of understanding with Taiwan's Evergreen, Yang
Ming and Chunghwa Telecom. A renowned jewelry manufacturer has expressed interest
in setting up resort hotels in the island county of Penghu. Honeywell meanwhile will
discuss partnership opportunities with Aerospace Industrial Development Corp.

“This business solicitation trip has already produced better-than-expected results,” Liu
said.

She emphasized that from July 2010 to this past March, foreign investors have
expressed their willingness to invest a total of NT$1.2 trillion in Taiwan due to its
superb business environment.

San Francisco is undeniably America's technology powerhouse, Liu said, adding that
Taiwan and San Francisco have developed strong, solid ties, especially in the area of
semiconductor manufacturing as well as the production of other high-tech products.

She said Taiwan's economic status has been further strengthened by the historic
economic cooperation framework agreement (ECFA) with China, in essence a free trade
agreement with the other side of the strait in the absence of diplomatic ties.

The trade symposium was in part organized by Citibank, which pointed out that it has
set up a business liaison office on the West Coast in charge of connecting U.S.
enterprises with Taiwan.

Burrill persuaded to invest in Taiwan

The Council for Economic Planning and Development (CEPD) said yesterday it
persuaded Burrill & Company LLC, a US life sciences merchant bank focused
exclusively on companies involved in biotechnology and international medical

industries, to invest US$30 million in Taiwanese firms.

The council said a 100-member delegation led by Council for Economic Planning and

Development Minister Christina Liu (%!

[fE40) saw strong interest from biotechnology
and medical companies in investing in Taiwan during its stay in San Francisco, part of

the council’s seven-day “Invest in Taiwan” roadshow in the US.

Burrill & Company, based in San Francisco, has reached a preliminary agreement with
the trade delegation to invest in Taiwanese companies to enter the Chinese and Japanese
markets, the council said, adding that the US company has committed to a US$30

million investment in Taiwanese firms.

Impax Laboratories Inc, a California-based specialty pharmaceutical company that has
invested US$1.1 billion in Taiwan’s Jhunan Science Park (7TEEFIE2E[E), has also
promised to continue investments in Taiwan, the council said, citing the delegation’s

visit on Wednesday.

The council said the delegation had visited other companies in San Francisco, including
Oracle Corp, before departing for Los Angeles yesterday. The delegation is scheduled to

return to Taipei tomorrow, it said.
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CEPD to visit US to attract investment

The Council for Economic Planning and Development (CEPD) is set to lead a
delegation to the United States to drum up investment on Saturday. The council's
minister, Christina Liu, said the trip is to attract foreign investment in a number of
different industries in Taiwan.

"Land development and the hotel industry are quite popular," said Liu. "[Investors]
are very interested in having Taiwan's delegation visit. Many of them have also
showed a great interest in investing in tourism-related fields such as the hotel and
restaurant industries.”

Other industries to be promoted include biotechnology, international medical

services, green energy, electric cars, high technology, cultural innovation, and digital
content.

The Taiwan delegation will visit New York, San Francisco and Los Angeles next week.

The Council for Economic Planning and Development (CEPD) said yesterday it expected
more companies in San Francisco to invest in Taiwan after the government signed a
memorandum of understanding with Orbcomm Inc, a leading provider of global satellite
and cellular data communications solutions, in MNew York on Tuesday.

Council for Economic Flanning and Development Minister Christina Liu (B[{80) led a 100
--member strong delegation to the US on Saturday for a seven-day "Invest in Taiwan”
roadshow, hoping to attract US investment.

The council said the trade delegation made progress in the first stop, Mew York, by
signing a memorandum of understanding with Orbcomm, a New Jersey-based company
that planned to set up a joint venture with Taiwanese shipping firms to enter the Chinese
and Southeast Asian markets.

Yang Ming Marine Transport Corp (BFEHHg#), the nation's -second-biggest container
shipping line, which has sent executives as part of the trade delegation, has expressed
interest in Orbcomm's satellite monitoring and temperature control solutions, the council
said.

The council said it expected that the delegation would attract investments via the San
Francisco and Los Angeles presentations and more enterprise wisits, adding that a
number of US firms have expressed interest in investing in Taiwan, especially in view of
the advantages of the cross-strait Economic Cooperation Framework Agreement and a
reduction in corporate taxes.

One of the members of Liu's delegation, Citibank Taiwan Ltd {& ) chairman Victor
Kuan (ZEEE), said in New York that his bank has successfully used its commercial
banking platforms in major US cities, such as Mew Yorlk, San Francisco and Los Angeles,
to help 88 US companies invest in Taiwan in recent years.

Given Asia's rapid development and the sustained economic growth in Taiwan and
China, many US enterprises have set their sights on Asia and are interested in gaining
footholds in Taiwan or the Chinese market, Kuan said

"But they are not familiar with Taiwan's investment regulations and opportunities,” he
said, adding that Citibank has therefore decided to set up Taiwan investment platforms to
help them launch ventures in Taiwan.
