本會陳副主任委員正宏率團訪問拉脫維亞：台拉立三邊科技合作年會10週年之旅
國科會陳正宏副主任委員於2011年10月10-15日率訪團前往波羅的海國家進行訪問，第一站前往拉脫維亞首都里加Riga，參加台灣－拉脫維亞－立陶宛三邊諮議會議，並拜會拉脫維亞教育暨科學部，以及拉脫維亞科學院。隨行人員尚有國合處傅研究員顯達、駐德科技組彭組長雙俊、林秘書惠珍。
從2001年起，台灣就與波羅的海中的兩國－拉脫維亞及立陶宛－進行科研交流。今年是三邊科研合作機制執行第10年，陳副主委除了前往拉脫維亞參加三邊諮議會議外，並受邀對台拉立三邊合作10週年紀念發表演說。
陳副主委表示，10年前波羅的海國家對台灣而言是"美麗卻很遙遠"的地方，距離1萬公里，搭機20小時。但因歷史經驗的相似，讓台灣人民非常關心他們的發展。1989年手牽手的和平示威活動Baltic Way，更感動了台灣。從2001年開啓了台拉立三邊共同研究合作機制，促成學者之間的密切交流。透過這個合作平台，也拉近了台灣與波羅的海"美麗卻很遙遠"國家的距離。
陳副主委舉出過去10年合作申請案件的倍增，以及研究品質的提升，希望在現有的互動基礎上能再進一步增加歐盟的合作計畫，深化交流。
同樣是三邊會議主席的立陶宛教育暨科學部次長Dr. Nerija Putinaite亦對過去10年來成功的合作表示肯定，並同意陳副主委的構想，她企盼能徵詢學者意見，加強機制，為接下來10年的合作鋪路。
陳副主委亦拜會拉脫維亞教育暨科學部次長Mareks Gruskevics，就未來合作重點交換意見；也前往國科會最早建立關係的拉脫維亞科學院拜會，由院長Prof. Juris Ekmanis率主席團成員接待。此外訪團亦參訪拉國重要研究機構---The Laser centre of the University of Latvia。
本次台拉立三邊科技合作年會在拉脫維亞首都里加之科學院召開，由該院Prof. Andrejs Silins副院長主持，會議計通過繼續補助進行中計畫案6件及審議通過2011年新申請案3件，並由三方簽署會議紀錄，其中尚包括通過在今年底前設計完成問卷，調查對此三邊合作之意見及未來優先合作領域之意見，並於明年5月底將調查結果送本會據以彙總完成綜合報告。

附錄四
Agreement on Scientific Cooperation

between

The National Science Council of Taiwan

and
The Estonian Science Foundation
The National Science Council of Taiwan (hereinafter referred to as NSC), The Estonian Science Foundation (hereinafter referred to as ETF), hereinafter referred as "the Parties", recognizing the important role and the mutual benefit of bilateral scientific cooperation between Taiwan and Estonia, have agreed as follows:

Article I
The Parties shall, within their spheres of competence, promote and support cooperation between scientists, scientific institutions of the Parties and universities of Taiwan and all fields of science represented at the ETF.
The Parties will encourage direct contacts and cooperation between research teams and individual scientists.
Article II

The cooperation within the framework of this Agreement will be implemented through the following measures:


1. Exchange visit of scientists.


2. Organizing of joint workshops and symposia.


3. Development and implementation of joint research projects.

If necessary, the implementing mechanism for these activities can be further specified in the Annexes to be attached to this Agreement. Such Annexes shall form a working part of the Agreement, and are subject to agreement by both Parties, through exchange of letters.
Article III

Both Parties will make every effort to facilitate and raise funds to make this cooperation feasible. However, each cooperative activity (exchange of scientists, joint workshops or research project) will be evaluated individually and in competition with other projects, which means that only projects that are found qualified in this competition will receive financial support.
For the cooperative activities described in the Article II, the sending Party will provide the international travel expenses and the host Party will provide the living allowances and domestic research-related travel expenses. When appropriate, other financial arrangement can be agreed upon.

Article IV

The ETF shall encourage its scientists to invite Taiwanese research teams to submit joint research project proposals for the European Union Framework Programmes. Once a proposal is selected by the EU selection mechanism, the NSC will provide eligible Taiwanese research teams with research funding for participation, in accordance with NSC regulations.
Article V

The present agreement shall enter into effect upon the date of signature by both Parties. It shall continue to be valid thereafter unless either Party notifies the other of its intention to terminate the Agreement. Such notification shall be made in writing at least six months in advance.
Article VI

The present Agreement may be amended at any time by mutual agreement of the Parties through exchange of letters.

Annex 1 to the Agreement on Scientific Cooperation between the National Science Council of Taiwan and the Estonian Science Foundation

Launching the exchange visit programme

The exchange visit programme provides opportunities for researchers from one partner country to visit research institutions in other partner country with aim to facilitate research cooperation between Taiwan and Estonia; promotes mobility, the building of international contacts and knowledge transfer.

1. Fields of Research

1.1. All fields of science represented at the ETF and NSC are included under this programme.

2. Period

2.1. The exchange visit programme will commence in January 2012 and will run for an initial period of three years. In every year, up to three travel grants will be awarded. Length of one travel can be anywhere from 1 – 8 weeks in duration.

3. Eligibility

3.1. Each candidate must possess the citizenship or be a permanent resident of sending country.

3.2. The travel grant can be applied for by a scholar who is holding a doctoral degree and has worked in the research institution of the sending country at least three years prior to the application deadline.

4. Amount of the travel grant
The Parties shall contribute to the programme as follows:

4.1. The sending partner will contribute a sum towards the travel expenses of the researcher. The upper limit of the travel expenses is 1 250 € (ETF) and NT$ 75000 (NSC). Travel expenses include air ticket in the economy class, local transport to the destination and insurance expenses.

4.2. The receiving partner will cover accommodation costs and daily allowances; the host institution in the receiving country ensures all other costs associated with hosting. The amounts of accommodation costs and daily allowances will be agreed by partners prior every call and announced in annual calls.
4.3. Costs will be covered according to the receipts or invoices. 

5. Procedure for applying for the grant

5.1. Partners will organize a public competition for the travel grant and determine the terms and conditions of the competition. The final decision among the applicants is made by sending country in cooperation with receiving country.
5.2. Travel may take place anytime after the awarding of the grant. However, travel must be completed by the end of the calendar year.
6. Documents to be submitted

6.1. The proposal for the travel grant consists of the CV of the applicant with references to major publications and of a scientific description of the intended research project. The application must be submitted in English.

6.2. Proposed projects must directly involve researchers working at a research institution (i.e. university, research laboratory or research institute) of the receiving country.
6.3. Proposals must be based upon a firm potential for research collaboration. The primary objective of the travel will be for the researchers to meet in person and discuss in details the project and determine how to go forward with proposals for funding and research itself. Thus, contact must have already been established with the partner researcher before the application is submitted. 

7. Programme reporting

7.1. A final report on the project is required, and must be submitted three weeks after completion of travel grant. The report should provide a review of activities conducted under the grant and state the future plans for cooperation. The report should not be more than 2 pages (A4 size). More specific guidelines for the report will be given to the successful applicants.
