National Pingtung University of Science and Technology (NPUST) was founded in 1924.
NPUST currently has a total of 27 departments and 33 graduate institutes offering
Master's degrees and 8 Doctoral programs. These departments and graduate institutes
are distributed among six colleges: agriculture, engineering, management,
humanities and social sciences, veterinary medicine and international studies.

Our
ultimate goal 1s tomove NPUST 1into the top 100 Asian universities in the near future.

To further enhance the internationalization of NPUST, the university offers
scholarships to foreign students. Up to 2009, NPUST has recruited more than 200
foreign students. At the beginning, the source of international students was from
Africa and Central and South America, and it has since extended to Oceania and Europe.
After graduation, many students perform very well in research and administration,
and help to promote our diplomatic relationships with foreign countries. We offer
scholarships to Mongolian graduate students which include free tuition fees, or
logging fees, or credit fees, or monthly stipend depending on students’
qualification.
