[Abstract]

National Taichung Library (NTL), a national public library in Taiwan, and public libraries
throughout Taiwan have been working hard and closely together to improve the environment and
services of public libraries to promote reading. The nationwide E-Book Online Service (EBOS) was
created to improve existing service of public libraries to help users more easily engage in e-reading.

NTL has long played a key role as a coordinator library to help guide the development of more than
510 public libraries of different types. EBOS is one of the nationwide public library services that
NTL coordinated to implement. It was officially launched in 2009, serving as a single service
platform of traditional Chinese character e-book for public libraries to serve users who possess
physical library cards in any public library to register as a member to borrow e-books at anytime
and anywhere.

1. Each poster session will last one and one-half (1 %z) hours. During this time, the presenter
must remain at the display to answer questions and discuss informally the contents of the display.

2. Your poster session presentation time cannot be changed. At least one of the authors must be
present at the assigned time. The titles and names of authors of each poster session will appear in
the ALA Program, which is distributed to all who register at the conference. The ALA Poster Session
Booklet, which is available to all who attend poster sessions, lists titles, authors and abstracts of
each poster session.
