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Day 1: (09:00-12:15)

1. Welcome and opening (Prof Yu Yadong, 9:00-9:10)

The Chairperson, Prof. Yu Yadong, welcomed the delegates, noting the first presence of delegates of the Brunei Darussalam as observers and an apology received from VNIIM of Russia.

Participants were then asked to introduce themselves.

2. Approval of the agenda (Prof Yu Yadong, 9:10-9:15)

The draft Agenda was adopted without change.

3. Adoption of Minutes of the 26th GA in Pattaya, Thailand (Prof Yu Yadong, 9:15-9:25)

The Minutes of the 26th APMP General Assembly held on 18-19 November, 2010 in Pattaya, Thailand was adopted without amendments.
4. Chairperson’s report (Prof Yu Yadong, 9:25-9:45)

Prof. Yu Yadong presented a report on the developments of APMP since the 26th General Assembly. Important points concerned:

· the National Standards Center, Brunei’s starting of their process of applying for the Associate Membership of APMP, and BSTI of Bangladesh and NPSL of Pakistan’s achieving of the CIPM MRA signatory status;

· activities and outcomes of the 2011 midyear meetings held from June 27 to July 1, at Ulaan Baatar, Mongolia;

· progress of the “TC initiatives” program;

· activities of the APMP-APLMF Joint Symposium as well as the signing of the APMP-APLMF MoU;

· APMP’s engagement with other stakeholder organizations over the year.

5. Secretary’s Report (Ms Ada Juan Cai, 9:45-10:00)

APMP Secretary, Ms Ada Juan Cai, presented a report on Secretariat’s work progress over 2011. Important points concerned:

· the successful preparation for the two annual meetings and the smooth developments of APMP activities over the year;
· the regular contacts maintained with APMP Members and stakeholder organizations, and an improved cooperative relationship especially with the APLMF;
· APMP’s inputs to, key issues and outcomes of the 2011 JCRB meetings;
· operation of the new APMP website.

6. DEC’s report (Mr Abdul Rashid B. Zainal Abidin, 10:00-10:20)

DEC Chair, Rashid, presented a report on DEC activities over the year, highlighting:

· the success of the first Inter-RMO Workshop on Activities in Support of Small, Emerging and Developing Economy NMIs that was held in Mongolia in conjunction with the 2011 midyear meetings;
· the generation of a draft plan on setting up DEC Working Groups;
· DEC’s progress in developing its 3-year Workplan

· the financial status of the DEC.
6.1 Identification of APMP Developing NMIs for Award purpose
Pertaining to the issue of establishing a new APMP Award to recognize the outstanding contributions of individuals in promoting capacity building of developing NMIs, it was noted that a draft guideline for this Award had been developed and was in principle approved by EC in July 2011 at the midyear meeting, and a key issue identified was how to properly define a scope of Members whom the new Award would be applicable to.

Rashid presented a discussion paper on definition of APMP Developing Economies (DENs), where the Economies’ regular net contributions to the United Nations Budget and the number of CMC entries were used as two major indicators.

After some discussion, delegates all came to a conclusion that the indicator should reflect the technical capacity of an NMI rather than the economic strength of an Economy, and that these criteria should only apply to identifying potential Award recipients. Prof. Yu Yadong further proposed to define the Award to be the one for “developing NMIs” instead of “developing Economies”. At the end, the following recommendations were agreed upon:
Recommendation GA27-1: The 27th GA recommends defining Developing NMIs (DNs) of APMP as those with, in principle, less than 300 CMC entries. The GA clarifies that this definition is only for the DN Award purpose of 2012 and is not related to the level of dotation to the APMP nor the DEC membership. 
7. Treasurer’s Report (Ms Ada Juan Cai, 10:20-10:40)

7.1 APMP expenditure in FY 2009/2010

Ada presented the report prepared by Dr Chua Sze Wey who was the co-opted APMP Treasurer. It was noted that a budget of US $193,600.00 was provided for APMP’s operation in FY10/11, and the total expenditure was US$157,785.77 (there were a number of fund yet to be made). As of 30 September 2011, APMP bank account closed with cash of US$245,890.00, with a sum of US$28,600.00 membership being in arrears from 11 members between FY02/03 to FY10/11. 

7.2 Budget plan for FY 2010/2011

Delegates then then reviewed the draft budget plan for FY11/12 which had been endorsed by EC, noting that EC had proposed to increase the “TC Initiatives” fund for FY11/12 from $20,000 to $40,000, with the $20,000 provided by APMP’s reserved fund.

7.3 Change of APMP’s fiscal year

Pertaining to the issue of whether to re-define APMP’s fiscal year, Ada presented a summary of background reasons, together with a Recommendation made by EC at their first meeting in Kobe that, “The EC recommends changing APMP’s fiscal year (currently from 1 October to 30 September) to be from 1 January to 31 December starting from the year of 2013 for GA approval. The budget for FY11/12 will cover the period from 1 October, 2011 to 31 December, 2012”. 

7.4 Annual review of APMP membership fee structure

Delegates agreed that APMP’s account was in a healthy state and the adjustment of existing membership fee contribution was not necessary.

8. Award Advisory Committee’s report (Dr A. K. Bandyopadhyay, 11:00-11:15)

Chair of the Awards Advisory Committee, Dr. A. K. Bandyopadhyay, presented a report on award related activities, key points including:

· Recipients of Awards 2011: 

· APMP Award: Dr. Rohana Ediriweera (NMIA)
· APMP Iizuka Young Metrologist Prize: Dr. Dong-Hoon Lee (KRISS) and Dr. Victoria Coleman(NMIA)
· APMP Technical Service Award: Dr. Chua Sze Wey (NMC, A*STAR), Dr. Angela Samuel (NMIA), Dr. Takashi Usuda (NMIJ), Dr. Siew Leng Tan (NMC, A*STAR), and Dr. Mizuhiko Hosokawa (NICT)
· Adoption of the revised APMP Award documents and procedures, for example, the APMP Technical Service Award Guidelines had been modified to include EC members and Secretary with service term exceeding two years as eligible candidates. 
· The proposal to open a new Award to recognize remarkable contributions of individuals to promoting the capacity building of developing NMI’s.
9. Status of APMP Chairperson, EC members and TC/DEC Chairs

Ada introduced the current status of EC members and committee chairs.

EC members Candidates, Dr Laurie Besley (NMIA, Australia, for the next Chairperson) and Dr Tim Armstrong (MSL, New Zealand, for a EC member and the Treasurer) were then asked to introduce themselves. Ada also presented the EC’s recommendation for extending Dr Jia-Ruey Duann (CMS, Chinese Taipei)’s EC membership for one-year until GA 2012.
Then each TC Chair introduced their chairship status, the 3 elected new TC Chairs for GA approval included: 

· Mr Sun Qiao (NIM, China) as TCAUV Chair,
· Dr Toshiyuki Takatsuji (NMIJ, Japan) as TCL chair, and

· Dr Huang-Tien LIN (Chunghwa Telecom, Chinese Taipei) as TCTF Chair.
And the 3 incumbent TC Chairs recommended to extend service term for one year until GA 2012 included:

· Dr Ilya Budovsky (TCEM),
· Dr Seung Kwan Kim (TCPR), and
· Dr Juntaro Ishii (TCT).

Dr Andy Henson made a report on behalf of BIPM, important points concerned BIPM’s changes in personnel, members, developments of scientific activities, progress made on implementing the requirements of the resolutions of the 24th CGPM.

Dr Robert Kaarls presented the CIPM report. He in particular highlighted key issues and outcomes of the 2011 JCRB meetings, the CIPM meetings and resolutions of the 24th CGPM. With respect to the 24th CGPM decision to establish a Ad-hoc Working Group on the role, mission, objectives, long-term strategy and governance of the BIPM, Dr Laurie Besley suggested APMP providing inputs to the ad-hoc Working Group, and this suggestion was agreed by Dr Miki noting that APMP should establish a mechanism to work on the inputs.
Dr. Ilya Budovsky presented a report focusing on the TC Chair’s discussion and recommendations on strategic and cross-TC issues, important points concerned:

· The TC Chairs’ further improvement to the APMP CMC review and submission process;

· Outcomes of key issues discussed at the JCRB Meetings that were in relevance with TCs and APMP’s inputs to the brainstorming session of the proposed Workshop on Best Practices of CMC Review;

· TC chairs’ recognition of the big improvement in APMP Website;

· Key issues discussed and those resolutions achieved at TC Chairs Meetings;

· Comments on those submitted “TC Initiatives” projects;

· Initiatives taken by the APMP TC Chairs in promoting integration of Nanometrology in CIPM CC structure;

· Outcomes of the TC Strategic Planning and Roadmapping Workshop held in Mongolia in association with the midyear meetings.
· TC Chairs’ endorsement on the draft Guide to Interlaboratory Comparisons for Emerging NMIs, prepared by KIM-LIPI with support from PTB and their proposal to developing it to be an APMP document.

11. Reports on TC activities (TC Chairs, 13:30-15:30)

TCAUV, TCEM, TCFF, TCL, TCM, TCPR, TCQM TCRI, TCT, TCTF, WGMM, TCQS
TC chairs presented their summary reports. 

Dr Jörn Stenger asked about APMP TCT’s response to the potential redefinition of the Kelvin based on the Fundamental Constant. Dr. Duan Yuning replied that, only a limited number of NMIs in the Asia-pacific region had started their research on this topic, and some bilateral cooperation are in good advancement, for example, the one between NMI and NMIJ; 2014 would be the earliest time predicted for the realization of the redefinition, which exactly depended on the results of on-going experiments; the metrology community should create more customer awareness, although the redefinition in general would not make a huge change to the current practice.
Regarding the possibility of integrating Nanometrology into CC structure, Dr Robert Kaarls commented that, so far the CIPM had not decided to create a CC for nanotechnology or for climate, but CCM, CCL and CCEM had been working on these fields; the APMP WGMM was now linking to the CCL for Nano-particle size measurements and to the CCT for conductivity and diffusivity measurements.

12. State of play of “TC initiatives” program (Dr Jia-Ruey Duann, 15:30-15:40)

Dr Duann summarized the program progress. It was noted that reports of the first-year projects had testified to the success of this initiative, and the APMP EC had proposed a further increase in the "TC Initiatives" budget for FY2011/2012 to support 6-12 projects. Evaluation of candidate projects for FY2011/2012 was scheduled to be finished by January of 2012.

13. APMP’s collaboration with stakeholder organizations

13.1 Review of the APMP-APLMF MoU (Ms Ada Juan Cai, 16:00-16:10)

Delegates reviewed the draft APMP-APLMF MoU that was to be signed at the joint APMP-APLMF Symposium, to be held in late December in Beijing. Dr Akira Ooiwa, representative of the APLMF to the GA, further briefed mission and recent activities of the APLMF and stressed the importance of establishing this cooperation framework. He said that the engagement between the two organizations was not that active in the past but was believed to be largely enhanced in the future.

13.2 Review of discussion paper on APMP’s engagement with APEC FSCF PTIN (Dr Angela Samuel, 16:10-16:30 )

Dr Angela Samuel presented a report to update on recent activities of and APMP’s involvement in the APEC Food Safety Cooperation Forum (FSCF), and further identified the key issues and proposed some next-step actions for APMP to enhance its influence in regional food safety affairs. She commented that food safety was a truly partnership between key components including government, industry and academia, and was a very good opportunity for not only APMP but other international bodies, e.g. the APLMF, to participate in.

Dr Robert Kaarls added his comment that during the BIPM Microbiology Workshop, the multinational food industries and food market regulators had come to a unanimous conclusion that stakeholders should work together. He then recommended the APEC to task APMP to play a leading role in the APEC FSCF activities. 

An overview of the NMIA’s food safety training center was then given by Dr Laurie Besley.
14. Report on 2nd NMI Directors’ Workshop, 2012 (Dr. Angela Samuel, 16:40-16:50)

Dr Angela Samuel presented the report.

15. Report on preparation for the 28th GA in New Zealand (Dr. Tim Armstrong, 16:50-17:00)

Dr Tim Armstrong presented a report on the 2nd NMI Directors’ Workshop.

16. Introduction of candidate host the for the 29th GA (17:00-17:10)

Mrs Huichong Ma, representative of CMS/ITRI, Chinese Taipei, presented the CMS’ bid presentation for hosting the 29th APMP General Assembly and Related Activities in 2013.

17. Review of APMP Workplan, 2012 (Prof Yu Yadong, 17:10-17:20)

Delegates reviewed the APMP Work plan for 2011.
