GFT Experts’ Meeting

1. | Introduction by Chair (Stefan Tangermann) and the Secretariat

The purpose of the meeting is to discuss how to improve the relevance and utility of the annual GFT
exercise to participating countries and find practical ways to implement those improvements. The
recommendations and advice of the meeting will be taken up by COFI in the 112" session
(October 2013).

2. | Proposed GFT Classification and Rationale

Dr. Stefan Tangermann has produced a document (available on the Fisheries Delegates Corner) that
discusses the motivations for and benefits of reporting government financial transfers to fisheries.
The paper proposes a new GFT classification system and some related indicators that are intended
to aid in the understanding of the nature of government financial transfers to fisheries.

Participants are invited to discuss the proposal by Dr. Tangermann and agree on a recommendation
to COFI on this subject.

3. | GFT scope and coverage

The recent work on fuel tax concessions opens the door to improving the scope of policy coverage
in the GFT exercise. Dr. Tangermann’s paper also describes some possible new policies that could
be considered for inclusion in the GFT. A more comprehensive GFT will improve the analytical
usefulness of the database and the stronger the message that can be sent using it. Increasing
coverage of the GFT should pay attention to costs and benefits, and also have an eye to establishing
common benchmarks for coverage across countries.

GFT data and information collection and processes.

Data collection can be challenging, requiring co-ordination across different government agencies.
Government agents not familiar with the OECD and its work may resist the time and effort required
to complete data requests. Finding ways to smooth and accelerate the process of data collection is
critical to success. This is a particular challenge for fisheries because resources are limited both in
participating countries and in the Secretariat. The introductory comments will describe the PSE
process and what lessons can be taken from that exercise to ease the process of collecting and
reporting data.
