Introduction:

Altindag is a metropolitan district of Ankara Province in the Central Anatolia region

of Turkey, part of the city of Ankara. According to the 2000 census, the population of the
district is 407,101, of which 400,023 live in the urban center of Altindag. The district
covers an area of 175 km2 (68 sg mi),[5] and the average elevation is 850 m (2,789 ft).
Altindag includes parts of the old Ottoman city of Ankara, (which was merely a regional
town before Ankara became the capital of the Republic of Turkey in 1923). The first
National Assembly in which Republic of Turkey was founded is in Ulus/Altindag.

Altindag was the location of one of the first gecekondu developments in Turkey, when in
the 1970s people illegally built small, one-bedroom houses on small plots of land; then in
the 1980s and 1990s these plots of land were made legal through amnesty legislation,
and eventually sold to developers who replaced these shacks with larger, multi-story
apartment buildings.

of the 6 th century Byzantine capital and was of paramount
influenece on architecture in the following centuries.

Blue Mosque EEBEESF

So beautiful, like a dream. The Blue Mosque yet another
one of Istanbul’s most important symbols, forms a
magnificent piece of the Historical Peninsula’s skyline when
viewed from the Bosphorus. Moreover, it was the first

mosque ever to be built with six minarets.
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Basilica Cistern # F/KE B

The most romantical point in Istanbul. The greenish water
that is partly enlightened by washing-blue light — which
further increases the horror of the darkness — vanishes under
the dark domes while the walls shine with the water running

down thereon thus dimly discovering the endless rows of

columns everywhere like the trunks of trees in a pruned forest.” While visitors to the
Cistern observe the fish swim among the columns on the one hand, they sip their coffee
in the company of the classical music played continuously on the other, thus dive into an
arcane journey into the depths of history.

Dolmabahce Palaces Z-BIECITIEGTEE)

The most beautiful palace near the sea all of the
world.Dolmabahce Palace was the residence of Ottoman
Sultans after Topkapi Palace. Palace located on the
Bosphorus waterfront on the European side of the city. Built
during the region of Sultan Abdulmecid. It is 110.000 square
meters with 16 sections besides the main palace.

Suleymaniye Mosque #5K 28 BELoF

Mimar (Architect) Sinan's masterpiece. The massive scale of
this mosque is best appreciated from a distance.
