he governments of Hong

development fund that will pay
cruise lines for port calls in
Asia.

he two founding members of
e Asia Cruise Fund hope to
announce other participants in
- e next few months, said
Ocean Terminal on Victoria Harbor in Hong Kong. Anthony Lau, executive director

of the Hong Kong Tourism Board.

Initially, the fund would offer a per-day subsidy of $7,500 per call for ships meeting the criteria. To
qualify, cruise lines must deploy vessels to at least two participating ports or territories in a single
itinerary.

"This is telling them we mean business,” said Lau.

The fund, which will take effect on April 1 and run for three years, will be made up of contributions from
participating ports.

Hong Kong last year opened the first berth in its $1 billion Kai Tak cruise terminal and expects to open
a second berth later this year.

Cruise executives have said that a variety of cruise-ready destinations is necessary in order for Asia to
realize its potential.
