On the other hand, emerging economies are wrestling with tighter monetary conditions and slower domestic demand.

Nonetheless, the Asia-Pacific countries – which account for roughly 40% of the world’s population and more than 50% of global GDP - are seen to show resilience due to greater foreign investment, continuing domestic demand, and government-driven investment in infrastructure projects.

	Plenary 2: Services in the Asia-Pacific Region: Supporting the Growth of SMEs and 
Entrepreneurship

The past decade has seen the growing importance of services in Asia, as indicated by the rising contribution of the service sector in the GDP and employment generation of many Asian countries. The growth of the services sector in Asia has been attributed to three major factors, namely, (1) restructuring of the economies towards higher levels of specialization fuelled by outsourcing of non-core activities, (2) reduction in the transaction costs due to advancement of information technology, and (3) opening up of many restricted sectors in many Asian countries. In addition, as the region increasingly consumes its own final products, intraregional trade in services has also increased.

This session will feature speakers who will assess the relevance and implications of a large service sector on the region’s economic well-being (including its impact on the degree of division of labour and specialization); examine the challenges of a growing services sector for the region’s SMEs and the promotion of entrepreneurship; suggest measures for enhancing productivity in the services sector; identify areas for regional cooperation to raise the level of intra-regional trade in services; and share their views on what is commonly perceived as the inevitable trend toward service economies in Asia.

The Internet has set in motion a third wave of capitalism that is transforming many aspects of the global marketplace – from consumer behaviour to new business models. Mobility, cloud computing, business intelligence, and social media underpin this shift, which is taking place in both developed and developing economies. As a result of the maturing digital economy, companies across a range of industries have seen their business models upended as they contend with the twin forces of technology and globalization. Over the next few years, many sectors – including technology, telecommunications, entertainment, media, banking, retail, education, and healthcare – will continue to be reshaped through the application of information technology.

Many companies are making efforts to transform their businesses and organizations for the digital age, but transformation means enduring change. Transformation means a complete overhaul in how they think, plan, operate, and define success in virtually every aspect of their business.  This session will attempt to address the critical questions facing many industries: How do they balance the twin goals of maintaining short-term performance while planning and executing a long-term vision for a very different future, given that legacy businesses still drive the majority of revenues? How do they address the challenges presented by the demographic evolution, technological evolution, and changing preferences for how people consume media? How do they buy time from investors as they adapt to the realities of a perpetually changing marketplace?

Food insecurity and environmental degradation are seen to increasingly threaten the stability of global, regional and  national economic and ecological conditions . It is important to create a living environment where every person has economic and physical access to sufficient food to sustain a healthy and productive life, and where food originates from efficient, effective, and low-cost food and agricultural systems that are compatible with sustainable use and management of natural resources.

There is now growing acceptance that sustainable economic recovery and job creation cannot be led only by governments and big business. A country’s future lies with dynamic and entrepreneurial young people who are prepared to take steps to secure their own prosperity and that of future generations, in an environment that supports, encourages and rewards risk taking. Although it is recognized that a culture of innovation and entrepreneurship is crucial, there are significant barriers to achieving it in many countries today. These include legal and regulatory roadblocks, limited access to markets and finance, and a lack of the required business skills. However, what really holds many countries back is a fundamental aversion to risk-taking. Innovation and entrepreneurship require a mindset with two main tenets: that fear of failure should not stop one from trying, and that a simple idea can be developed into a successful project.

This session will examine measures to make countries in the region change their outlook on innovation and entrepreneurship; discuss ideas on how  young people can lead this transformation by turning their talents, energy, enthusiasm and fresh new ideas into successful projects, businesses, products and services; and share views on how the private  and government  sectors can create an entrepreneur-friendly culture that encourages young people to take risks and assume the lead on change and progress.

Asia’s rapid economic growth in recent years has put severe pressure on existing infrastructure, particularly in transport and energy, as well as in communications. Inadequacies of infrastructure networks can serve as a bottleneck to growth and development. As Asia plays an increasingly central role in the global economy, the region’s trade competitiveness depends on efficient, fast, reliable and seamless infrastructure connections. Improving connectivity in the region would bring Asia large welfare gains through increased market access, reduced trade costs, more efficient energy production and use and therefore promote greater environmental sustainability; and ultimately help reduce poverty.

This session will address the major challenges confronting infrastructure development and the effective management and maximum utilization of limited resources in Asia; what are the costs and benefits; what are the priority regional infrastructure projects for the region;  what policy measures to undertake to encourage investments in research on and implementation of new energy technologies and energy efficiency measures, what institutions, policies and frameworks are needed to foster regional cooperation for developing cross-border regional infrastructure and creating an interconnected Asia?
