The fundamental problem we face is that the system free trade is essentially
incompatible with the imperative to tackle the climate crisis.

In order to combat the climate crisis, we need to make big changes in our economy.
We need to:

- Move beyond fossil fuels and fully embrace clean energy (bans on polluting
activities, subsidies for clean energy, penalties for violations).

- Keep fossil fuels in the ground — that means stopping their export

- Start producing and using products, from our food to our energy, closer to home.

We need strong government regulation at the state and national level and
intervention to make all this happen.

All of that is threatened by our current model of free trade.

And yet the U.S. is moving full steam ahead with the TPP and TTIP that would
dramatically expand the free trade regime.

If these deals are beat-back, we can open up space for governments to embrace a
new model of trade that is compatible with—even supports—efforts to combat the
climate crisis.



If these agreements move forward, they lock in a new set of rules that will further
hinder our ability to solve the climate and other environmental crisis.

Docking station: Other countries can also join now or in the future. The TPP is a
docking station for every Pacific Rim nation—maybe eventually every nation - to be
“included.

Scope of Issues: The TPP is also significant in the scope of issues covered — 29
chapters cover environment, labor, IP, financial regulation, and other issues.

Has been under negotiation for about 4 years, and governments just missed the
third self-imposed deadline to finish the pact, but they say they can conclude by
early next year.

TTIP was officially launched summer 2013 so it’s a newer agreement.

This agreement is not about traditional trade issues, like reducing tariffs, since
tariffs between the US and the EU are already very low. Instead it is about removing
so called “trade irritants” — otherwise known as public healthy, safety, worker
protection, and environmental regulations.

Before talking about the substance of TPP and TTIP and how it would constrain
action on climate change, | want to talk a bit about process.

Trade agreements, particularly in the U.S. and with any country with which the U.S.
negotiates, are conducted in great secrecy.

The TPP, for example, has been under negotiation for more than 4 years and not a
single word of draft text has been publicly leaked — though a few chapters have
leaked. TTIP seems to be following in the footsteps of TPP.

While the public, policy makers, the media is shut out, there are about 600 cleared
advisors— almost exclusively made up of big industry — that are actively involved in
shaping the texts of these agreements.

Those interested in the climate and energy implications of the these pacts look no
further than the energy advisors to the USTR.

You’ll see on this chart — not the Sierra Club, but.....
So once we understand who is actively engaged in shaping the contents of our

trade agenda it becomes easier to see who and what will benefit and who and
what will lose out as a result of these pacts.

Getting into the substance, one place where we can most clearly see the clash
between the free trade pacts and our climate is in investment rules—and here is
where everything I've been saying about trade not being about tariffs anymore
should start to make a bit more sense.

So like in NAFTA, one of the 29 or so chapters in both the TPP and TTIP will be a
chapter on “investment.”

The idea of the investment chapter is to encourage as much foreign investment as
possible. The investment chapters of free trade agreements give corporations very
broad rights so that they are protected against any change in policy in the country in
which they are investing that would reduce the profits of the investor.

So the investment chapters of free trade agreements give corporations the right to
sue governments—in private trade tribunals— over nearly any law/policy that a
corporation argues would limit their “expected future profits” or reduce their
predictable regulatory environment.

This system is called “investor-state dispute settlement,” as the investor is literally
elevated to the level of a nation state. Corporations are not people anymore —now
they are equivalent to nations.

The chart on this slide shows the number of these “ISDS” cases that have been



launched each year. As you can see there has been a steady rise in the number of
investor-state cases, and the beginning of the rise was of course NAFTA.

To date, corporations including Exxon Mobil and Cargill have launched nearly against
600 cases against nearly 100 governments. If TPP & TTIP conclude with ISDS, the
number will explode.

We know ISDS is in TPP; there is a big movement to keep it out of TTIP and we think
it is possible to keep investor-state out.

Now, what’s even more concerning is that along with an overall increase in cases is
an increases in cases directly challenging climate and clean energy and
environmental policies.

Pine Resources vs the government of Canada. :

-- Communities in the province of Quebec, in Canada, were worried about the
impacts of fracking in the St. Lawrence River in Canada.

- They had reason to be worried.

- Fracking = dangerous process of drilling deep underground and injecting millions
of gallons of water and chemicals in order to unleash oil and gas.

- After much public pressure, the Quebec national assembly called for a
moratorium on fracking — a time out — while it studied the impacts.

- Lone Pine, a US oil/gas firm interested in fracking under the St. Lawrence river,
didn’t like the moratorium so they used NAFTAs investment chapter to sue Canada
under for $250 million (case still pending).

Why did Lone Pine sue Canada? READ BLUE

Again, we know that all over the U.S. and in Europe and in many TPP countries even,
communities are fighting fracking. What Lone Pine tells us is that investment rules in
trade pacts make governments vulnerable to very costly trade “lawsuits” just for
trying to regulate, study, or ban fracking.

What’s of concern is not only this particular case, but the message that it sends to
govts is that if you try to stop fracking, you may be hit with a lengthy and expensive
investor-state challenge.

The takeaway: to combat climate change we need to rein in the power of the fossil
fuel industry; free trade agreements like TTIP actually empower the industry with
new rights to challenge climate policy.



TPP and TTIP: Expanding Trade Fossil Fuels

While scientists and experts tell us that the vast majority of fossil fuels must stay in
the ground in order to combat climate change, TPP and TTIP and other FTAs would
require that countries automatically approve export licenses for oil and gas,
thereby encouraging more fossil fuel development, fossil fuel infrastructure, more
climate emissions.

Background: Normally in order to export natural gas to a country the U.S.
Department of Energy must conduct an analysis to examine whether exports are in
our economic and environmental interest. That’s a simple but important policy so
we can make informed decisions about our energy.

The TPP and TTIP, however, would actually require the United States DOE to
automatically approve all exports of natural gas to countries in the pacts — no delays,
no questions asked.

The EC is calling for a whole new chapter in TTIP dedicated to energy — this has
leaked so we know exactly what it says-- and one of their key demands is to include
a legally binding provision that would require the United States not only to
“automatically and expeditiously” approve all exports of natural gas, but also of
crude oil. Some of you may know that the U.S. has had restrictions on crude oil
exports from the 1970s that TTIP could undue.



Automatic exports of natural gas and oil extremely dangerous from a climate
perspective. It would mean:

More Fracking for oil and gas in the U.S.:

More natural gas infrastructure: from pipelines that leak methane to massive LNG
terminals to oil trains

More climate emissions:

More fossil fuel dependence

Fast track is a piece of legislation that would:

1) allow the executive branch to finish negotiating the Trans-Pacific Partnership and
other trade agreements that may complete between now and some named year,
likely around 2020

2) allow the President sign the TPP and other pacts, and then send signed
agreements to Congress for a straight up-or-down vote with no amendments and a
maximum of 20 hours debate and a simple up or down vote.

Fast track is critical to those who want to pass these trade agreements —the U.S.
chamber of Commerce, Business Europe, etc, -- for two primary reasons.

1) is that other countries will be hard pressed to make politically risky and
unpopular concessions unless they have a guarantee that Congress isn’t going to
start to amend the agreement.

2) if the public and Members of Congress were able to really have the time to
analyze the texts, debate text, under the implications of the text there is almost no
way that these agreements would survive the light of day.

Fast track is a way to rush harmful trade pacts through Congress with no oversight
or protections.
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
