Taiwan's Technology Industry Plays Key Role in World's Global Supply Chain

Companies in Talwan Have Large Stakes in Markets for PCs, LCDs, Semiconductors and Mobile Phones. Branded Businesses and Manufacturing Operations Are Becoming More Distinct

TAIPEI, Taman, Feb. 27 /PRNewswire-Asial - Taiwan's information and communications technology (ICT) companies play a key fole
in the global supply chain for electronics products. Taiwanese companies account for about three- quarters of the workd's production
of PCs and haif of the world's fiquid- crystal displays (LCDs). In addttion, Tatwan makes about a quarter of the workd's semiconductors
and about a fifth of the world's mobie phones

Talwan has a population of 23 million and a land area of only 36,260 square kilometers, less than half of a percent of the 9.6 milion
square kiometers of fand in China. Yet the well-educated, industrious people of Taiwan have helped to carve out a huge niche in the
global ICT industry

The close physical proximity of companies in Taiwan has led to the formation of industrial clusters that offer distinct advantages,
making Taiwan an excellent one-stop shop for procurement, design support and rapid commerciaization of product ideas.

The Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU), a renowned British think tank, last year announced the results of a global study of IT industry
competitiveness. Based on the study, Taiwan's IT industry rose to second place from sxh place in the previous year out of a total of
66 nations included in the study. The report noted that Taman's rise in the rankings owed mainly o its strong performance in R8D,
particularly regarding patented technology

The Taiwan ICT industry has grown to a size that has resulted in substantial diversification, and many large companies have
separated manufacturing units from branded operations in order to allow greater speciaization in both of these areas.

One example of this is Acer Inc., which in the last five years has grown to become the world's third-largest PC maker by market share
The company no fonger does manufacturing in house and spun offits production units into separate companies including Wistron
Corporation. Wistron now does manufacturing for a wide range of companies including some of the best known brands in the
notebook computer business. Many other companies in Taiwan are taking the same direction

Deregulation of right to cancel in
consumer protection law

Revising Consumer Protection Law (CPL) - authorizing Executive
Yung (EY) to announce the exemptions of communication
transaction

1. Previous CPL§19, Consumers of a mail order or door-to-door
sale, if unwilling to purchase the goods received by them,
may return the goods or notify in writing the business
operators to rescind the purchase contract within 7 days
upon receipt of such goods without stating the reasons or
paying any expenses or the purchase price. However, due to
the nature of goods or services - such as APPs or seafood,
the consumers’ right to cancel could be unfair to business
operators.
