In emergency treatment, it so often occur the oral cavity injury, such as tooth fracture or lip tongue laceration due to suddenly
over action or so many times try-in for endotracheal intubation by emergency staff. Thus, the patient must unnecessarily reconstruct
his tooth by dental prosthesis fabrication after emergency treatment. In this invention, the oral protector was designed to two parts
with U shape. These protector made by bio-plastic matenial could completely fix with the dentition to prevent the injury during
emergency treatment. And one of the U shape design to have arotation guiding flake, it could quickly and correctly guide the
emergency staff to finish endotracheal intubation and protect the tooth lip and tongue safety.
