Youth Ambassadors engage in charitable
work in the Philippines

Manila, Sept. 4 (CNA) A delegation of "Youth
Ambassadors” organized by Taiwan's Ministry of Foreign
Affairs (MOFA) to the Philippines and Indonesia
participated in the handing out of rice donated by
Taiwanese civic groups in Manila to local disadvantaged
families Monday.

Under the MOFA's 2017 International Youth Ambassadors
Exchange Program, the delegation, which arrived in the
Philippines Saturday, visited Tondo, a district of Manila,
with representatives from the Taipei Economic and
Cultural Office in the Philippines, the Taipei Chamber of
Commerce in the Philippines, and the local branch of
Taiwan's Buddhist Compassion Relief Tzu Chi Foundation.

Together, the groups helped hand out 1,000 kilograms of
rice to 50 low-income households, courtesy of the Taipei
Chamber of Commerce.

The youth ambassadors sigh up to MOFA's annual program
showcasing Taiwan's desire to help those in need and in
the process not only demonstrate the nation's soft power
but alsa play a greater role in the world, group leader and
deputy counselor Chen Chi-chia (B E(E) from the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs' Department of East Asian and Pacific
Affairs said of the program.
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While in the Philippines, the youth ambassadors have
visited cultural landmarks, government offices and
witnessed first hand how humanitarian groups like Tzu Chi
help the disadvantaged in the country.

Liu Hsuan-huei (B|#F#) of National Cheng Kung University
said that the experience of visiting poor areas of Indonesia
and the Philippines has motivated her "to want to
contribute to society and bring about change.”

Oscar (kanan) yang pernah tinggal lama di Indonesia senang hisa berkunjung
kembali. la juga merasa terkejut dengan murid-murid sekolah Cinta Kasih Tzu Chi
yang penuh semangat mengikuti setiap gerakan tarian dari para mahasiswa.

Jacqueline (tengah) bersama teman-temannya melakukan pemilahan sampah daur
ulang kertas yang menjadi pengalaman pertama baginya.

Sementara itu Oscar yang pernah tinggal di Indonesia selama satu dasawarsa juga
mengungkapkan perubahan yang dirasakannya dari Negara Indonesia.

"Indonesia ada perkembangan bagus dan saya cukup bangga dengan keadaan
sekarang. Beberapa infrastruktur lebih teratur,” ungkap Oscar.

Memang sebelum berkunjung ke Yayasan Buddha Tzu Chi Indonesia, Oscar sudah
lebih dulu mengenal Tzu Chi di Taiwan namun pemilahan sampah menjadi
pengalamannya yang pertama. Mahasiswa dari National Chengchi University ini
merasa sampah di Indonesia makin bertambah, sehingga sangat penting jika setiap
orang mau melakukan pemilahan sampah daur ulang.

“Ini (pemilahan sampah) bagus untuk mengimbangi polusi dan sampah-sampah,”
ujar Oscar.

Dengan melakukan kerelawanan di Tzu Chi, Oscar menilai penting bahwa melakukan
suatu pekerjaan apapun tanpa pamrih.

“Banyak belajar bahwa melakukan sesuatu nggak harus mendapat imbalan dan
melakukannya dengan kasih sayang. Dengan kasih sayang kita bisa dekat dengan
orang lain,” ucap mahasiswa jurusan Diplomasi ini.

Chen Chi-chia berharap untuk para mahasiswa yang menjadi delegasi Youth
Ambassador dapat belajar banyak pengalaman berharga untuk mewariskan cinta
kasih universal kepada orang lain.
