Veterinarians and
Veterinary Para-Professionals need to observe and follow practice principles that reduce AMR,
primarily through use, but y. They also need
leadership necessary to affect required attitudes and practices throughout the animal health sector
by awareness raising, outreach and extension. VEES have an important role, as training In AMR

5 science and avoidance is the key to changing attitudes and knowledge. Similarly, regulation is

important in guiding veterinary practices, so V585 need to actively engage in setting and enforcing

regulatory frameworks and standards of practice for use of antimicrobials by veterinarians and VPPs.»
