Ensuring consumers are properly protected is a continuing
challenge for ASIC and other regulators. Many business practices
impact detfrimentally on consumers, but do not fit neatly within the
current consumer protection framework. For example, unfair
practices can result in financial harm to consumers, but leave them

without adequate redress.

This session will explore the adequacy of the laws administered by
ASIC in preventing harm to consumers and consider whether
recent changes to those laws, such as the availability of pecuniary
penalties for breaching the requirement to act efficiently, honestly
and fairly, are likely to work to benefit consumers. The panel will
